To insert a memory card
1 Open the nano SIM/Memory card slot cover.
2 Place the memory card in the memory card slot in the

correct orientation as shown in the illustration.

To insert the nano SIM card

If you drag out the nano SIM card holder while the
device is powered on, the device restarts automatically.
