Mouse Connection Instruction: 
Turn on the Bluetooth device, search for the mouse Bluetooth name "TWKBB2WH MS"/ 
"TWKBB1BK MS" , click "TWKBB2WH MS" /"TWKBB1BK MS"to connect, Use for bluetooth mode 
after success.
