¢ If the car moves slowly, and you have
installed fresh batteries, check the
viheel mechanisims for lint, thread,
hair, and dust.

+ Be sure the car is not out of the trans-
mitter's range (about 60 feet). The
range depends on the surroundings and
on battery strength. Obstructions
(such os- buildings, fences; dnd 50 on)
between the transmitter and the car
reduce the range.
