For longer run time, use high-capacity "NIMH" or

o Transmitter: 1 x 9V alkaline battery (included)

* [f you do not plan to use the Hover Glide for a week or
more, remove the batteries from both the transmitter and
the Hover Glide.

* Never leave dead or weak batteries In the Hover Glide or
transmitier.

¢ Use only the recommended battery pack and charger.

* Do not charge or recharge the hattery pack while it is in the
Hover Giide.

IN THE TRANSMITTER

1. Press ON/OFF on the transmitter to QFF.

2. Use a Phillips screwdriver to loosen the screw on the
battery compariment cover, then remove the cover.

3. Put the 9V haftery in the compartment as indicated by the
polarity symbols (+ and-) marked inside.

4. Replace the cover and secure it with the screw. When the
transmitter's range decreases, replace a new hattery.

IN THE HOVER GLIDE
Before you use the 9.6-volt NiCd and NiMH battery pack, you
must charge it using a battery charger.
Follow the instruction to charge the battery pack!
Turn On/Off switch to off position.
. Turn the latches on the battery compartment cover on top of
the Hover Glide to remove the cover.
. Attach the battery pack's connector to the Hover Glide's
matching connector. Do not force them! They fit together
only one way.
Carefully tuck the battery wire into the battery
compartment, then assemble back the battery compartment
cover.

Caution: Typical running time will be between 7 to 13 minutes
depanding on battery type and conditions.

How it Works

Lift fan/air compressor blows downward, inflating air bag

skirt, which seals with the ground and creates a cushion of

alr under the Hover Glide.

OPERATING THE HOVER GLIDE
1. Turn On/0if on Hover Glide to On.

2. Press the On/Off button on transmitter, indicator lights up
and the air bag start to blow up.

3. Use the transmitter's hutton to control the Hover Glide:

a) Both stick push forward, It drive the Hover Glide go
straight ahead.

b) Joystick "A" power left side propellor. When push up
forward, it turn Hover Glide to right.

¢) Joystick “B" power right side propellor. When push up
forward, it turn Hover Glide to left.

d) Pull stick "A" / "B" to turn right / rleft in reverse.
@) Pull both stick backward to brake.

4. Not recomanded to playing on sand and carpet

5. When you finish driving, turn On/Off switch both on the
Hover Glide and controller to Off position.

HELPFUL HINTS FOR MAINTENANCE AND PERFORMANCE

MAINTENANCE AND PERFORMANCE TIPS

1. Check batteries frequently.

2. Always replace with fresh aikaline batteries.

3. Check battery terminals for contact.

4.To save batteries, always turn switch off when not in use.
Air Bag Skirt Care

1. Edge of air hag skirt must seal with lower edge of hody for
proper operation. If skirt becomes loose, push the edge of
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the skirt back into the slot on the body. Use a small coin if
necessary.

Important: Do not use sharp tools such as screwdriver, pen
or pencil poin, knife, etc. or bag may tear.

2. Small holes and tears in skirt may be repaired by an adult
using "super Glue" or "Krazy Glue" (cyanoacrylate) type
glue. Use a small amount and follow glue maker's
instructions.

3. For larger holes and tears, skirt needs to be repiaced.
