Charging the speaker

For best results, fully charge the unit before use.

1. Connect the USB cord (included) to the charging port of the speaker and insert
the other end into a port on your computer or similar power source.

2. Red LED turns on indicating that the battery is being charged. Once it is fully
charged, the Red LED will turn off. It takes nearly 4 to 5 hours to fully charge the
Battery.

Note: In order to have better battery life, please do not charge for more than 6 hours.

Overcharging the speaker can adversely impact the battery life.

Turn On/Off the Speaker
1. To Turn “ON” slide the “POWER ON/OFF” switch to the ON Position.
2. To Turn “OFF” slide the “POWER ON/OFF” switch to the OFF Position.

Turn the speaker to Bluetooth pairing mode

1. Turn ON the speaker.

2. You would hear the beep tone and see LED Light blinking steadily. The speaker is
now in pairing mode.

(Note: Speaker will automatically pair with previously paired devices)

Pairing your device with Bluetooth Speaker

Your Bluetooth Speaker can wirelessly stream audio from any Bluetooth enabled

device within 27-33 Feet. Simply follow the below steps.

1. Turn ON the speaker.

2. You would hear the beep tone and see LED Light blinking steadily. The speaker is
now in pairing mode.

. Turn on Bluetooth on your Mobile Phone or Tablet or Computer.

. It will search for available Bluetooth devices in its proximity.

. The pairing name of our Bluetooth Speaker is “17-94U”, pair it with this device.

. If required, enter the password ‘0000’ to confirm to finalize pairing.

. Once paired successfully, the Blue LED will blink slowly.

. If you fail to pair it within the time frame or you want to pair it with a new device
please follows the steps outlined above.
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Select your favorite song at the Bluetooth device and music would now stream
through bluetooth speaker.

Listening to Music Wirelessly

Please ensure that your device (iPhone, Tablet or Other Smart Phone) is paired with
the Bluetooth Speaker to stream music wirelessly. Once it is paired, play music from
your device.

Increase / Playing music | Use the Volume Controller located on the control panel to
Decrease adjust the volume to your desired level

Volume

Pause Playing music | Press Ml once to pause the music

Play Pause Press pll once resume the music

Previous track Playing music | Short press the ¢« button to the previous track

Note: Once AUX cable is connected to the Bluetooth Phone & Speaker, music
through the Bluetooth will be stopped. Media and volume can be controlled only
through source devices, while playing music in Auxiliary mode.

Media controls (Skip Forward, Skip Backward, Play, Pause etc) can be controlled
only from the source device, while in auxiliary mode.

Listening to Music using Micro SD Card (TF) Slot

1. Turn on the speaker.

2. Insert Micro SD Card (TF) into the Micro SD Card (TF) Slot. Music would be
automatically streamed.

3. Press Skip Forward or Skip Backward to move forward or backward on your
playlist.

4., Press Play/Pause to Play or Pause a track.

Note: While using Bluetooth, if you insert Micro SD Card, speaker would disconnect
the Bluetooth connection and switch to Micro SD card function. You can press
MODE button again, to select the Bluetooth mode.

Tips!!

1. Press the “MODE” button to switch different functions of the speaker. The
functions are — Bluetooth / Micro SD / AUX-In.

2. When the unit is not in use, turn OFF the device to save the battery power.

3. Do not overcharge the unit; every charge should not exceed 6 hours.

Troubleshooting

Problem Possible Cause Solution

Low sound level Source (Tablet, Mobile Phone, Adjust source volume.

Next track Playing music | Short press the P»l button to the next track

Aux function of the Speaker (to play music from non-Bluetooth devices)

1. Turn on the speaker.

2. Plug the 3.5 mm auxiliary cord (included) to the auxiliary port of the speaker.
And, the other end of the cable connects to the audio device (such as MP3
Players / computer / tablet etc).

3. Select your favorite song at the source device.

Sound distorted Battery nearly dead
Source (Tablet, Mobile Phone,

Laptop.) turned off.

Charge Battery.

No sound at all. Turn the source on.

Speaker turned off. Turn the speaker on.

Volume turned down source. Adjust volume source.

Media paused on source. Play media from source.

Para obtener los mejores resultados, cargue completamente la unidad antes de usarla.

Nota: Una vez que el cable auxiliar esta conectado al altavoz, la transmision de
musica a través de bluetooth se detendra. Medios de comunicacion y el volumen se
pueden controlar sélo a través de sus dispositivos mientras se reproduce musica a
través del modo auxiliar.
