TRENDnet’s Home Smart Switch with WiFi AC Extender, model THA-103AC, is a
combination smart electrical outlet and powerful AC750 wireless extender. Use the free
Apple® or Android™ mobile app from any internet connection to turn on and off a light,
fan, electronic device, or appliance. Create a daily schedule to turn on/off the outlet to
match your needs or to give the illusion that you’re home. Place the THA-103AC in an
area of your home with low wireless coverage — the powerful built-in WiFi extender
connects to either an existing WiFi AC or WiFi N router and broadcasts WiFi AC433 or
N300 networks.

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Setting up THA-103AC

There are 3 ways to setup the THA-103AC switch to connect with your existing wireless
network; WPS, using a mobile app, or going through device’s web configuration page.

When using a mobile app to setup the device manually, the mobile device needs to
support either wireless N or wireless AC connection. If your mobile device does not
support wireless AC connection, you will only see THA-103_24G_1234 SSID instead of
both SSIDs.

WPS Setup

to initiate the connection

3. Once connected successfully, unplug THA-103AC and move to the final
destination.
