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Battery Heat

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Transmitter Features and Operation

1. Left stick: Push up to go forward. Release to coast. Pull down to brake or go in reverse .
Tip: "Pulse” the left stick (rapidly move up-release-up-release) for extra steering control.

2. Right stick; Push left for Left Turn, right for Right Turn. Release to go straight.

3. Antenna: Hold Transmitter so antenna points straight up in the air.

Don't touch the antenna during operation.

Note: There is no on/off switch on Transmitter. Moving the sticks turns
