1. After the first chargs, for best performance always run the battery pack all the way down before recharging. Run
until vehicle wheels/fans/motors siow to a stop. Note: if you are operating s boat, hovercraft or ather water vehicle in
water, retrieve the vehicle while battery power s still strong and perform this Drain Down procedure on lend. (Don't
operate other kinds of vehicles in or near water)

2. Allow the battery pack to cool before recharging.

Battery Heat

1, Battery gets hot after use! This is normal, but be careful. Wait until battery is cool (20 minutes or more if needed)
before charging. Charging batteries when they are hot will severely reduce the number of times they can be
recharged.

2. After charging, battery pack will be warm. This is normal.

RECHARGING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Plug wall pack charger into a standard wa!| outlet.

2. Connact the battery pack plug to the charger plug as shown.

3, Red light on charger will light to show charger is operating. Normal charging time is approximately 4 hours.

4, Unplug charger from wall after 4 hours of charging. .
5, After charging, battery pack will feel warm. This is normal. IMPORTANT:

Battery Installation

1. Push HANDLE on BATTERY LID firmly
towards center of vehicle to unlock. (Fig. 1}

2. Lift off BATTERY DOOR. {Fig. 2}

3. Insert freshly charged BATTERY PACK into
BATTERY COMPARTMENT. (Fig. 3)

4, Plug BATTERY PLUG into VEHICLE JACK as
shown and place PLUG/JACK/WIRE so they're
out of the way when you replace the LID. (Fig.
3)

5. Replace BATTERY LID TABS into SLOTS
nearest center of vehicle. Lower LID into place
(Fig. 4)

6. Push HANDLE on BATTERY LID firmly
towards outside edge of vehicle to lock. Push
hard until you hear a click and feel the LID
lock into place {Fig. 5}



Tranasmitter Battery Instaliation
1. Slide open BATTERY DOOR on back of
TRANSMITTER {Fig. 6).

2. Insert a fresh, new 9-VOLT ALKALINE
BATTERY with the polarity {+/-) as shown on
the bottom of battery compartment {Fig 7).

3. Hold battery in place with thumb and slide
battery door all the way closed to secure
battery. (Fig. 8).

Transmitter Features and Operation

1. Left stick: Push up to go forward. Release to coast. Pull down to brake or go in reverse .
Tip: "Pulse" the ieft stick (rapidly move up-release-up-releasa) for extra steering control.

2. Right stick: Push left for Left Turn, right for Right Turn. Release to go straight.

3. Antenna: Hold Transmitter so antenna points straight up in the air.

Don't touch the antenna during operation.

Note: There is no on/off switch on Transmitter. Moving the sticks turns

it on. Releasing the sticks turns it off (to save battery power}. LEFT
