Important: Turn your device off beforeinstalling or removing the SIM cards. Do not bend
or scratch the SIM cards. Take care when handling, installing, or removing SIM cards, and
avoid exposing the SIM cardsto static electricity, water, or dirt. Keep SIM cards out of
reach of small children.

You can install up to 2 micro SIM cardsin your Android device. You can check to see how
many micro SIM cardsareinstalled and assign activitiesto each of them on your device.



Toinstall SIM cardsin your Android device, follow these steps:

1- Whilethe phoneisturned off, remove the back cover.

Carefully insert the SIM cardsinto each of the SIM dots.

2- Position the back cover over the battery compartment and pressdown firmly
along the edges of the cover to secureit.

After you install a SIM card, you'll be asked to assign the activities you want to usethe SIM
card for, like phone calls, text messages, or using data.

e Check what SIM cardsareinstalled

You can check to seewhat SIM cardsareinstalled in your Android device at any time by
following these steps.

1- Open your device's Settings menu

2- Under "Wireless & networks," touch SIM management.

3- Thescreen showsthecarrier data and phone number for each SIM card
installed in the device.

e Assign activitiesfor a SIM card

After you'veinstalled SIM cardsin your Android device, you can assign the activitiesyou
want to use each SIM card for. These activitiesinclude phone calls, text messaging, and
using data.

To assign an activity toa SIM card, follow these steps:

1- Open your device s Settings menu

2- Under "Wirdless & networks,” touch SIM management.

3- You can assign a SIM to an activity, such as SM S messaging. Under
" Activities," touch the activity and choosethe SIM to use.

For some apps, you'll need to assign a SIM card to complete app activities. Follow the
instructionsin the app to complete the process.

e |nstall amicroSD card

A micro SD (Secure Digital) card isa small device you can insert in your phoneto
extend its storage capacity. For some appsor featureson your phone, you'll need a
micro SD card. Here'show toinstall and useit.

2- Carefully placethe SD card into the slot with an arrow labeled.

3- Position the back cover over the battery compartment and press down firmly
along the edges of the cover to secureit.



e Mount or unmount amicro SD card

To start using your micro SD card after you'veinserted it, you need to makesureit's
mounted. |f you want to remove the SD card, you need to unmount it first in order to
remove it safely.

To mount or unmount amicro SD card, follow these steps:

To mount amicro SD card, touch Mount SD card.

To unmount amicro SD card, touch Unmount SD card and then touch OK. If
you unmount the SD card, some of your apps may not work properly until you
remount the SD card.

Important: Use only the travel adapter and USB cable that came with your Android. Using
adifferent travel adapter or cable may damage your phone.

Charging your phonethrough a USB cable attached to another device, such asa laptop

takeslonger than charging with atravel adapter.

e Set up your F50G

Thefirst timeyou turn on your F50G, it'll walk you through the stepsto get it set up. You'll
be prompted to do the following:

1- Choosethelanguage you want your phoneto use
2- Connect to a Wi-Fi network or your cellular data network
3- Signin with your Google Account



If you use Gmail, you have a Google Account. Just use the same email address and
password to sign in here. By signing in, all of your email, contacts, calendar events, and
other data associated with that account will be synced to your phone.

If you don't have a Google Account, you can create one during the setup process. You can
also skip this step and create one later.

If you have mor ethan one Google Account, you can add other oneslater.

To make sureyour phone doesn't lose power during setup, it'srecommended that you keep
it plugged in until setup iscomplete.

e F50G Basics

Here are sometipsto get you familiar with your F50G device. They'll help you with the
basic featuresyou'relikely to use often.

Navigation buttons

At the bottom of every screen, no matter what you're doing, you'll always find these three
navigation buttons:

1- Back: Takesyou back to your previousscreen. If you back up to the Home
screen, you can't go back any further.

2- Home: Takesyou tothe Home screen. If you're on aleft or right Home screen, it
takesyou to the central Home screen.

3- Recent apps. Opensa list of thumbnail images of appsyou’ve used recently. To
open an app, touch it. To remove a thumbnail from thelist, swipeit left or right.

Settings and Quick Settings
To change your device's settings, including your network, sound, account, and many others,

go to the Settings screen:

1- Inyour Favoritestray, touch the All Apps @ icon.
2- Look for the Settings “+* icon and touch it.
3- Select the setting you want to change

You can get quick accessto settings like Wi-Fi, screen brightness, and othersyou use
frequently by going to Quick Settings

4- Swipe down from thetop of the screen with onefinger to pull down the
notifications shade.

