HOW TO PLAY:

(1) Remove the battery covers and insert batteries into the transmitter and vehicle.

(2) Turn the transmitter to "ON".

(3) Turn the vehicle switch to "ON". The ON/OFF switch is located on the left side pod.

- When the vehicle does not respond, slows down. or loses range, replace batteries in transmitter or recharge
the batteries in vehicle.

- Your vehicle's running time may change depending on your driving style.
