- The radio circuitry in your vehide and transmitter is sensitve. Do not store the vehide or transmitter near heat or in direct sunlight.

HOW TO PLAY:

1) Unscrew vehide from the display terrain.

2) Remove the battery cover of the charger. Insert batteries. Replace battery cover. (see diagram 1)

3) Your Vehicle has rechargeable batteries inside that you should not remove. Place vehicle on jack (see diagram 2) and press button to start charging. The red fight will
come on. When your vehicle is fully charged the red light will turn off. Remove vehicle from the charger.

4) Remove the battery cover of the transmitter. Insert batteries. Replace battery cover. (see diagram 3)

5) Remove antennae from the display terrain and attach to transmitter. {see diagram 4)

6) Press transmitter controls fo run and control your vehide. {see diagram 5)
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HINTS AND TIPS of how to opetate the vehicle properly:

- Operating muttiple vehidles with the same frequency in close proximity will cause interference
and poor performance.

~Works best away from high voliage power lines, large buildings and walks.

- Hold transmitter antenna up for hest performance.

-When the vehicle does not respond, slows down, or loses range, replace batteries in transmitter
or recharge the batteries in vehicle.

- Your vehicle's running time may change depending on your driving style.

BATTERY SAFETY:

- Place all the batteries in the battery box as llustrated making ceriain that negative {-) and
positive {+) poles are positioned properly.

- Do not use rechargeable batteries in the transmitter.

- Non rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged.

- Different type of batteries or new or used hatteries are not fo be mixed.
