The Range extender can be used as a wireless
adapter to connect any Ethernet-enabled device,
such as a Blu-ray player, game console, DVR, or smart
TV, to your wireless network.

First, connect the extender to your Wi-Fi network by
following the instructions in Option 1 or Option 2,
then connect an Ethernet-enabled device to the
extender using an Ethernet cable as shown in the
diagram on the right.

While the extender is plugged into an electrical outlet,
press and hold the Reset button until all the LEDs turn
on momentarily, then release the button.
