Replacing the Batteries

Under normal conditions the batteries last 3 years. Dur-
ing each button press the keyfob sends the status of ifs
battery to the control panel receiver. If the battery is low,
the battery icon on the LCD display comes ON. If the bat-
tery has reached a cifically low state the battery icon
flashes. To replace the battery, remove the top cover by
inserting a coin into the slot located on the center bottom
and twist fo exgose the bateries. Reglute both batteries
with lithium 3V batteries ((R-2032), see diagram.
NOTE: The polarity of the battery must be observed, as
shown in the diagram. REPLACE ONLY WITH THE SAME OR EQUIVALENT
TYPE RECOMMENDED BY THE MANUFACTURER. Keep away from
small children.
