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PRODUCT OVERVIEW

Your Vaultek™ Pro Series safe supports quick, password
protected access with Smart Key PLUS. You can securely
access multiple Pro Series safes from one remote by
simply assigning individual pass codes to each safe.

IMPORTANT
Be sure to follow ALL steps for proper function:
1 Set your pass code(s).

2 Pair remote to your safe.

3 Assign an entry mode.
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STEP 1: SET YOUR PASS CODE(S)

Smart Key PLUS can be programmed with up to (4)
individual pass codes between 4 and 8 digits long.

TO PROGRAM PASS CODE:

1 Press and hold corresponding numeric key and then the
ENTER key together until the LED turns white. (FIGURE A)

2 Enter your pass code, followed by the ENTER key. The
LED light will turn green confirming your entry.

3 Enter pass code a second time, followed by the ENTER
key. The LED light will flash green completing program.

Tip! If the LED turns red at any time, start the sequence over.
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STEP 2: PAIR REMOTE TO YOUR SAFE

After setting individual pass codes, you can now pair the
remote to open your safe.

TO PAIR WITH YOUR SAFE:

1 Open your safe. Press and hold the '5' key then
PROGRAM button together until the status bar LED
blinks green on the safe.

2 Aim remote at safe, and enter your pass code on the
remote followed by the ENTER key. The status bar LED
on the safe will turn solid green indicating paring is
successful.

Tip! If red LEDs appear at any time, start the sequence over.

STEP 3: ASSIGN AN ENTRY MODE

Now that the remote is paired, assign an entry mode
using either the keypad or Bluetooth app. To toggle
modes using the keypad open your safe, and press and
hold the ‘6" key and PROGRAM button together until the
safe’'s LED status bar indicates the mode as below.

PROGRESSIVE ENTRY MODE Status LEDs blink green.

Requires the safe to be awaken before opening with remote.
Simply touch the front of the safe or press any key on the safe
to awaken safe as indicated when the keypad illuminates red.

ON DEMAND ENTRY MODE Status LEDs solid green.
Immediate access using remote without having to awaken safe.

WARNING: Draws significant power, recommend plugging in
safe to continuous power supply using safe’s charging kit.




STEP 3: ASSIGN AN ENTRY MODE (CONTINUED)

OFF Status LEDs solid red.

Disables the remote from opening safe temporarily until one
of the other entry modes are assigned.

Tip!
After pairing Smart Key PLUS will open your safe for only
a short time. Be sure and assign an entry mode.

If you do not assign an entry mode immediately after
pairing the remote will disable when the safe goes to
sleep. This occurs when the safe has been idle for 20
seconds.
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UNPAIRING YOUR REMOTE

You can unpair your Smart Key PLUS at any time in the
event it is lost or stolen using a couple different
methods.

NOTE: Assigning the entry mode to OFF will not delete a
paired remote.

A Press and hold the ‘5" key then PROGRAM button
together until all status bar LEDs blink green. This is the
same sequence used to pair, but after the safe’s status
bar LEDs blink green for 6 seconds, the LEDs will blink
red twice deleting a paired Smart Key from memory.

B Pairing a new Smart Key PLUS over the old one will erase
the old remote from the safe’s memory.




OPERATION RANGE

Smart Key PLUS features an approximate working range
between 5 and 10 feet that the remote can be used to
open the safe.

Approximate working range J’/
is within 5-10 feet of safe.
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BATTERY REPLACEMENT

The pre-installed battery will last approximately two
years. When replacement is required, follow these

steps:

1 Carefully separate remote body
using your hand or a small coin
from the bottom of the remote at
the designated coin slot. (FIGURE B)

2 Remove old battery and install a
new model CR2032 battery.

3 Assemble remote back together,
re-pairing is not required.

TROUBLESHOOTING TIPS

1 After pairing, Smart Key PLUS will open your safe, but be
sure and assign an entry mode. If entry mode is not set
immediately after pairing, remote will be disabled when
the safe goes to sleep. This occurs when the safe has
been idle for 20 seconds.

2 Make sure battery is sufficiently charged or plugged in.
As a built in failsafe to prevent Smart Key PLUS from
using remaining power, the remote will not open your
safe if the safe battery is less than 5%.

3 To set new codes, refer to page 04 and follow the steps.
A new code set will erase the old code and remote will
need to be paired again.
