Getting started

Insert the SIM card
Your Signature Touch phone is equipped to workwith a nanoSIM card.

!
Important: Do not attempt to insert another type of SIM as thiswill not be compatible andmay
damage the cavity.

To avoid damaging the SIM card or your phone, follow these steps carefully:

1. The backplate ismade up of two doors. To access the nanoSIM cavity, pull out the quarter turn
and rotate it clockwise. This opens the door on the left.

2. Slide your nanoSIM into the cavity.

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3. Finally, close the door making sure it clicks into place.

Access external memory card
You can expand thememory capacity of your phone using a removablemicroSD card.

!
Important: Do not attempt to insert another type of memory card as thiswill not be compatible and
maydamage the cavity.

To avoid damaging themicroSD card or your phone, follow these steps carefully:

1. Rotate the quarter turn anti-clockwise until the right door opens.

2. Slide themicroSD card into or out of the cavity.

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3. Finally, close the door making sure it clicks into place.

Charge the phone
The internal battery needsactivating prior to first use, and it is recommended to charge the battery at this
point as it maynot have been supplied with a full charge. Connect the supplied USBdata cable into the
charging port on the side of the phone. Then connect the other end of the cable to the USBport on your
Vertumains charger.

! Important: Use only chargers, cablesand accessories supplied byVertu.

If the phone indicatesa low charge, do the following:

1. Connect the supplied wall charger to the wall outlet and then insert themicroUSB connector into
your phone.

2. When the battery is fully charged, disconnect the charger from the phone and then from the wall
outlet.

Note:

l You can use the phone while it is charging.

l If the battery is completely discharged, it may take severalminutesbefore the charging indicator is
displayed or before you canmake any calls.

l The phone cannot be activated using the VertuWirelessPowerpack.

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Other ways to charge the battery

You can also charge your phone by connecting it to your computer using the USB cable, or byplacing it on
the optionalVertuWirelessCharging Pad.

Note: Your phone chargesquicker when connected to the wall charger.

Battery Saver mode

If the battery is running low and you are unable to charge your Signature Touch, you can use the Battery
Saver feature. This extendsbattery life by limiting your device's power consumption. Your phone's
performance is reduced when BatterySaver is switched on, and email and other appsmaynot update
until you open them.

To enable BatterySaver, touch Apps >  Settings > Battery >   > Battery Saver.

When BatterySaver is enabled, displayson the statusbar. BatterySaver automatically turnsoff when
you charge the phone.

You can also set up your Signature Touch to automatically switch on BatterySaver when the battery

charge dropsbelow 15%or 5%. To enable automaticBatterySaver, touch Apps >  Settings > 

Battery >   > Battery Saver > Turn on automatically.

Switch the phone on or off
Switch on: Pressand hold the Power keyuntil the phone vibrates.

Switch off: Pressand hold the Power key, and then touch Power off.

In the unlikely event that your phone stops responding, reboot it. To reboot, pressand hold the Power
and VolumeDown keys, at the same time, until the phone vibrates. This takesapproximately 10 seconds.

Note: Always remember to power off your phone before removing and inserting a SIM card. This action
will ensure that your network connectivity is restored.

Start-up process

1 Wi-Fi setup and Google registration

To connect toWi-Fi and register with Google:

1. Pressand hold the Power key for a few secondsuntil you feel your phone vibrate.

2. Scroll to your preferred language and touch the arrow.

3. Select aWi-Fi network from the displayed list. You can choose to Skip this step.

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4. Enter the wirelesspassword when prompted, and then touch CONNECT. If you can see aWi-Fi
symbol on the top line of your display, the password is accepted.

Note: If you are using domesticWi-Fi, the password is usually found on the backof the router.

5. Touch Next to continue.

Note: If you have been using an Android device with NFC capability, you can use Tap &Go to
import your previous setup onto your new Signature Touch. Simply turn on NFC on your Android
device then touch the backsof both phones together until you hear an alert tone. Once the alert
has sounded follow the instructionson your Android to allow the Bluetooth data transfer.

6. Sign in to your Google account, or create a new account if you do not have one.

7. Enter the preferred payment options for your Google account, when prompted. This enables you
tomake purchases fromGoogle Play™. If you do not want to do this now, touch RemindMe Later.

