2. Assembling

2.1 General information




The phone is a dual SIM phone that encloses features, such as Android version 5.1
Lollipop, Wi-Fi, 8 MP Camera.etc. This phone is provided with two SIM slots for
two different SIM cards. The SIM card inserted in the slotl is called SIM1, and the
other one in the slot2 is known as SIM2. You can select to operate SIMs as per your
needs.
