The next year's car owner's manual is in preparation at this time. We are submitting herein
the pertinent materials from the current year manual. The material in the new owner's

manual will be same or very similar.

The doors may not lock automatically at the
correct time if the driver:

(U shifts through gears without pressing the
brake

(Jshifts through gears quickly after starting the
vehicle

(releases their foot from the brake while
someone has stepped out of the vehicle for a
moment

You can deactivate the system by using the
buttons for the keyless entry system if you don't
want to use the Autolock feature.

To deactivate the Autolock system:

I Enter your permanent five-digit entry code
(not the user code you may have set).

2 Within 5 seconds, press and hold 7/8.

3 Within 5 more seconds, press and release
3/4

4. Release 7/8

lo reactivate the Autolock system, simply repeat
the instructions for deactivating the system By
re-enterning the code that deactivates the
Autolock, the kevless entry system reinstates the

Autolock feature.

You can also deactivate or reactivate the
Autotock feature by this method.

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The remote entry system may not arm and
disarm noa-tactory installed anti-thett systens

NOTE: The operating range of the remote
entry system can also be affected by
weather conditions {such as very cold
temperatures) or structures around the
vehicle (buildings, other vehicles, radwo
and TV towers, cte). Typical operating
range will allow you to be up to 33
feet (10 meters) away from your
vehicle.

The transmitter can be snapped aparl to replace
the batteries by twisting a thin comn between the
two halves of the transmitter.

Replacing the balteries
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Replacing lost transpitters

In the cvent a transmitter 15 fost, vou should
take all your vehicle's transiutters to your
dealer to have the remote entry systemn
Jdeprogrammed for the lost transmatter This s
necessary to prevent further unauthorized use of

the lost transmuitter.

You can also purchase additional transmitters
(up to 4 transmutters can be used) from your
dealer You will need to take all vour
transmitters to the dealer so they can program
them to the remote entry system all at the samv
fime.

Muminated Entry System

This system will provide illumination of the
vehicle's interior courtesy lamps when either
outside front door handle is pulled or when the
remote entry system is used to unlock the door
or sound the personal alarm. The system will
automatically turn off after approximately 25
seconds or when the ignition 1s turned to the
START or ACC position

NOTE: The inside lights will not tumn off if
you have turned them on with the
dimmer thumbwheel or if any door is
open.

Perimeter Anti-Theft System (If equipped)

When armed, this system helps protect vour
vehicle against break-ins or theft.

to confirm the doors are locked, two short horn
chirps will warn you that the anti-theft system s
not arming

The anti-theft system s designed to work with
the factory installed remote entry system. [t may
not work with other remote entry systems.

When vou get a single horn churp by pressing
the LOCK button twice within 5 seconds on
vour remote entry transmitter, you can be
sesured that all doors are locked and the
ante-theft system s arming

Disarming the system

An armed or triggered system can be disarmed
if you

[(QUnlock the doors by pressing the remote
entcy transmitter UNLOCK button.

) Unlock the doors by entering the unlock code
on the keyless entry keypad.

(JUnlock any door or the liftgate with a key.
(] Turn ignition to the ON or ACC position.

[ Pressing the remote entry PANIC button will
disacm the anti-theft system only when the
anti-theft alarm is triggered and sounding.

wWhen unlocking the vehicle with a key, tum the
key all the way to the end of its travel or the
system may not disarm.

NOTE: the flashing lights and honking hom
will shut off automatically within 2
minutes 45 seconds after the system is
triggered. 1t will trigger again if
another intrusion occurs.
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
