TOUR OF THE SPEAKER

Back panel

Power and Pairing indicator shows the
status of the speaker.

= Blue, slow blinking: The speaker is on but not
paired or connected (like when you turn the
speaker on for the first time).

Blue, fast blinking: The speaker is in Bluetooth
pairing mode. See the Bluetooth Setup section
\ for more information.

Solid blue: The speaker is paired with a
Bluetcoth-enabled device and ready to play
audio.

On-0Off button turns the speaker on and off.

Pair-Press and hold {3 sec) puts the
speaker in pairing mode for Bluetooth setup
(press and held for 3 seconds). It also perferms
a fast reconnect with devices that have lost
connection (press). See the Bluefooth setup
section for more information.

i \ Volume +/- buttens adjust the speaker's
volume level.

POWERING THE SPEAKER SYSTEM

Powering the Speaker

There are two options to power your wireless speaker: using the included AC power adapter
orusing 6 AA batteries (not included).

AC Power Adapter

1. Insert the small, round plug from the speaker AC
power adapter inte the DC IN jack on the bottom
panel of the speaker.

— 2. Plug the other end of the speaker AC power
' adapter into any standard 120V AC wall outlet.

Notes: Be sure to use the speaker AC power adapter
rated 9V DC 1500 mA.

The power unit should be plugged in so that it stays
vertical or lies fiat.

AA Batteries
1. Remove the battery compartment cover en the bettom of the speaker.

2. Insert six (6) AA batteries (not included) into the spezker following the polarity
("+" and “-") as diagrammed inside the battery cempartment.

3. Replace the battery compartment cover on the bottom of the speaker.
Note: Place the rubber cap in the speaker power input jack when using batteries.

DO NOT mix batteries with different chemistry types (for example, a zinc battery with an alkaline
battery). DO NOT mix new and used batteries. DO NOT leave batteries installed in the product
when not in use for fong periods. Always remove old, weak or worn-out batteries promptty and
recycle or dispose of them in accordance with local and naticnal requlations.

SETTING UP BLUETOOTH WIRELESS

Pairing
The Bluetooth-enabled device that you wish to stream audio to your speaker system must

first be paired to the speaker. The process is simple, and in mest cases the pairing process
needs to be done only once.

Teo pair your Bluetooth-enabled device with the speaker:

1. Make sure your device's Bluetooth is turned on. See the wireless and/or network settings
menu on your device to check.

2. If the speaker isn't already on, press the On-Off button to turn it on. You will hear a beep
te indicate the speaker is turned on. The indicator light on the back of the speaker starts
flashing blue.

3. Press and held for 3 seconds the Pair button te enter pairing mode. You will hear 2 beeps
te indicate pairing mede is entered. The indicator on the back of the speaker starts blinking
faster.

4. Open the Bluetcoth settings menu en yeur device. Select "AR SPEAKER" from the list of
devices available (you might have to scan for devices). If your device asks for a password,
enter “"CCOCG".

5. A confirmaticn screen will appear on your device once the speaker and the device are
successfully paired. The blue indicator turns solid blue to indicate successful cennection.
The speaker is now ready for yeu te stream audio frem your device.

6. Turn the volume on your device to at least 3/4 max, then start playing something on the
device. Control the speaker volume on the speaker itself, using the Volume +/- buttons on
the back of the speaker.

Note:
- If you notice the sound from the speaker is distorted, turn down your device’s volume.



SETTING UP BLUETOOTH WIRELESS

Streaming Audio With Bluetooth

Once you've paired and connected your device with the speaker, you can contrel music
playback from the palm of your hand. Select your music, stop it, change songs and playlists,
all right frem your device's screen.

To adjust volume: Press the Volume +/- buttons on back of the speaker.

To disconnect from the speaker: Either turn Bluetooth off on your device or choose
“Disconnect” from the list of options in your device's Bluetocth settings.

To reconnect with the speaker: Just turn the speaker cn and wait a few seconds for the
speaker to find and connect to your device. If the speaker still hasn't found your device (which
may happen if, for instance, another device has been connected after yours) make sure the
speaker isn't connected to another device currently. Then select the AR SPEAKER from the
list of Bluetcoth connections available in your device's Bluetocoth menu te connect to it

USING THE AUXILIARY AUDIO INPUT

Making a Direct Connection

1. Cennect ene end of the provided 3.5mm audio in
cable to the Audio Input jack on the back of the
speaker.

2. Connect the cther end of the cable to the headphene
output on your MP3 player or other portable audio
device.

3. If the speaker isn't already eon, press the On-Off button
to turnit on.

Warning: This product is designed to work with
line level cutputs or headphone outputs only. DO
NOT connect it directly to speaker ocutputs as it will
permanently damage the speaker.

TURNING THE SPEAKER OFF

1. Press the On-Off on the back of the speaker to turn the speaker off.

2. Confirm that the speaker is off by verifying that the indicator light on the speaker’s back
panel is no longer illuminated.

TROUBLESHOOTING

The following troubleshoeoting guide takes you through some of the more common preblems
associated with the installation and/or cperation of a wireless system. If the problem persists,
please call toll-free at 1-800-732-6866 or visit www.acoustic-research.com.

Issue: Cause and solution:

No sound = Check that the AC power adapter is fully inserted into the wall cutlet and the power

cord from the AC adapter is firmly connected to the speaker’s power input jack.

or

» If you're using batteries for the speaker, check that they are fresh and inserted with
correct polarity (+, -). Make sure the batteries are fresh and replace if necessary.

= Confirm that the speaker is turned on.

» Check that the audio socurce compenent {sterec, MP3 player, etc.) is turned cn and
transmitting sound as it normally should.

Make sure the velume on your audic scurce is turned up.
» Check that the speaker veclume is turned up.

Move the Biuetooth device and the speaker closer together. The Bluetooth wireless
technelogy generally can cperate within a range of 35 feet. However results may
vary based on other factors such as reom layout, wall material, weather conditions,
etc.

+ Make sure you have switched to the speaker’s Bluefooth connection when streaming
audio with Bfuetooth.

+ Make sure you entered the correct passkey when pairing your device.
