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GETTING STARTED
BATTERY INSTALLATION
1. Make sure the unit is turned OFF.

2. Locate the battery cover on the bottom
of the unit.

3. Open the battery cover.

4. Install 3 new “AA” (UM-3/LR6) batteries into the compartment as
illustrated. (The use of new, alkaline batteries is recommended
for maximum performance.)

5. Replace the battery cover and make sure it is properly secured.

BATTERY NOTICE
• Install batteries correctly observing the polarity signs (+, -) to avoid

leakage.

• Do not mix old and new batteries.

• Do not use batteries of different types.

• Remove exhausted or new batteries from equipment when the
unit will not be used for an extended period of time.

• The supply terminals are not to be short-circuited.

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PRODUCT FEATURES
1. ON/OFF BUTTON

To turn the unit on, press the ON/OFF

Press the ON/OFF BUTTON again to
turn the unit off.

2. CLOCK
Turn the arm on the CLOCK to hear
the different hours in a day.

  MEET THE CLASS

and hear a greeting from that student, as well as a unique fact
about him or her.

2. Press the Teacher to hear the opening phrase again.

  ROLL CALL
1. In this activity, you will have to find the students as the Teacher

calls their names. When you find the correct student, press his or
her LETTER BUTTON and the other students will let you know if
it’s the right one.

2. Press the TEACHER to hear a hint if you have trouble finding a
student.

  SOUND IT OUT
