Volume

Back

Charges the device and transfers data such as documents, music, and video between

USB Port

Connect earphones to this port for hands-free capabilities. You may also to listen to 
music or FM radio.

Headset Port

A high-resolution front camera to take pictures and video. This option is ideal for 
self-portraits.

Front Camera

A high-resolution real camera to take pictures and video.
Rear Camera

Charging the Phone
