The Spy Video TRAKR uses 10 AA (LR06) batteries (6 for the TRAKR
and 4 for the remote control), not included. (Fig. 2)

* Only adults should install and replace batteries.

Rechargeable batteries are to be removed from the TRAKR
before being charged.

Rechargeable batteries are only to be charged under adult
supervision.

Non-rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged.
