PREPARING TO DRIVE THE SPY VIDEO ATV-360
1. ADULTS: Install the BATTERIES in the SPY VIDEO ATV-360 and
REMOTE CONTROL, Fig. 6 (see other side for directions).
2. Turn on the Spy Video ATV-360 using the ON/OFF CONTROL
located on the bottom of the Spy Video ATV-360 near the rear. (Fig.6) Sound
. Use the on/off control to turn on the remote control. (Fig. 1) receiver
. Put on the SPY HEADSET so the VIDEO SCREEN is in front of your right eye.
. Use the larger VIDEO FEED PLUG to connect the VIDEO FEED CORD from the
spy headset to the remote control. (Fig. 2)
6. Use the smaller AUDIO FEED PLUG to connect the AUDIO FEED CORD
from the EARBUD to the remote control. (Fig. 2)

DRIVING WITH THE REMOTE CONTROL

e The RIGHT TREAD CONTROL operates the forward and reverse

movement of the right tread. And the LEFT TREAD CONTROL operates

the forward and reverse movement of the left tread.

To go forward, you push both controls forward.

To go in reverse, push both controls backward.

To turn right, push only the left control forward.

To turn left, push only the right control forward. You can speed up the turning

by moving the other tread backwards at the same time. For example, to turn

right quickly, push the left control forward and the right control backwards.

e Use the 360-DEGREE BUTTON to quickly rotate the Spy Video ATV-360 one full
