movement, it can then overlay this information on detailed maps provided by NAVTEQ® to provide a
visual representation of your location.

However, the power of the SiRFstarllI™ chipset installed in the Magellan
Maestro will get satellite signals in some very rough locations so you may notice the Magellan Maestro
computing a position, even indoors.

Magellan Maestro 4350
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Installation Instructions

Installation of the Magellan Maestro is simple and easy. The hardest part will be picking the best
location.

Selecting the Location
A few tips on selecting the proper location.

e Mount the Magellan Maestro in a place where it can be easily seen and will not interfere
with your view of the road.

e The Magellan Maestro should be mounted in such a way that the antenna, (located in the
top of the receiver), has an unobstructed view of the sky through the windshield.

e Select whether it will be mounted using the adjustable mount to the windshield or the
supplied adhesive disk. Be sure to check your local and regional laws before mounting to
the windshield. Some states, like California and Minnesota, have laws restricting the
mounting of any device on the windshield.

e |f planning to use the adhesive disk, a smooth surface on the dash board will need to be
selected. Do not attach the adhesive disk to the windshield.

e Make sure that the Magellan Maestro or any cabling will not be disturbed in the event that
the airbags are deployed.

Cleaning the Area

Use the alcohol pad that came with the Magellan Maestro to clean the area on the windshield or dash
that has been selected for mounting the Magellan Maestro. Let the area dry completely.

Applying the Adhesive Disk

(Skip if mounting directly to the windshield.) Remove the protective tape from the back of the
adhesive disk. Apply the disk with the adhesive side towards the dash. Maintain pressure on the disk
for 5 minutes to allow it to set in place. Allow the disk 24 hours to cure before continuing.

Attach the Cradle

Align the tabs on the cradle to the indents on
the bottom of the Magellan Maestro. Swivel
the cradle up so that it is flush against the
back of the receiver and snaps into place.

Please note that the mounting bracket supplied with the Magellan Maestro may be different then the one shown in this
document.

Adjustable Mount

Line up the two tabs on the adjustable mount
with the holes on the back of the Magellan

Maestro. Once the adjustable mount is flush
with the Magellan Maestro, push the receiver §
down until it locks in place with the adjustable §
mount.

Secure the Mount to the Windshield or Adhesive Disk

Make sure that the lever at the base of the adjustable mount is in the up position. Place the base of
the mount firmly over the area of the windshield to be used or the adhesive disk. Push the lever at
the base of the mount all the way down until it snaps in place. Carefully let go of the assembly,
making sure that it is securely mounted.

Adjust the Mount for Optimum Viewing

Loosen the adjustment locking knobs and position the Magellan Maestro for optimum viewing. Once
set, tighten the locking knobs. (Never attempt to adjust the mount while driving.)

Connecting Power and FM Antenna

Plug the end of the vehicle power adapter into a
12 VDC vehicle power receptacle in the vehicle.
Connect the other end to the Magellan Maestro’s
USB connector as shown. |If there is power at the
receptacle, the Magellan Maestro will power on.
(Note: some vehicles apply power to the vehicle
power receptacle only when the ignition is on.)

Connect the FM Traffic Antenna connector (from
the vehicle power adapter into the FM antenna
recepticle.

It is recommended that the Magellan Maestro is not left in plain view while unattended for reasons of
theft.

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Notes on Entering Data
If you are having trouble getting the results you expected here are a few useful tips.

e Make sure that you have spelled the name correctly. If you are unsure of the spelling, just
enter a few characters and tap “OK”. A long list of names will be displayed but you can
step through the list and probably be able to find the correct spelling.

e Check for apostrophes and hyphens. If you are not seeing the POl you are looking for in
the POI list, check to see if the name has an apostrophe or hyphen.

e When entering a street name you can use the street prefix (N. E. W. S. etc.) to narrow the
search. For example to find N. Main St. you could enter “N. Main” or “N Main”.

e The more characters you enter, the smaller the list of possible options from which to
choose.

Maneuver List Screen

This screen is accessed from the Map screen and
only when routing. (Note: The Maneuver List screen
is not available until you begin moving on the route.)

Each line in the maneuver list provides details about
the maneuver in the order that they are to be made,
with the next maneuver at the top.

