Unpacking and Installation

Unpack vour unit carafully. We recommend that you save the box and
packing materals, in case you wish to store the unit, or if you ever need
to return it for service, To aveid damage to the unit, never place it near
heat sources such as radiators, in front of heating vents or in direct
sunlight. Keep it away from waler

For Your Safety

When disconnecting the DC power cord from a socket, pull the plug out,
Mever try to remove the plug from the socket by pulling the cord. Never
handle the DC power plug with wel hands - this can cause electric shock,



Care and Maintenance for the Unit

+ When cleaning the unil, you should first unplug it from the power supply.

* Use only a dry lint free cloth to wipe the unit.

« Mever allow water or any other liquids to get inside the unit while cleaning.
+ Unplug the unit if you are not using it for an extended period of time

Note: We suggest you wipe the Charging Cradle and speakers periodically
fo ensure good confact befween the cradle and speaker confacts.

The sound comes from two speakers which have a rechargeable lithium
battery built-in with an individual amplifier (once it is placed on the base/
recharging cradle). The wireless function will automatically be activated as
soon as the speakers are removed from the base station. You can then
enjoy the music from every room in your home.

To Play iPod

1. Plug the AC adaptor into the DC in port at the rear of the recharging cradle,
then into a power supply. (100-240050Hz-60Hz AC electrical autlet),

Note: —

The rechargeable lithium battery is built in. Before use we recommend
charaing the unit for 4 hours, Onee the Recharging Cradle is plugged in, it
will automatically charge the speakers when they are placed on the cradle.
While charging the LED indicator is red and will turn green when fully
charged, Once the speakers are fully charged it is safe to remove tham
fram the recharging cradle. -

To Play iPod

2. Select a proper docking adaptor (included when you purchased your
own iFod) and place it into the recharging cradle, then dock your iFod

gently.




To Play iPod

3. Press the power button on the recharging cradle to turn the unit on,
Switch on the speakers to play your iPoed, Choose the bast channel
through the “channel” button at the rear of the recharging cradle until
the speakers recaive the right signal,

Mote:
If the unil experiences any interference (signal loss or distortion) while it is
playing, select another channel {there are 3 channels to choose from) to

obiain the best reception.

Sometimes the speaker will give off noise after the power is tumed on.
This is normal as the unit is searching for the wireless connection.
The noise should stop after the connection is paired. In order o avoid
interference, do not turn on other wireless devices simultaneously.

To Play iPod

4. Use “VWeol +" or *Vel - fo adjust to a proper volume level. You should
now be able to frealy move the speakars from room o room,
(subject to surroundings this speaker covers an area up to 30m in an
open area)

Note: To preserve battery power, this unit will automatically go into
standby mode after 3 minutes. It will function within 10 seconds when the
power switches back to the "ON" mode.



To Play Auxiliary Audio Sources

Connect one and of the 3.5mm audio cable to the audio cutput port of an
auxiliary audio device (MP3, MPEG4, PC, CD player, etc) and connect the
other end of the cable to the Aux input port at the rear of the base station.
