Once selected,
ou can now play audio from your
device through the Lumi Bluefooth
Speaker.

. Line-in Mode:

Connect the speaker fo the desired
device using the 35mm audio cable:
Insert the cable fo the Line-in input
port on the speaker and the
opposite end info your selected
device. The Lumi will switch fo
speaker mode. Unlike the Bluetooth
functions, you cannot use phone
functions when directly connected fo
the device through the audio cable.

. Charging Mode:

To charge the Lumi Bluetooth
Speaker, insert the Micro-USB end of
the cable info the DC8V port on the
speaker. Insert the opposite end into
a computer USB port or a
compatible wall adopter. The LED
light with light up Red when charging.
