SMS Sends, receives and edits short messages.

MMS Provides MMS function.

Email Sends, receives and edits email.

Fun&Games | Bring you much fun and relaxation.

Multimedia | Provides camera, video player, FM Radio, etc.

1.2 Safety Instructions

If your mobile phone is lost or stolen, notify your service provider
immediately to prevent others from abusing it. Meanwhile you need
provide your service provider with your mobile phone’s IMEI, which is
printed on the label on the back of your mobile phone (appears after the
battery is taken out). Keep the IMEI properly for future use.

To protect your mobile phone against abuse, take the following
precautions:

® Set PIN code (as your phone needs SIM card) and modify it from time
to time.

® Take your mobile phone along as much as possible.

1.5 Battery

1.5.1 Installing the Battery

1. Align the battery's contact points in the direction of the arrow as
shown, and Insert the battery into the slot;

2. Put on the battery cover, and push forward in the direction of the
arrow as shown until it’s locked.

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1.5.2 Removing the Battery

1. Push down the battery back and take out the back cover;

2. Pullthe battery in the direction of the arrow as shown and take out the
battery.

Please turn off your mobile phone before taking out the
battery.

1.5.3 Charging the Battery

The lithium battery can be used directly after being taken out from the package.
To make the battery always in its best condition, please exhaust the capacity
of the battery and then fully recharge it for the first three times.

Plug in the charger;
Insert the charger plug into USB port of your mobile phone;

When the phone is powered on, the battery capacity bar on up-right
corner of the screen keeps scrolling during charging; when the phone
is powered off, there will be charging indication on the screen during
charging. If the phone is used excessively without enough capability,
the charging indication will not immediately appear on the screen of
the phone when charging starts -and the phone might not be powered
on within a few minutes after the charging starts;

When the phone is on, the battery is fully charged as the battery
capacity bar on the up-right corner of the screen is full and doesn’t
flicker any longer. When the phone is off, the battery is fully charged as
fully charged picture appears on the screen. During the charge, your
mobile phone and charger may normally become hot;

Please disconnect the charger from your mobile phone and the outlet
when the charging is completed.

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& Note:

1. Put your phone in ventilated place under normal
temperature during charging. Use the original charger
or those authenticated by the manufacturer. Using
non-original charger may cause danger and violate the
warranty provisions.

2. Charge your mobile phone in time when it is powered
off automatically or prompts the lack of the power.

1.6 Insert and Remove SIM Card

Insert a valid SIM card into your mobile phone before use. All information

regarding network connection and SIM phonebook is saved in SIM card.

In order to avoid the loss and damage of information saved in SIM card,

please don't touch the metal surface and put SIM card far away from

electricity or magnetism.

1. Turn off your mobile phone, remove the battery and disconnect the
external power;

2. Put SIM card into the socket as shown in the figure;

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3. Turn off your mobile phone and remove the battery before taking out
SIM card.

1.7 Insert and Remove Memory Card

1. Turn off your mobile phone, remove the battery and disconnect the
external power;

2. Open the clasp in the direction of arrow as shown;

3. Insert the memory card into the slot;

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1.8 Power On/Off

Press and hold End key until the power-on/off animation appears.

After your turn on your mobile phone, it will automatically check whether
or not SIM card is inserted or usable, and shows the following information
on the screen in turn:

& Enter Phone Lock Code: if you've set the code.

& Note:

If you forget the Phone Lock Code, please contact your
local authorized service center as soon as possible.

& Enter PIN: if you've set PIN code for SIM card.

& Note:

SIM card will be locked if you enter wrong PIN code three
times. Then you need PUK code to unlock SIM card. The
PIN code may be provided to you together with SIM card.
If not, contact your network service provider. The default
PIN code is normally 1234. Please replace it with your
own PIN code as soon as possible.

2.1 Make a Call

You will be able to make or receive calls as the network provider’s logo
appears on the screen. The bar at the left-up corner of the screen
indicates network signal strength. The more bars there are, the stronger
the signal will be. Sometimes you need move your mobile phone slightly
to improve the voice quality since it is greatly affected by the obstacles.

2.1.2 Dial Extension

Sometimes you can not dial the extension directly. Dial the direct line
firstly, click ** continuously until “P” appears on the screen, and

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finally dial the extension number.

2.1.3 Dial International Calls

To dial an international call, click *{+ continuously until “+” appears on
the screen. This will enable you to dial an international call anywhere
even without knowing the international prefix.

