RF Exposure

General Statement on RF Energy

Your mobile device contains a transmitter and a receiver. When it is ON, it receives and transmits RF
energy. When you communicate with your device, the system handling your call controls the power level
at which your device transmits.

This model tablet computer meets the government’s requirements for exposure to radio

waves.

This tablet computer is designed and manufactured not to exceed the emission limits for

exposure to radio frequency (RF) energy set by the Federal Communications Commission

of the U.S. Government:

The exposure standard for wireless mobile tablet computers employs a unit of

Powering On/Off Your Device

How to switch your device to sleep mode

Press Power Key.

Sleep Mode suspends your device to a low-power-consumption state while the display is off to save
battery power. Your device also goes into Sleep Mode automatically when you leave it idle after a certain
period of time.

How to wake up your device from sleep mode
If your device is switched to sleep mode, you need to wake it up:

Muting a Call

During a call, you can mute your microtablet computer so that the person with whom you are speaking
cannot hear you, but you can still hear him or her.

Tap Menu Key > Mute.

When the microtablet computer is turned off, the mute icon E\‘ appears on the screen.

Putting a Call on Hold

During a call, you can use the following methods to put the call on hold.

Tap Menu Key > Hold.

The &4 jcon will be displayed if a call is on hold.

If you are already on a call and accepted the new call, the first call will be put on hold automatically. You
can choose to switch between the two callers by tapping Menu Key > Swap calls.

Turning the Speaker On/Off

The speaker is always on when the headset is not plugged in. When you connect the headset to your
device, tap Menu Key > Speaker during a call to turn the speaker on or off.
