Vehicles

The lithium battery of the mobile phone can be immediately used after unpacking.

A new battery performs best after performing a full charge/discharge 3 times.

1. Installing the battery

Insert the battery by aligning the gold contacts on the battery with the gold

contacts in the battery compartment on the phone.  Push down on the upper

section of the battery until it clicks into place, then install the battery cover.
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You want a mobile phone that is sophisticated yet easy to use and here it is in

your hands! Naturally you are eager to start using it, but first you need to insert
the SIM card.

The SIM card lives under your battery, here’s how to insert it.
Ensure that the phone is switched off and the charger is disconnected

from the bottom of the phone.
Turn the phone over and remove the back cover.

If the battery is already inside, remove it!
Hold your SIM card with the cut corner oriented as shown and then slide it

into the card holder face down.
Replace the battery first.

Replace the back cover.

How to insert the SIM card
How to Charge the battery

Your phone is powered by a rechargeable battery. This needs to be charged for
at least 6-8 hours before you can make your first call.

Connect your travel adapter to the bottom of your mobile phone as shown
in the diagram.

Connect the other end of the travel adapter to the mains socket.

Note: The side with arrow should be upright while
connecting.

The bars on the battery icon on the display will move
from right to left". This indicates that the phone is

charging.
When the icon stops moving and the percentage

of charge shows 100%, the battery is fully charged.
Disconnect the charger.

2.Removing the battery

Ensure that your mobile phone is switched off. Then slide down the back cover,

and then lift the battery away from the mobile phone.

What is a SIM card?
Every mobile phone has a SIM card (Subscriber Identity Module). This is a micro-

chip that holds your personal information such as names and phone numbers.
Your phone won’t work without it. If you already have contacts on your SIM card,

these can be transferred in most cases.
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Power on/ off Your Phone

Besides sending and receiving calls, you can also do:

Press Left soft key to enter main Menu.
Press Right soft key to view Contacts.

Press Send key in standby mode to enter All Recent Calls list.
Press End key to exit to standby mode.

Press # key and then * key in standby mode to lock/unlock the keypad.
You can customize the fastkey settings of 4-Way Navigation key for standby

mode.

Note: In this User Manual, to “press” a key  means to press the key and release it.

To “hold” a key means to keep on pressing the key for two seconds or more.

Writing Text

Change input mode: Press # key to change the input mode  (input modes: Eng, ABC,

abc and 123).

Input Letters: In ABC/abc/123 mode, press the corresponding letter key till the

letter appears.

Input Words: In Eng mode, key-in any letter with a single key press. Press each key

once for every letter. The word changes after each key stroke. When you have

finished writing the word and it is correct, confirm it by adding a space withe or by

pressing any of the Navigation keys. Pressing a Navigation key also moves the

cursor. Predictive text input is based on a built-in dictionary.

Input Digits: In 123 mode, press digit key once to key-in a digit.

Input Symbol: Press * key  to enter a symbol. In ABC/abc mode, press 1 key till the

required symbol (common symbols) appears.

Selecting Template: Hold * key to open Templates. Select the required template.

Input Space: Press 0 key to input space. It does not work in 123 mode.

Delete Character: Press Right soft key to clear a character.

Delete all Characters: Press and hold Right soft key to delete all characters and clear

the display.

Move Cursor to Left or Right: Press Left/Right navigation keys to move the

cursor left or right.

Ensure that your SIM card is in your mobile

phone and that the battery is charged.

Please hold the End key to power on/off the

phone. The phone will automatically search for

the network.
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How do I add people to my Contacts
There are some phone numbers that you may want to call again and again so it

makes sense to add these to your Contacts. You can then access these numbers

quickly and easily.

Press right soft key [Contacts].

Press left soft key [Options], and then select Add new Contact.

Enter the contact’s phone number.

Press left soft key [Ok], then enter a name and confirm by clicking OK key.

You can also save a number right after you’ve made or received a phone call or a

text message from someone who is not yet in your Contacts list.

To delete someone from your Contacts list, first select the name, then press

left soft key [Options] and choose Delete.

How to make and receive calls
The most basic way to make a call is to key in the number and press the Send key.

One advantage of a mobile phone is that you can also store people’s names and

numbers in your Contacts and call them more easily.

To call someone:

Press Right soft key [Contacts] to open your Contacts list. From here use the

Up/Down keys to find the name of the person you want to call. You can also

type in the first letter of the name of the person you want to call.

Now simply press the green Send key.

End the call by pressing the red End key.

Make sure you are in an area with sufficient coverage to make calls. The

strength of the network signal is indicated on top left corner of screen.

How to Send and Receive Text Messages

You can use your mobile phone to send and receive text messages.

1. Go to Menu  Messaging  New message.

2. Write your message. For more information on writing, refer to Writing Text.

3. Press the Left soft key [Options] and select Send to one to send the message

to one person.

To send to more than one person, select Send to contacts and select the

names from the contact list.

Select Send and save to send the message and save it to Outbox. Select Save

as draft to save it to Draftbox.

4. Enter the recipient’s phone number or select Contacts if you have previously

stored the person’s number. Then select OK to send the message.

Upon receiving a message, mobile phone indicates with ringtone, prompt,or a

new message icon.

1. Press Left soft key [Select] to open the new message. You can also go to Inbox

to read the message.

2. Use Up/Down keys to read the message.

3. While the message is open, use Left soft key [Options] to Reply, Delete, or

Forward the message.
