Locking/Unlocking the screen and keys

Note: To save battery power, the phone automatically turns off the screen
after a certain period of time when you leave it idle. You will still be able to
receive messages and calls while the phone screen is off.

To unlock the screen and keys:

Notfifications report the arrival of new messages, calendar events, and alarms,
as well as ongoing events.You can open the Notification Panel to view the
details of nofifications.

+ To open the Nofification Panel, swipe your finger down from the fop of
the screen.

+ To close the Notification Panel, swipe your finger up from the botfom of the
screen or press the Back key.

Responding fo or removing a notification

In the Notification Panel, you can respond to a notification or remove the
notifications.The Notification Panel also supports expandable notifications
that let you perform additional actions right from the notification itself.

» To respond fo a notification, tap it.

+ Slide down with one finger to expand certain notifications. You can also
swipe two fingers vertically or pinch-zoom to expand or collapse certain
nofifications.

Wi-Fi is a wireless networking fechnology that can provide Infernet access
at distances of up to 100 meters, depending on the Wi-Fi router and your
surroundings.

Turning Wi-Fi on and connecting to a Wi-Fi network
1. Press the Home key > () > Settings > Wi-Fi.

2. Slide the Wi-Fi switch to the On @ position to turn on Wi-Fi.

3. Tap a network name to connect to it.

4. If the network is secured, enter the password and tap CONNECT.

Note: Your phone automatically connects o previously used Wi-Fi networks
when they are in range.

Getlting nofified of open networks

When Wi-Fi is on, you receive notifications in the Status Bar when your phone
detects an open Wi-Fi network.

Adding a Wi-Fi network

You can add a Wi-Fi network if the network does not broadcast its name
(SSID) or add a Wi-Fi network when you are out of range.
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To connect to a secured network, you first need o get the security details
from the network’s administrator.

+ Wi-Fi Direct: Use the Wi-Fi Direct feature.
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« WPS Push Button: Connect to a WPS network via the push button
method.

+ WPS Pin Entry: Connect to a WPS network via the phone PIN method.
+ MAC address: Check the MAC address.
« IP address: Check the phone’s IP address.

Using Wi-Fi Direct
Wi-Fi Direct allows Wi-Fi devices to connect to each other without the need for
wireless access points (hotspots).

Note: Activating this feature will disconnect your current Wi-Fi network
connection.

To connect to another device:
1. Press the Home key > () > Settings > Wi-Fi.
2. If Wi-Fi is off, slide the Wi-Fi switch to the On @ position.

3. Tap E > Advanced > Wi-Fi Direct.Your phone will search for other devices
enabled with Wi-Fi Direct connections.

4. Tap a device name under Peer devices to connect with it. The other device
will receive a Wi-Fi Direct connection prompt and need fo accept the
request for connection. Both devices may need to enter a common PIN. If
prompted, tap CONNECT.

5. Once connected, the device is displayed as *Connected.”
To send data:

1. Open the appropriate application and select the file or item you want
fo share.

2. Select the option for sharing via Wi-Fi Direct.The method may vary by
application and data type.
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3. Tap a device the phone has connected with or wait for it to search for new
devices and tap one of them.
To receive data:

When an attempt to transfer data via Wi-Fi Direct is received, you can see a
notification in the Status Bar. Open the Notification Panel, tap the notification
and select Accept to start receiving the data.

Received files are stored automatically in a dedicated folder (e.g., WiFiShare).
You can access them with the File Manager app.

Connecting to Bluetooth devices

Bluetooth is a short-range wireless communication technology. Phones or
other devices with Bluetooth capabilities can exchange information wirelessly
within a distance of about 32 feet (10 meters).The Bluetooth devices must be
paired before the communication is performed.

Turning Bluetooth on/off
1. Press the Home key > (i) > Settings > Bluetooth.
2. Slide the Bluetooth switch to the On @ ) or Off ¢ I position.

When Bluetfooth is on, the g icon will appear in the Status Bar. Your phone will
be visible to nearby devices while Bluefooth Setftings is open.

Changing the device name

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Pairing with another Bluetooth device

Your phone automatically scans for and displays the IDs of all
available Bluetooth devices in range. You could tap | > Refresh if
you want to scan again.

3. Tap the device you want to pair with.

4. Confirm that the Bluetooth passkeys are the same between the two
devices and tap PAIR. Alternately, enter a Bluefooth passkey and tap PAIR.

Pairing is successfully completed when the other device accepts the
connection or the same passkey is entered.

Note: The Bluetooth passkey may be fixed for certain devices, such as
headsets and hands-free car kits. You can try entering 0000 or 1234
(the most common passkeys), or refer to the documents for that device.

Unpairing from a Bluetooth device

You can make your phone forget its pairing connection with another
Bluetooth device.To connect fo the device again, you may need fo enter or
confirm a passkey again.

1. Press the Home key > (::) > Settings > Bluetooth and make sure Bluetooth is
furned on.

2. In the list of paired devices, tap £ beside the Bluetooth device you want
to unpair from.

3. Tap FORGET.
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Sending data via Bluetfooth

1. Open the appropriate application and select the file or item you want
fo share.

2. Select the option for sharing via Bluetooth.The method may vary by
application and data type.

3. Tap a Bluefooth device the phone has paired with or wait for it fo search
for new devices and tap one of them.

Receiving data via Bluetooth
1. Turn Bluetooth on before trying to receive data via Bluefooth.

Note: If the phone has not been paired with the sending device, you may
need to tap your phone’s device name in the Bluetooth menu in Settings
fo keep the phone detectable through Bluefooth.

2. Swipe down on the Status Bar and tap °
3. Tap ACCEPT fo start receiving the data.

Depending on whether a microSDHC card is installed, received files are
stored automatically in a dedicated folder (Bluetooth, for instance) in the
phone storage or microSDHC directory. You can access them in the File
Manager. Received contacts (vCard files) are automatically imported to
your contfact list.

Connecting to your computer via USB

You can connect your phone to a computer with a USB cable and fransfer
music, pictures, and other files in both directions. Your phone stores these files
in infernal storage or on a removable microSDHC card.

Connecting your phone to a compufter via USB
1. Connect your phone to the PC with a USB cable.
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2. Open the Nofification Panel and tap @ (USB for...).
3. Choose one of the following options:
+ Charge only: Charge your phone via USB.

+ Install driver: Select this option when features are enabled for the first
fime or when they're unavailable.

+ Media device (MTP): Transfer media files on Windows® or Mac®.

Note: For Windows XP, please install the drivers and Media® Player 11
(or later version) when you use Media device (MTP) for the first time.

+ Camera (PTP): Transfer photos using camera software.

Note: To make your phone connect to the computer automatically using the
selected connection type, check Don’t ask me again.

Connecting with Windows Media Player

You can sync music with your phone and your computer installed with
Windows Media Player.

1. Connect the phone with your computer via USB and choose Media
device (MTP).

2. Open Windows Media Player and synchronize music files.

Disconnecting your phone from the computer

To disconnect the phone from the computer, simply unplug the USB cable
when you're finished.

Removing the microSDHC card from your phone

If you need to remove the microSDHC card used as portable storage while
the phone is on, you must unmount it first.

1. Press the Home key > () > Settings > Storage.

2. Tap A next to the SD card name in the Portable storage section.
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3. When the SD card’s state is Ejected, you can now remove it from the phone.

Mounting the microSDHC card

1. If the microSDHC card is ejected, press the Home key > (:::) > Settings >

Erasing and formatting the microSDHC card

You can access the Internet on your computer via the USB tethering feature
of your phone. The feature needs data connection on a mobile network and
may result in data charges.

Note: You cannof tfransfer files between your phone and your computer via
USB while the phone is USB tethered.

1. Connect your phone to your computer with a USB cable.
2. Press the Home key > (::) > Settings > More > USB tethering.
3. A new network connection will be created on your computer.

Note: To stop sharing your data connection, fap USB tethering again or
disconnect the USB cable.
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Sharing your mobile data connection as a mobile hotspot

You can share your phone’s data connection with other devices by
furning your phone into a portable mobile hotspot. The feature needs data
connection on a mobile network and may result in data charges.

Note: When the portable mobile hotspot feature is enabled, you cannot use
your phone’s Wi-Fi capability fo access the Internet. You still remain connected
fo the Internet via your mobile data network.

1. Press the Home key > (::) > Settings > Mobile Hotspot.
2. Slide the switch fo the On @) position.

3. On another device, locate your phone via Wi-Fi and connect with it to start
using the phone’s mobile data.

Note: To stop sharing your data connection, slide the switch to the Off ¢ 1
position.

Renaming or securing your mobile hotspot

You can change the name of your phone’s Wi-Fi network (SSID) and secure
your portable Wi-Fi hotspot.

1. Press the Home key > (::) > Settings > Mobile Hotspot > Configure.
2. Set your name and security options as follows:

* Network name: Enter or edit a network SSID (name) that other devices
see when scanning for Wi-Fi networks.

+ Channel: To avoid interference with other Wi-Fi networks, fry using a
different channel.

+ Security: Choose a security option, Open (not recommended) or WPA2
PSK (other users can access your mobile hotspot only if they enter the
correct password). When you select WPA2 PSK, tap the Password field to
edit the security password.

Virtual private networks (VPNs) allow you to connect to the resources inside
a secured local network. VPNs are commonly deployed by corporations,
schools, and other institutions fo let people access local network resources
when not on campus, or when connected fo a wireless network.

Depending on the type of VPN you are using, you may be required fo enter
your login credentials or install security cerfificates before you can connect to
your VPN.You can get this information from your network administrator.

Note: You need to set a lock screen pattern, PIN, or password before you can
use credential storage.

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Modifying a VPN

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Phone calls

You can place calls from the Phone app, the Contacts app, or other apps or
widgets that display contact information. Wherever you see a phone number,
you can usually tap it to dial.

Placing and ending calls

Placing a call by dialing

incorrect digits.

Note: As you enter digits, your phone searches for contacts that match. If
you see the number you want to dial, fap it to place the call immediately
without entering the rest of the number.

+ To redial the last call you made, press the Home key > (> @ > @ and
tap @ again.

Ending a call

During a call, fap on the screen.
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Answering or rejecting calls

When you receive a phone call, the Incoming Call screen opens, displaying
the Caller ID or the information about the caller that you've enfered in
Contacts.You can answer or reject the call, or reject it with a fext message.
Answering a call

When you receive a phone call, slide down to answer the call.
Note: To silence the ringer before answering the call, press the Volume key.

Rejecting a call

When you receive a phone call, slide up to reject the call.

You can also slide B up to reject the call and send a preset text message fo
the caller.

Note: To edit the text response from within the Phone app, fap : > Settings >
Quick responses.

Working with the call history

The call history is a list of all the calls you've placed, received, or missed. It
provides a convenient way to redial a number, return a call, or add a number
fo your contacts.

To open the call history, press the Home key > %, > : > Call History.

Placing a call from the call history
1. Open the call history.

2. Tap a number for more information about the calll, or tap . beside it to
call back.

Note: You can fap MISSED, OUTGOING, or INCOMING to filter the records by
call type.

Adding a number from call history as a contact
1. Open the call history.

2. Tap the contact icon in front of a number.

3. Tap [ on the contact information tab.

- Tap & fo go to contacts.
+ Tap A to merge the separate calls into a single conference call.

+ Tap §¥ to put the caller you are speaking fo on hold, and switch to the
ofher call that has been put on hold.

- Tap to end the current call.

Warning! Because of higher volume levels, do not place the phone near your
ear during speakerphone use.

Switching calls
When the call waiting feature is available, you can switch between two calls.

Note: The call waiting feature needs network support and may result in
additional charges. Please contact your service provider for more information.

When youre on a call and another call comes in, your phone screen informs
you and displays the caller ID.

Responding to an incoming call while you're on a call

(Hold current and answer) fo answer the call. (This puts
the first caller on hold and answers the second call.)

« Tap (End current and answer) fo end the current call and
answer the incoming call.

- Tap to reject the second call.
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+ Tap EI to reject the second call and select a preset text message or
edit one fo send to the caller.

Switching between two calls

Tap On hold at the fop to put the caller you are speaking to on hold, and
switch to the other call that has been put on hold.

Adjusting your call settings

Setting contact display options

You can set the order of the contacts displayed in B tab of the Phone app.

To assign a speed dial key:

Setting caller ID and call waiting

receives your outgoing call. Or check Call waiting to get notified of
incoming calls during a call.

Note: Please contact the service provider to check whether the caller ID and
call waiting features are available.

Sefting TTY mode

Your phone is a TTY compatible device. ATTY device can allow people who
have hearing or speech disabilities fo communicate by telephone. Simply
connect the TTY device to the phone’s headset jack.

Select aTTY mode for your phone to work with a TTY device, or furn TTY off.
1. Press the Home key > {_ > : > Settings > Call settings > TTY mode.

2. Select one of the following options. Consult your teletypewriter
manufacturer's manual if necessary.

« TTY Off: Users who can hear and talk can disable TTY support.

« TTY Full: Users who cannot talk or hear may use this mode to send and
receive text messages through TTY device.

« TTY HCO: Users who can hear, but cannot talk, may use this mode to
listen fo conversation of the other party, and respond via text messages.

Although the SAR is determined at the highest
certified power level, the actual SAR level of the device while operating can
be well below the maximum value.This is because the phone is designed to
operate at multiple power levels so as to use only the power required to reach
the network. In general, the closer you are to a wireless base station antenna,
the lower the power output.

The exposure standard for wireless devices employs a unit of measurement
known as the Specific Absorption Rate, or SAR.