5- Inthetop-right, touch the Quick Settings E: icon.



Help with your device
Many screensin apps and Settingsinclude a Menu * icon. Touch it to explor e additional
options, often including a Help item that provides more information about that screen.

Connect to Wi-Fi networks

Y ou can connect to Wi-Fi networkswith your device, aswell as add networks you use often
or remove networksyou don't use any longer. You can also change the settings for saved
Wi-Fi networkson your device.

Keep in mind that your device will remember networksyou connect toand connect
automatically when in range.

e Turn on Wi-Fi and connect to a network

3- Touch the Wi-Fi switch to turn it to the On position.

7- You can forget a saved Wi-Fi network if you don't want your deviceto connect
to it automatically.

8- Touch a network name from thelist of available networksto connect to it.

9- Once connected, your device will say " Connected" under the network name.

e Removea Wi-Fi network

You can forget a saved Wi-Fi network if you don't want your deviceto connect to it
automatically. To remove a Wi-Fi network from your device, follow these steps:

Browse and organize your home screens

e Browse Home screens
Your Home screens are the first onesyou see when you turn on or unlock your device. You
can find them at any time when you touch the Home button.

e Add appsand widgetsto your Home screen

Y ou can add apps and widgets (" at-a-glance" view of an app’s most important information)
to your Home screens so you can easily find them.

Toadd an app or widget to a Home screen:

Go to the Home screen where you want to place the app or widget.

1- Touch the All Appsicon Q.

2- Swiperight, if necessary, to find the app or widget you want.

3- Touch and hold the app or widget until the Home screen appears, dideit into
place, and lift your finger.



To movean app or widget icon to a different location on a Home screen:

To bump another icon out of the way, dide
slowly into it. To move between Home screens, dide toward the edge of the
Screen.

Make & recelve phone calls

e Make, receive, and block phone calls

Y ou can place calls from the Phone app ‘-, Contacts app E, People app KL, or other apps
or widgetsthat display contact information. Wherever you see a phone number, you can
usually touch it to dial.



e Makeaphonecall

To open the Phone app, touch the Phone icon on your mobile device. Wher ever you see a
phone number on your screen, you can usually touch it to dial. You can usethe Phone app
to make a phone call in the following ways:

Dialpad: Touch the Dialpad *:* whenever you want to use the keypad to
manually typein a phone number. Typethe number, then touch the Phoneicon
below the keypad to make a call. If you type a wrong number, touch

backspace a to erase digitsone by one. To end a call in progress, touch end

call “ ™ at the bottom of the screen.

Speed dial: Touch the" Speed dial" tab for one-touch dialing for your favorites
and numbersyou call frequently. Just touch the contact in thelist and the call
will start.

Recents: Touch the" Recents' tab to view your call log and select a contact or
number that you recently called.

Contacts: Touch the" Contacts" tab to select from thelist of all your contacts.
Onceyou select a contact, touch their phone number to place a call.

e Manageincoming phone calls

When you receive a phone call, you'll get a notification that you have an incoming call. If
thecaller isan existing contact in your Contacts app or People app, you may see additional
information about the caller. You can choose to answer or dismissthe phone call and send a
text messageto the caller.

Y ou can manage an incoming call in the following way:

Y ou can chooseto answer or dismissthe call from within the notification simply

by touching Answer or Dismiss.

For more options, touch the notification to open it, then touch the white phone

Answer or respond to another incoming call

To answer another incoming call whileyou're already in a call, touch the white phoneicon
and slideto answer, respond with a text message, or send the call to voicemail.

If you answer, thefirst call will be put on hold. If you respond with a message or send to
voicemail, you return to thefirst call.

Manage your contactsand call log

e Manageyour contacts

Favorite contacts, contacts you call often, and contacts you star will show on the screen

when you open the Phone app. Open your Phone app by touching . on your mobile device.
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Togotoacontact's card, simply touch their name from your list of contacts. You can
manage your contactsin the following ways:

Search: If you'relooking for a specific contact, you can search your contacts or
for nearby placesin the Search bar at the top of the screen.

From a Home or All Apps screen, touch the Messaging icon e ol
The Messaging screen opens, where you can create a new message or open an ongoing
conversation.

Toread the messagesin an existing conver sation, touch the conversation. A list of its
messages appears. Touch & hold a message to take any of these actions:

1- Copy text. Copy the message text.

2- Forward. Forward the message to one of your contacts or another recipient.
3- Lock. Prevent the message from being deleted if you reach your storage limits.
4- View details. View information about the message and the sender.

5- Delete. Delete the message from the conver sation.

e Deletea conversation

1- Whileviewing thelist of conversations, touch & hold a conver sation to select it.

2- Touch theTrash icon B to delete the conversation.

To deleteall conversations, go to the main M essaging screen and touch Menu > Delete all
threads.

e Search Messaging

To search for a specific word or contact do the following:

1- Touch the Search icon “'R
The Search Messaging field appears at the top of the screen.
2- Usetheonscreen keyboard to type your search terms.

e Premium Text message war nings
Apps may sometimes send text messages using premium services that cost you money. To
alert you to such charges, Android detects any attempt by an app to send a message on your
behalf. If it looks like the message may cause you additional charges, you'll see a dialog
indicating the name of the app, the addressto which the text message is being sent, and a
war ning. When this happens, you can choose to cancel the message or send it anyway.

From a Homeor All Apps screen, go to Messaging > Menu > Settings.
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e Storage settings

1- Delete old messages. Check to delete older messagesin a conver sation when
limitsarereached. Uncheck to keep all messages.

2- Text message limit. Touch to set the number of text messagesto save per
conversation. When thelimit isreached, older text messages are deleted if Delete
old messagesis checked.

3- Multimedia message limit. Touch to set the number of multimedia messagesto
save per conversation. When the limit isreached, older multimedia messages are
deleted if Delete old messagesis checked.

o Text message (SMS) settings

1- Délivery reports. Check toreceive a ddivery report for each text message you
send.
2- Manage SIM card messages. M anage text messages stored on your SIM card.

e Multimedia message (MM S) settings

1- Delivery reports. Check toreceive a delivery report for each multimedia
message you send.

2- Read reports. Request to receive notifications that your message wasread by the
recipient.

3- Auto-retrieve. Check to automatically retrieve multimedia messages that you
receive.

4- Roaming auto-retrieve. Check to automatically retrieve multimedia messages
while roaming.

¢ Notification settings

1- Notifications. Check to display message natificationsin the status bar.
2- Sound. Touch to select aringtone for message notifications.
3- Vibrate. Touch to have your phone vibrate when messages ar e r eceived.

Typetext by speaking

You can speak to enter text in most places that you can enter text with the onscreen
keyboard.

1. Touch atext field, or alocation in text you’ve already entered in atext field.

2. Touch the Microphone key “+ on the onscreen keyboard.
3. When you see the microphoneimage, speak what you want to type.

Say “comma,” “period,” “question mark,” “exclamation mark,” or “exclamation point” to
enter punctuation. (Spoken punctuation is currently supported in English, French, German,
Italian, Russian, and Spanish.)
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When you pause, what you spokeistranscribed by the speech-recognition service and
entered in thetext field, underlined. You can touch the Delete key to erase the underlined
text. If you start typing or entering moretext by speaking, the underline disappears.

Toimprove processing of your voiceinput, Google may record a few seconds of ambient
background noisein temporary memory at any time. Thisrecording remains on the device
only fleetingly and is not sent to Google.

Relax with Google Play

Google Play bringstogether all your favorite content in one place —movies, TV shows,
books, music, magazines, and more — so you can reach it from any of your devices.

If you purchased content on Google Play in the past, you'll automatically have accessto this
content on other Android devices - just make sureyou're signed in to the same account you
used to purchaseit.

e UseGoogle play widgets
These widgets are available for your Home screens:

1- My Library: Displaysyour most recently used music, books, and so on. Touch
any of theimages to see your content.

2- Recommended on Play: Suggests music, movies, and other content that may
interest you. Touch the suggestion to learn more about it.

Change the wallpaper

To change thewallpaper that's displayed on your Home screens.

1- Touch & hold anywhere on a Home screen that's not occupied. A list of options
appears.

You can download
additional wallpaperson Google Play.

3- Toset awallpaper, touch Set wallpaper or, for other images, drag the blue dots
to determine the cropping and touchOK.

To change your device'swallpaper in Settings, touch Settings > Device > Display >
Wallpaper.
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Wireless & network settings

e Optimize data usage

Data usage isthe amount of data that your device uploads or downloadsin a given period.
Y ou can check your data usagein the Settings app on your device. You can see how you use
data and change the settingsto make sure you're not using data unnecessarily.

Important: The data usage you seein your device' s Settings app is measured by your device
- your carrier could count data usage differently. If you go over your plan’s data usage limit,
your carrier could charge you fees. Check your plan to see your data limits.

You can turn mobile data on or off in the Settings app. If it's off, you can’t use data over
your mobile network and many features of your device and apps might not work correctly.
You'll till be ableto usedataif you're connected to a Wi-Fi network.

Keep in mind that you need to have a SIM inserted in your device to see the mobile data
option. You need to assign cellular data usageto a SIM before adjusting data usage settings.

Toturn mobile data usage on or off, follow these steps:

1- Open the Settings menu “=* on your device.

2- Under Wireless & networks, touch Data usage.

3- Movetheswitch next to" Celular data" or "Mobiledata" to
the On or Off position. If you'returning data off, touch OK.

e Check your data usage

To check how you much data you use on your device, follow these steps:

1- Open the Settingsmenu “=* on your device.
2- Under Wireless & networks, touch Data usage:

- IntheMobiletab, you can see how much data you use on your carrier's
data network or networks. If morethan oneisdisplayed, touch thetabs
at thetop of the screen to switch between them.

- ToseeWi-Fi usage, touch themenu icon * inthetop right corner of the
screen. Check the box next to " Show Wi-Fi usage.” In the Wi-Fi tab on
the main screen, your device will show how much data you use over Wi-
Fi connections.
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3- You can check thefollowing settings:

- Check current data usage: By default, you’ll see the date range of your
most recent data usage cycle. You can see how much data you've used in
that time period simply by looking in between the two vertical white
lines on the graph.

- Check data usage from different time periods: Move the vertical white
lines on the graph to thetime period that you want to view. Then check
to see how much data you used during that period of time.

- Check total data usage: You can seethetotal data usage for thetime
period you select below the graph.

- Check data usage by app: You can see how much data each of your apps
isusing below the graph. Appsarelisted in order of how much data
they’ve used.

e Set data usage Warning

You can set awarningto alert you when your device uses a certain amount of data. This
featureisonly availableif you have mobile data.

To set a data usage war ning, follow these steps:

Open the Settings menu on your device.

Under Wireless & networks, touch Data usage.

In the graph that showsyour data usage, drag theline by itsright sideto thelevel
where you want to receive a warning.

When your data usagereachesthislevel, you'll receive a notification on your
device.

e Set data usage limit on your device

You can set alimit to the amount of data that your device uses. When your data usage
reachesthat limit, mobile data on your device will turn off automatically and you'll receive
a notification. Many features on your device might not work correctly when dataisturned
off. Thisfeatureisonly availableif you have maobile data.

To set adata usage limit, follow these steps:

Open the Settings menu on your device.

Under Wireless & networks, touch Data usage.

Turn on Set cellular data limit or Set mobile data limit depending on your
version of Android.

When the dialog box appear s, read the message, and touch OK.

Drag thelineat the top of the graph by itsright sideto the limit you want to set.
When your data usage reachesthislevel, mobile data on your device will turn off
automatically and you'll receive a notification.
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Toturn mobile data back on, follow these steps:

1- Open the Settings menu on your device.
2- Under Wireless & networks, touch Data usage.
3- Movetheswitch next to " Cellular data" or " Mobiledata" to the On position.

e Changeyou data usage settings

You can adjust your data usage settings to optimize the data that you use. Some apps use
data only when you’re using them. Other apps use data in the background, even if you're
not actually using the app. Y ou can conserve data usage by changing how and when apps
you use access data

Y ou can conserve data usage by turning off accessto data while you're on your mobile
network. If you do this, you won't be ableto get any data over your mobile network, but
you'll still be ableto use data when you connect to a Wi-Fi network.

Toturn off data access over your mobile network, follow these steps:

1- Open the Settings menu on your device.

2- Under Wireless & networks, touch Data usage.

3- Usetheswitch next to" Cellular data" or "Mobiledata”" toturn it off, then
touch OK.

4- Toturn mobile data back on, smply movethe switch to the On position.

e DataRoaming

Data roaming allows your device to send data over other carriers networkswhen you leave
an areathat is covered by your own carrier’s networks. You can conserve data usage by
turning off data roaming. Keep in mind that using data roaming may be the only way to
connect to the I nternet in some places.

e Tethering & portable hotspot
You can share your device slnternet connection with another device, such as a laptop
computer, via USB tethering or Bluetooth tethering. You can also turn your mobile device

into a portable Wi-Fi hotspot and shareitsInternet connection with up to 10 other devices
at once.
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You can turn your phone with mobile data into a portable Wi-Fi hotspot for up to 10 other
devices, such asalaptop computer.

1- Open your device's “+* Settings menu.
2- Under “Wireless & networks,” touch More> Tethering & portable hotspot.
3- Check the box next to “ Portable Wi-Fi hotspot.”

When the option isturned on, you'll see one of the following notifications:

- ? Portable Wi-Fi hotspot active
- O Multipletethering or hotspot connections active

Touch the natification, then follow these steps:

1- Touch Set up Wi-Fi hotspot.

2- You can choose a new name for the hotspot in the “Network SSID” field if you
prefer. If you want a different password, enter a new onein the“ Password” field.
If you don’t want security, choose None under “ Security.”

3- Touch Save.

4- Usethe other device and find the new network namein thelist of Wi-Fi options.

5- Select the network and enter the password.

To stop sharing your data connection, uncheck the box next to “ Portable Wi-Fi hotspot.”
e USB tethering
USB tethering isn’t available on computers running Mac OS.

To shareyour phone'sInternet connection with another device using USB tethering, follow
these steps:

1- Connect your phoneto another deviceusing a USB cable.

2- You'll seea USB icon and a notification Connected as a media
device or Connected asa camera appear at thetop of the screen. For the
purposes of tethering, the type of connection doesn't matter.

3- Open your device's “+ Settings menu.

You typically don’t need to worry about managing apps beyond installing, opening, and
using them. But there may be times when you want to know more about what's happening
behind the scenesin order to better manage your storage.

Important: Android manages and car efully guardsthe portion of internal storage wherethe
system, apps, and most data for those apps are stored, because this area may contain your
private information. It's not possible to view this portion of internal storage when you
connect your deviceto a computer with a USB cable. The other portion of internal storage,
where music, downloaded files, and so on are stored, remainsvisible for your convenience.

You're able to optimize your memory usage by:

To switch the order of thelists displayed in the Downloaded or All tabs,
touch Menu 3 > Sort by nameor Sort by size.
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Toview details about an app or other item listed under any tab, touch itsname. The
information and controls available vary among different types of apps, but commonly
include:

- Forcestop button. Stops an app that is misbehaving. Stopping an app,
process, or service may cause your device to stop working correctly. You
may need to restart your device after doing this.

- Uninstall button. Deletesthe app and all of its data and settings.

- Disable button. Preventsthe app from running, but does not uninstall it.
Thisoption isavailable for some apps and servicesthat can't be
uninstalled.

Tip: Touch Settings “=* > Security > Owner info to enter information that's displayed on
thelock screen. This can be useful in case you lose your device.

Y ou can secureyour phone by setting a screen lock. Each timeyou turn on your device or
wake up the screen, you'll be asked to unlock your device.
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e Set up or change a screen lock:

You can allow appsto
usethisinformation to provide location-based services, such asthe ability to check in, view
commutetraffic, or find nearby restaurants.

To control what location information your device can use, follow these steps:

When the switch at thetop of the screen is Off, your devicelocation isn’t
shared with any apps.

Important: Turning off location for your device also turnsit off for Google apps and non-

When the switch at thetop of the screen is On, you can select one of the following modes:

High accuracy. High accuracy mode uses GPS, Wi-Fi, cellular networks,
and other sensorsto get the highest-accuracy location for your device. It
uses Googl€'s location serviceto help estimate your location faster and
mor e accur ately.

Battery saving. Battery saving mode estimates your location using low
battery-intensive location sour ces, such as Wi-Fi and cellular networks.
It uses Googl€'slocation service to help estimate your location faster and
mor e accur ately.

Device only. Device only mode estimates your location using GPSonly. It
doesn’t use Google's location serviceto provide location information.

Factory reset