8. If you saved your previousAndroid setup, you can import this setup to your Signature Touch. You
can do this either byusing a previously backed upGoogle account, or byusing the Tap &Go
feature if your Android device hasNFC capability.

9. Checkwhich Google servicesare enabled. You can disable any services you do not need.

10. Touch Next to continue.

11. Choose whether or not to accept Google Now. This is a customised information feed to help you
plan your day.

This completesWi-Fi setup andGoogle registration.

2 Vertu registration

If you are a new Vertu customer you will be asked to create a Vertu account. If you alreadyown a Vertu
phone you can simply log in to your existing account with your Vertu username and password.

Completing Vertu registration will give you access to unique privilegesand benefits relevant to you.

Tip: For quick access to the range of exclusive services, press the Vertu key.

Status and notification bar
Status information, such as time, network signal strength and battery level indicator, is displayed at the top
right of the screen.

Anynotifications, such asnewmessagesor calendar appointments, are displayed in the top left of the
screen. To see your notifications, touch the bar and drag down. Touch a notification to open it.

You can also quickly control your Wi-Fi, Bluetooth, GPS,mobile data, USB connectivity and display
options from the statusand notification bar.

Touch Home to close the statusnotification bar.

Tip: Flick the notification left or right to clear it from the list.

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Interruptions and priority mode
If you are in a businessmeeting or do not want to be interrupted by your phone, you can use the Priority
Mode feature to screen unwanted calls, hidemessage notificationsand silence Calendar alerts.

To set up your PriorityMode profile, touch   Apps >  Settings > Sound & notification > 
Interruptions. You can now select which interruption types you want to allow, or turn off all interruption
types.

Tip: To activate PriorityMode, press the volume keyand touch Priority.

Notifications
When your phone is locked, notificationsof receivedmessages, missed calls or event alerts displayon
the screen.

To dismiss the notifications, swipe them to the side.

If you want to hide notificationson a locked screen, touch  Apps >  Settings > Sound &
notification > When device is locked.

Clock widget
The clockwidget on the home screen displays the following information:

l Analogue clockwith a digital date indicator

l Alarmsset for the next 12 hours

l Free and busyperiods, taken from the calendar, around the clockbezel

l Local time. If you are roaming, the clockdisplaysboth the local time and the time at your home
location.

l Periodsof silence for when you do not want to be disturbed bynotifications. These periodsappear
asa red rim on the clockwidget.

l Periodsof priority for when you onlywant to be disturbed bypriority notifications. These periods
appear asa grey rim on the clockwidget.

To set an alarm, touch the centre of the clock.

To displayan appointment, touch the edge of the clockand then touch the pop-up to open the
appointment. To clear the appointment, touch the screen.

Touch Back to go back to your previous screen.

Add widgets to the home screen
Widgets are apps that provide live content such asnews, weather forecasts andmessages.

To add widgets to the home screen:

1. Touch and hold an empty spot on the home screen and touchWIDGETS.

2. To select a widget, touch and hold it, and then drag it to the home screen.

To see the widget menu options, open the widget and touch .

To resize certain widgets, such asCalendar, touch and hold the widget and then release it. The widget is
then highlighted and you can drag it to the size required.

Note: Downloaded apps fromGoogle Play™mayautomatically download other associated widgets.
To check your widgets, touch and hold an empty spot on the home screen and touchWIDGETS.

Favourites tray
The favourites tray appears at the bottom of the home screen. Use it to access your favourite apps
quickly.

To remove an app from the favourites tray, touch and hold the app then drag to Remove at the top of
the screen.

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To add an app to the favourites tray, touch Apps. Touch and hold the app, and drag it to
the favourites tray.

Quick settings
Quick settings is a convenient settingsmenu that you can accessat any time on your Signature Touch,
even when the phone is locked. Using quick settings, you can accessWi-Fi settings, Aeroplanemode,
main device Settingsandmore.

To accessQuick settings, swipe downwith two fingers on any screen.

Tip: Touch Torch to switch on the camera flash and use it as a flashlight. Touch it again
to switch it off.

Sharing your Signature Touch
You can easily share your Signature Touch with otherswithout revealing your personal information by

using theMultiple User feature. Simply swipe down from the locked display, touch the on the top-right
corner and then select Add guest. Under this profile, the SMSMessage function will be disabled and the
Guest will not be able to access your messages, contacts, photosor installed applications. The voice call
function is disabled but can be enabled if you so choose.

To revert back to your own user profile, simply follow the same stepsand select your personal profile.

Tip: You can choose to enable or disable the phone functionality in the Guest profile by switching

to your own profile and selectingMORE SETTINGS > Guest  > Allow phone calls.

Warning: Disabling the phone functionalitywill prevent outgoing calls but incoming calls can still be
received.

If the Signature Touch is to be shared on a longer term basis, we recommend you use the Add User
profile. Thiswill prompt the phone setup sequence to provision the new user’s accounts. If you choose,
phone call and SMSMessage functions can be enabled.

Voice actions
With voice actions you can set an alarm, call friends, andmore just by speaking clearly into your phone.

l Voice dialling: on the home screen, touch   and then say “Call” and then a contact name or
phone number.

l Voice commands: on the home screen, touch   and then saya command, such as "Open
Calendar".

Update apps
If you receive an over-the-air notification of an update on your phone for a Google Play™app, you can
follow the instructions to download and install the update software or you can opt to dismiss the
notification.

The Allow automatic updating setting is often activated bydefault when you install an app. To change

this setting, touch  Apps >  Play Store >   > Settings > Auto-update apps.

To open the touch screen keyboard, touch a text entry box. To enter text, touch the letters on the
keyboard. The keyboard is displayed in your country's native text input format, for example, QWERTY, in
both portrait and landscapemodes.

Cut, copy and paste text

Touch and hold a section of text to select it. Tabsappear, marking the boundaries of the selection. Drag

these tabs to reduce or increase the selection, and then touch   or   to cut or copy. To paste the text,
touch the point where you wish to insert it, and touch the tab that appears. Then touch Paste.

Predictive text
Predictive text input is based on a built-in dictionary to which you can add new words. It is not available in
all languages, and is active bydefault. As you start typing a word, your phone suggests possible words for
you to choose.When the correct word is displayed, touch the word. If the word is not in the dictionary, the
phone suggests an alternative word from the dictionary. To add a new word to the dictionary, touch the
word you have typed.

Tip: To see amenu of punctuationmarks, touch and hold the full stop key.

Text entry
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Gesture typing
For many languages, your phone lets you spell out wordsby sliding a finger tip across the keyboard. As
youmove between keys, your movements are traced bya blue trail across the keyboard and the word
you have spelt out appears in themiddle of the strip above the keyboard. To end a word and insert a
space, lift your finger. The phone automatically inserts spacesbetween words.

Dictionaries

To view your dictionaries, touch Apps >  Settings > Language & input > Personal dictionary.

Touch + to add words to your dictionary.

Change the keyboard language

To change the language on your keyboard, touch Apps >  Settings > Language & input and
select another option from Keyboard & input methods.

Note: The keyboard optionsavailable will change depending on your language selection.

If you change the keyboard language and you want to be able to use spellcheck for the new language,
youmust install an additional keyboard dictionary. Under Keyboard & input methods, touchGoogle
Keyboard > Text correction > Add-on dictionaries > a listed dictionary option > Install.

Make and answer calls
Tomake a call:

1. Touch Apps >  Phone >  dial pad and enter the phone number on the dial pad.

2. Tomake the call, touch .

Note: To enter the + character, used for international calls, touch and hold 0.

3. To end the call, touch .

Tip: To voice dial a contact from the home page, touch   and say “Call” followed bya contact
name.

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To answer a call, touch and drag to .

l To send an incoming call to your voicemail, touch and drag to .

l To send an automated text message to the caller, touch , drag to , and then select an
appropriatemessage.

l To silence an incoming call, press the Power keyor Volume keys.

Call recent number
The call log displays information about the calls you havemade and received. Thismakes it easy to call
someone again if theyare not answering. Simply access the call log and quickly retrieve the number.

To call backa recent caller:

1. From the home screen, touch Phone > RECENTS.

2. Select the person you want to call back.

3. Touch CALL BACK.

To clear the call history list, touch  > Call History >   > Clear call log.

Call using Speed Dial
Speed Dial enables you to quickly call favourite or frequently called contacts. To use Speed Dial:

1. From the home screen, touch Phone > SPEED DIAL.

2. Select a contact to call.

To clear the list of frequently called contacts, display the list, touch  > Clear frequents.

Listen to your voicemail
You can divert your incoming calls to your voicemail (network service). Also, people can leave you a
message, for example, when you have not answered the call.

To listen to your voicemailmessages, from the home screen touch Phone, and then touch and hold 1
on the dial pad.

Divert calls to another number
If you cannot answer your calls, you can divert incoming calls to another phone number.

From the home screen, touch Phone >   > Settings > Call Settings > Call forwarding.

Calls
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Several diverting options, such asForward when busy and Forward when unanswered can be active at
the same time.

Note: Call divert is a network service. For details, contact your service provider.

Make a conference call
To start a conference call:

1. Call the first number.

2. After the call connects, touch .

3. Dial the next number, or select it from contacts or favourites.

4. When the next number answers, touchMerge calls.

Note: Conference calls are a network service. For details, contact your service provider.

Touch Apps >  Contacts > contact name >   >   > Join, and then touch the contact that you
want to join.

Edit or delete a contact

To edit a contact, touch Apps >  Contacts > contact name >  .

To delete a contact, touch Apps >  Contacts > contact name >   >   > Delete.

Save a number from a call or message
When you receive a call or amessage from a person whose phone number is not yet saved in the
contacts list, you can save the number in a new or existing contact list entry.

To save a number from a received call:

1. From the home screen, touch Phone > RECENTS.

2. Touch icon next to the call entry.

3. Touch .

To save a number from a receivedmessage:

1. From the home screen, touch Apps >  Messaging.

2. Touch themessage to open it.

3. Touch .

4. Touch Add to People.

One easyway is to useMusicManager, a desktop application that puts your music collection into the
cloud, unlocking the potential of the PlayMusic service. The application scans your computer for music
files, including files in your iTunes® library, andmakesanydiscovered tracksand albumsavailable to you
in PlayMusic. If your collection can bematched tomusic in Google PlayStore, the tracksdo not even need
to be uploaded, saving you data transfer time.When you add newmusic to your computer, Music
Manager can automatically add it to your library too. MusicManager even adds your iTunesplaylists and
ratings so you can start listening to your favourites right away.

Once your music is in the cloud, you can access it from any computer connected to Google.com or from
anyAndroid phone or tablet that has the PlayMusic app installed.

When you first listen to a trackwith PlayMusic on your phone, the song is cached on the phone. So, over
time your favourites are automaticallymade available for offline listening, such aswhen you are travelling
on an aeroplane.

Note: TheMusicManager application andmusic purchases fromGoogle PlayStore are only available in
certain markets.

To add your music to the Google PlayMusic cloud

1. Sign up for your Google Play™ music library: To get started, sign up for Google Play™and
downloadMusicManager.

2. Upload your collection: Sign in toMusicManager and choose where you keep your music.
MusicManager then starts uploading automatically.

3. Access your music on the web and your phone: After you have set up your PlayMusicmusic
library, you can access it on your Signature Touch, on anyAndroid phone or tablet or on the web.
Sign in and all your music is ready to be played.

How do I setup an email account on my phone?

You can set up a number of different email accounts on your phone: corporate email, Gmail or personal
email accounts.

Touch a network in the list, and then touch
CONNECT. Youmayneed to enter Network SSID, Security, and Password details. For these details,
contact the network administrator.

How do I set a photo as my wallpaper?

To set a photo you've taken as your new wallpaper, touch and hold an empty spot on one of your home
screen panels, then touchWALLPAPERSand then touch Pick image and select a photo.

Can I still use Google Maps if I do not have a data connection?

You can save data fromGoogleMaps to your phone so that amap is available for use offline. This feature
is usefulwhen you do not have a data connection, and it can also reduce your data transmission costs.

Precious metals
Preciousmetals, such asgold and platinum, have amuch softer composite and extra caremust be taken
when handling a Vertu product containing thesematerials.
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Precious stones
Precious stonesare extremely hard and durable, but can be damaged if handled inappropriately. For
example, they can be broken, or their settings could be damaged bya sharp impact on a hard surface,
causing the stone to become loose or fall out.

Care should also be taken to avoid contact with other jewellery such asdiamond ringsand diamond
earringsas they can cause abrasion and chipping of the stone or the setting. Reasonable care should be
taken to not catch the setting with threads that maybend the setting and loosen the stones.

We recommend that your Vertu phone is kept in a Vertu leather case when not being used, particularly
when placed in handbagsand other luggage.

If the stonesappear to become dull from use, the product can be lightly polished using the Vertu
microfibre polishing cloth.

Sapphire and ceramics
Sapphire and ceramicsare very hardmaterials but are also brittle and can be scratched byharder
materials or objects. They can also be damaged if dropped.

Avoid the following:

l Contact with other hardmaterials such asdiamond jewellery, nail files, abrasivesandmineral
crystals

l Dropping or knocking the product on hard surfaces

l Repeated rubbing against hard surfaces
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Safety and warranty

Safety text
The salespackagemaycontain several different products and parts (hereafter known collectively as the
“Product”), for example a phone with various chargers. The following simple guidelinesare intended to
cover all products and parts. Not following the guidelinesmay result in risks to personal safety or data,
damage to the Product, or in non-compliance with legal requirements.

Medical considerations

The operation of radio transmitting equipment, including wirelessphones, may interfere with the function
of inadequately protectedmedical devices. Consult a physician or themanufacturers of themedical
devices to determine whether theyare adequately shielded from externalRF (Radio Frequency) energy.

Manufacturers of medical devices recommend aminimum separation of 15.3 centimetres (6 inches)
between a wirelessdevice and an implantedmedical device, such asa pacemaker or implanted
cardioverter defibrillator.

If you have anyquestionsabout using your wirelessdevice with an implantedmedical device, consult your
health care provider.

To prevent possible hearing damage, do not listen at high volume levels for long
periods. When you use the headset, your ability to hear outside sounds may be
affected. Do not use the headset where it can endanger your safety. Listen to the
headset at a moderate level, and do not hold the device near your ear when the
loudspeaker is in use.

HAC Hearing Aid Compatibility (HAC) for digital handsets

Your phone complieswith FCC (FederalCommunicationsCommission) rules governing hearing aid
compatibility. Somewirelessdevicesmay interfere with some hearing aids. For full hearing aid
compatibility, you should turn off the Bluetooth connectivity.

FCC’swirelesshearing aid compatibility rules ensure that consumerswith hearing lossare able to access
wireless communications services through a wide selection of handsetswithout experiencing disabling
radio frequency (RF) interference or other technical obstacles.

To define andmeasure the hearing aid compatibility of handsets, FCC referencesANSI C63.19 2007
version and 2011 version; ANSI C63.19 standard specifies testing procedures for determining the
M-rating and T-rating of the digital handsets.
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Ahandset is considered hearing aid-compatible for acoustic coupling if it meets a rating of M3 or M4,
under the ANSI C63.19. A handset is considered hearing aid-compatible for inductive coupling if it meets
a rating of T3 or T4, under ANSI C63.19. (Not all hearing-aids have telecoil inside.) This device was
tested according to ANSI C63.19 2011 version, and thismeets theM3/T4 rating.

This phone hasbeen tested and rated for use with hearing aids for some of the wireless technologies that
it uses. However, theremaybe some newer wireless technologiesused in this phone that have not been
tested yet for use with hearing aids. It is important to try the different featuresof this phone thoroughly and
in different locations, using your hearing aid or cochlear implant, to determine if you hear any interfering
noise. Consult your service provider or Vertu Customer Service for information on hearing aid
compatibility. If you have questionsabout return or exchange policies, consult Vertu Customer Service.

Switch off the phone in restricted or dangerous areas

Switch the phone off whenmobile phone use is not allowed or when it may cause interference or danger,
for example near medical equipment, fuel, chemicals, or blasting areas.

Aeroplane profile when travelling

Unless specifically requested to turn the phone off, you can select the Aeroplane (offline) profile, which
means that you cannot make or receive any calls, or use other features that require cellular network
coverage,Wi-Fi or Bluetooth. You can, however, stillmake emergency calls.

Use in vehicles

Radio signalsmayaffect improperly installed or inadequately shielded electronic systems inmotor
vehicles such aselectronic fuel injection, electronic anti-lock braking, electronic speed control, and air bag
systems.