Tips on Speaking Voice Commands

No response to commands - If the navigation unit is not responding to your commands, first try
relocating the Magellan Maestro so the microphone is closer and/or pointed towards you. Remember
to speak in a normal, natural voice. Wind noise and talk radio stations can “confuse” the voice
recognition software, so turn off the radio and roll up your windows.

Voice Control

Avoid speaking too soon. The most common speech recognition problem people have is
answering a question before the navigator has stopped speaking. The speech input circuits
are inactive while the navigator is outputting speech. To avoid this problem, wait for at
least one half second before answering a navigator question.

Turn down the radio, especially when listening to talk radio stations.
Avoid speaking a command while others are talking.

Avoid fans blowing across the microphone. This problem occurs very often in summer
when the air conditioning is turned up high. Turn down the fan or reposition the Magellan
Maestro.

Roll up the window if road noise is too high. |n some cars, the interior noise increases
dramatically with car speed. The best thing to do with noisy cars is to close the windows.
Positioning the Magellan Maestro closer to you can also help.

Avoid shouting. Shouting puts stress into the voice which actually degrades speech
recognition performance. If the navigator is not hearingyou, try moving the Magellan
Maestro closer and lowering your voice.

Understanding How The TrafficKit Works

Please read the following statements before using the TrafficKit.
1. You can enable and disable Traffic event categories. By default, all categories are enabled.

2. Selected Traffic events will either alert and/or re-route you depending on the operating
mode.

3. All selected event categories will be displayed on the map screen in the form of traffic event
icons.

4. If you are not routing to a destination, the RDS function will only display Traffic events on
the map screen.

Traveling with the Re-routing Mode On
The following will occur whenever a Traffic event that affects your route is received:

The receiver will analyze the impact this event will have on your route.

A “Re-calculating the route” message will pop up on the screen along with the reason for
the re-calculation.

Once the alternate route has been computed, it will compare the alternative route with the
original route, and will decide which is the best route to follow, taking time and distance
into consideration.

If the original route is still the best one to follow, the route will be unchanged, and the
time portion of the status bar will be updated to reflect the delay. The traffic icon will
appear in the lower right corner of the map display. Tapping this icon brings up a list of
the traffic events on the route.

If the alternative route is the best route to follow, the receiver will start guiding you along
this route.

The map screen will also show road signs corresponding to Traffic events, including those
not affecting the route.

Events that affect your route will also appear as road signs in the maneuver list.

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FAQs
Q1- How does the TrafficKit module choose the frequency on which to receive Traffic data?

Al: This is an automated procedure. When you turn on the system, the TrafficKit module analyzes the
5 best frequencies stored in its memory. These frequencies are classified in order of signal strength.
The module then tests if Traffic data is available on the first station. If the first station is sending
Traffic messages, the module will stay on that frequency, otherwise it will test the next one until it
finds a station that delivers Traffic data.

If none of the 5 frequencies can be used, the TrafficKit module will start scanning the entire FM
band. It will search for the best five frequencies on which Traffic data is available and will tune in to
the strongest station. These five best frequencies will be saved in memory to be used the next time
the system is powered up.

Q2- Why do we have to wait between 2 and 5 minutes before the RDS module starts delivering RDS
data?

A2: This is the average time for the module to test all the possible frequencies on the FM band and
choose the best one in terms of signal level and Traffic data availability/quality.

Frequency Selection Tips
For best results, select a frequency below 90.1 FM.

When searching for an appropriate FM frequency on your FM stereo, look for an unused frequency
with lots of static.

While travelling, you may need to change the frequency if you travel into an area that has a radio
station using the frequency you selected.

FM Transmitter Information
The FM transmitter is designd to transmit to your FM stereo.

Do not adjust the FM settings while driving your vehicle. Come to a complete stop before making any
adjustments.

The distance between the vehicle power cable, the Magellan Maestro and the FM antenna may affect
noise levels. Vehicles with rear-mounted antennas may experience more interference from outside
noise sources than vehicles with front-mounted antennas.

You may notice changes in background static as you drive. Possible causes can be intersections with
noisy traffic light systems or other municipal electronic systems. If you find that your are getting
interference from other sources you may want to stop and change the frequency.
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