2.1.4 Dial from Call History

Every number you dialed or received will be saved in Call History. The
latest dialed, received and missed calls will be respectively categorized
into “Dialed Calls”, “Received Calls” and “Missed Calls”. When the
storage is full, the earliest number saved will be deleted.

You may perform the following operations:
1. Inidle mode, press Send key to view “Call Logs”;

2. Select the number you want to dial in “Call Logs” and press Send Key
to make a call directly;

3. Under “Call Logs”, press “Ok” to view Call Info and press “Option” to
save or delete the number.

2.2 Answer Calls

You can press “Send” key to answer the call.

2.3 Emergency Calls

You could make emergency calls without SIM card so long as you are in
the area covered by the network.

2.4 Adjust the Volume

1. During the conversation, press side keys to adjust the voice volume;

2. Inidle mode, press side keys to adjust the key volume.

2.5 Call Options

Click “Option” to enter menu options during a call, or click “H-Free” to turn
on the speaker. Click “H-Held” to turn off the speaker when “H-Free” is
activated. The operation method of call options is the same as that of
function menu.

During the conversation, press “Option” to enter the menu. You could
perform the following operations:

4 Format: Format the selected storage. This would delete all the
data saved in the selected storage.

Select “Open” to open the relevant folder and file.
Select a file and press “Option” to select:

& View: This option appears only when the phone supports the files.

& Play: This option appears only when the phone supports
multimedia files.

& Forward: Select “To Wallpaper”, “To Contact’, “To MMS”, “To
Email”. Whether it can be sent or not depends on MMS
space and screen size

# Send: The contents might be different under “Send” for the files
with different formats. Please operate according to
prompts on the screen.

# Detail: Display the last revised date and file size.
# Rename: Change the name of the file.

& Copy: Select “Reserve Original File” or “Delete Original File” when
copying.

# Delete: Delete the file.

# Delete All Files: Delete all files under the current folder.

& Sort: Select “By Name”, “By Type”, “By Time”, “By Size”, or
“None” (random).
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& Note:

The phone supports Digital Rights Management (DRM).

Phone Book

In Phone Book, you could save the contact’s name, telephone number,
mobile phone number, etc. The numbers could be saved either in Phone

or SIM card.

In idle mode, use the handwriting pen to enter the main menu. Under
“Phone Book”, you could select the following functions:
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7.1 Quick Search

Use the handwriting pen to click the first letter of your desired contact on
the screen to quickly search for the contacts, or view all contacts in
Contact list.

You could perform the following operations to the current contact, such as
“Call’, “Send MSG”, “View”, “Delete”, “Send vCard”, “Add New Entry” and
“Copy to Phone”.

7.2 Search Entry

Enter the name, and press “Search” to find the corresponding entries.

7.3 Add New Entry

You could add new entry “To SIM” or “To Phone”.

If you want to add new entry to SIM, you need input “Name” and
“Number” only.

If you want to add new entry to Phone, besides “Name”, “Number”,
“Home Number”, “Office Number”, “Other Number”, “Email Address”,
“Memo”, and you need edit the following:

Caller Group

Add the phone number into different caller groups.

Associate Picture
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Set your personalized caller picture for the current number. Select the
proper picture from “System”, “Phone” or “Card”, which could be
previewed (the size of the picture selected from File Manager folder can
not larger than 20K).

Associate Sound

Select the proper ring tone from “System”, “Phone” or “Card”.

7.4 Caller Group

Your mobile phone supports caller grouping function, which allows you to
select “View Member”, “Group Ringtone”, “Group Picture”, “Add Member”,
“Del Number”, “Rename”, or “Del all”.

.& Note:

You could add/delete the members only when they are
saved in Phone.

7.5 Copy All

Select “From SIM” to copy all entries from SIM card to Phone, or select
“From Phone” to copy all entries from Phone to SIM card.

,& Note:
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When copying all entries from Phone to SIM card, only the
name and number will be copied.

7.6 Delete All

Select “From SIM” to delete all entries saved in SIM card, and select
“From Phone” to delete all entries saved in Phone.

7.7 Preferred Storage

You could set the preferred storage location for the current number.

7.8 Information

Owner Number

You could set two numbers for Owner Number.

& Note:

Any changes arising from the use of this function will not
affect the actual numbers saved in SIM card.

Memory Status

You could check the memory status of both phone and SIM.
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Messages

8.1 SMS

Your mobile phone supports Enhanced Message Service (EMS), which
allows you to insert picture, animation, cantus, sound, etc, or use
template to create short message.

1. Enter “Write Message” to edit a short message.
2. Press “Option” to select:
