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Knowing the keys

Key Function
Power key e Press and hold to turn on or off flight mode, restart, or
power off.
e Press to turn off or on the screen display.
Home key e Touch to return to the home screen from any application
or screen.
Back key Touch to go to the previous screen.

Recent apps key | Touch to see recently used apps.

Volume key Press or hold either end of the key to turn the volume up or
down.

Installing the micro-SIM card and the microSD™ card

The micro-SIM card can be installed or removed while the phone is turned on.

A microSD card (optional, not included) can be installed or removed while the phone
is turned on. You need to unmount the microSD card before removing it. See Using.
the microSD Card as Portable or Internal Storage.

O warNING!

To avoid damage to the phone, do not use any other kind of SIM cards, or any
non-standard micro-SIM card cut from a SIM card. You can get a standard
micro-SIM card from your service provider.
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1. Insert your fingernail into the slot close to the bottom right of the back cover and
lift it up gently.

2. Hold the micro-SIM card and the microSD card with the cut corner oriented as
shown and slip them into the card holders.

NOTE:

Some applications may require a microSD card to work normally or may store
certain data on it. Therefore, it is recommended that you keep a microSD card
installed and not remove or replace it randomly.

3. Align the back cover with the back of the phone and press the cover back into
place. Ensure that all the tabs are secure and there are no gaps around the
cover.

Charging the battery

Your phone’s battery should have enough power for the phone to turn on, find a
signal, and make a few calls. You should fully charge the battery as soon as
possible.

If the battery is low, there will be a pop-up message on the screen. As you charge
your phone, the lock screen will show you the exact battery level on the status bar.

0 WARNING!
Use only approved chargers and cables. The use of unapproved accessories could
damage your phone or cause the battery to explode.

CAUTION:

Do not change the built-in rechargeable battery in your phone by yourself. If your
battery needs to be replaced, please contact Vodafone customer support.

1. Connect the adapter to the charging jack. Ensure that the adapter is inserted
with the correct orientation. Do not force the connector into the charging jack.
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2. Connect the charger to a standard AC power outlet. If the phone is on, you'll
see a charging icon, such as E or ﬂ appear on the status bar.

3. Disconnect the charger when the battery is fully charged.

NOTE:

If the battery is extremely low, you may be unable to power on the phone even when
it is being charged. In this case, try again after charging the phone for at least 20
minutes. Contact the customer service if you still cannot power on the phone after
prolonged charging.

Extending the battery life

Active applications, screen brightness levels, Bluetooth and Wi-Fi usage and GPS
functionality can drain your battery. You can follow the helpful tips below to conserve
your battery power:
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e Reduce the screen backlight time.
e Lower the screen brightness.
e Turn Wi-Fi, Bluetooth and auto-sync off when not in use.

e Disable the GPS function when not in use. Most applications using this function
will periodically query the GPS satellites for your current location, and each
query drains your battery.

Powering on/off

e Press and hold the Power key to turn on your phone.

e To power off, press and hold the Power key to open the options menu and
touch Power off > OK.

NOTE:

Setting up for the first time

When you first power on your phone after you purchase it or reset it to factory
settings (see Backup and Reset), you need to do some settings before using it.

Flick the language field to select the language. Then follow the on-screen prompts to
set up your phone.

Locking/unlocking the screen and keys

Your phone allows you to quickly lock the screen and keys (put the phone to sleep
mode) when not in use and to turn the screen back on and unlock it when you need
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it.
To lock the screen and keys:
To quickly turn the screen off and lock the keys, press the Power key.

NOTE:

To save battery power, the phone automatically turns off the screen after some time
of inactivity. You will still be able to receive messages and calls while the phone
screen is off.

To unlock the screen and keys:
Press the Power key to turn the screen on.

Using the touch screen

Your phone'’s touch screen enables you to control actions through a variety of touch
gestures.

e Touch

When you want to type using the onscreen keyboard, select items on the
screen such as the application and settings icons, or press the onscreen
buttons, simply touch them with your finger.
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Touch and Hold

To open the available options for an item (for example, a message or link in a
web page), touch and hold the item.

Swipe or Slide

To swipe or slide means to quickly drag your finger vertically or horizontally
across the screen.

Drag

To drag, press and hold your finger with some pressure before you start to
move your finger. While dragging, do not release your finger until you have
reached the target position.

Pinch
In some apps (such as Maps, web browser, and Gallery), you can zoom in and
out by placing two fingers on the screen at once and pinching them together (to
zoom out) or spreading them apart (to zoom in).

Rotate the screen

For most screens, you can automatically change the screen orientation from
portrait to landscape by turning the phone sideways.
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NOTE:
The auto-rotate feature needs to be enabled for the screen orientation to

automatically change. Touch the Home key > ::: I Settings > Display >
When device is rotated and select Rotate the contents of the screen.

You can also access the screen rotation control by sliding down the status bar
twice and touch Auto-rotate/Portrait.

Getting to know the home screen

The home screen is the starting point for your phone’s applications, functions, and
menus. You can customise your home screen by adding shortcuts, folders, widgets,
and more.

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Extended home screen panels

Your home screen is extendable, providing more space for shortcuts, widgets, and
more. Simply swipe left or right on the home screen to see the extended panels. You
can add or remove home screen panels, or adjust their order.

To add a new home screen panel:
1. Touch and hold an empty area of the home screen and select WIDGETS.

2. Touch and hold an application icon or a widget and drag it to the right edge of
the screen to create a new home screen panel and put the icon or widget on it.

NOTE:

No empty home screen panel is allowed to exist. If the icon, widget or folder is the
only item on the current home screen panel, the panel will be deleted as you remove
the item.

To adjust the order of a home screen panel:

1. Touch and hold an empty area of the home screen and slide left or right to
view the home screen thumbnails.

2. Touch and hold a thumbnail and drag it left or right to the place you need.

Changing the system language

1. Touch the Home key > ::: 2N Settings > Language & input > Language.
2. Select the language you need.

Setting the date and time

1. Touch the Home key > ::: I Settings > Date & time.
2. Setthe date, time, time zone, and time format.
» To adjust the date and time automatically, turn on Automatic date & time.

» To adjust the date and time manually, turn off Automatic date & time and
touch Set date / Set time to change the date and time.

» To adjust the time zone automatically, turn on Automatic time zone.

» To adjust the time zone manually, turn off Automatic time zone and touch
Select time zone to set the correct time zone.

» To adjust the time format, touch Use 24-hour format.

Changing ringtone and notification sound

You can customise the default incoming call ringtone and the default notification
sound.

1. Touch the Home key > ::: 2 Settings > Sound & notification.
2. Touch %¥ from General option.
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3. Touch Phone ringtone or Default notification ringtone.

4. Select the ringtone you want to use. Touch More Ringtones on the top of the
ringtone list to choose more audio files.

5. Touch OK.

NOTE:

See Set a Ringtone for a Contact for how to assign a special ringtone to an
individual contact.

Adjusting volume

1. Touch the Home key > @ > Settings > Sound & notification.

2. Touch %* from General option.

3. Drag the sliders below Alarm volume and Ring volume to adjust the volume
for each type of audio.

NOTE:

You can adjust the media volume when a media application is in use by pressing the
Volume key. If no media application is active, press the Volume key to adjust
ringtone volume (or the earpiece volume during a call).
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Using do not disturb mode

You can limit interruptions with Do not disturb mode. This mode silences your phone
so that it doesn't make sounds or vibrate when you don’t want it to.

To turn on Do not disturb mode:

1

Swipe down from the top of the screen with two fingers to access the Quick
Settings.

Touch & (Do not disturb).

Touch Total silence, Alarms only, or Priority only depending on whether you
want to allow exceptions. You can customize the exceptions when Priority
only is selected.

Touch Until you turn this off if you want to turn off Do not disturb mode
manually; touch 4+ or — to set the time before Do not disturb mode turns
off automatically.

Touch DONE.

NOTES:
Press and hold the Power key and touch & to turn on Alarms only quickly,
or touch 0 to turn on vibration.

Press the Volume key when no media application is active to show the volume
bar. Drag the slider to the left or keep pressing the Volume down key to turn on
vibration. Press the key again to turn on Alarms only.

To turn off Do not disturb mode quickly, press either end of the Volume key and
then touch END NOW when the screen is unlocked, or press and hold the

Power key and touch M.
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To set exceptions for Do not disturb mode (Priority only):
You can set reminders, events, and callers that you specify as exceptions when Do
not disturb mode is set to Priority only.

1. Touch the Home key > @ > Settings > Sound & notification > Do not
disturb > Priority only allows.

2. Turn on the switch next to the items you want to allow. Touch Messages or
Calls and set notifications from who can alert you to messages or calls.

NOTE:

When Repeat callers is switched on, you'll receive a notification if someone calls
you a second time within a 15 minute period, regardless of whether notifications from
that person receive priority status.

To set a Do not disturb rule:

If you want to allow all notification alerts through most of the time, but want to limit
alerts during certain times (like at night or on the weekends), you can set a rule for
Do not disturb mode.

1. Touch the Home key > ::: I Settings > Sound & notification > Do not
disturb > Automatic rules.

2. Touch Add rule.
3. Enter the rule name, select Time rule or Event rule, and touch OK.

4. Foratime rule, set the days, the start and end times, and set Do not disturb
mode. For an event rule, select a Google Calendar you want to make the rule
for, select the type of reply you want to use, and set Do not disturb mode.

NOTE:

To turn on or off a schedule, touch a rule to open its details screen and then touch
the on/off switch.
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Applying new wallpapers
You can set the wallpaper for the home screen and lock screen.

1. Touch and hold an empty place on the home screen and then touch
WALLPAPERS.

2. Slide left or right on the wallpaper panel to select a wallpaper or animation, or
touch My photos to choose the image you want to use as the wallpaper. Pinch
on the image to crop it if needed.

3. Touch Set wallpaper.
NOTE:
In addition, you can touch the Home key > @ > Settings > Display > Wallpaper

to pick an image from Gallery, Photos or Wallpapers, or an animation from Live
Wallpapers.

Changing screen brightness

1. Touch the Home key > @ > Settings > Display > Brightness level.
2. Drag the slider to manually adjust the screen brightness.

NOTE:

Your phone can automatically adjust the screen brightness for available light. Touch
Adaptive brightness in the Display settings screen to turn the feature on or off.

Protecting your phone with screen locks

You can protect your phone by creating a screen lock. When it is enabled, you need
to swipe up on the screen, draw a pattern or enter a numeric PIN or password to
unlock the phone’s screen and keys.
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1. Touch the Home key > @ > Settings > Security > Screen lock.
2. Touch None, Swipe, Pattern, Voice Unlock, PIN or Password.
» Touch None to disable the screen lock.

»  Touch Swipe to enable screen lock and allow unlocking with a ‘swipe'
gesture. You can unlock the screen by touching the display and sliding up.

» Touch Pattern to draw and redraw a pattern that you must draw to unlock
the screen.

» Touch Voice Unlock to speak a voice command to unlock the screen.
Touch PIN or Password to set a numeric PIN or a password that you must
enter to unlock the screen.

3. For Pattern, PIN, or Password lock, select how you want notifications and their
contents to show when the phone is locked. Then touch DONE.

NOTE:

Remember the pattern, PIN or password you set. Otherwise, you will have to
upgrade the phone software to use the phone.

Protecting your phone with encryption

You can encrypt all the data on your phone: your accounts, application data, music
and other media, downloaded information, and so on. If you do, you must draw an

unlock pattern, or enter a numeric PIN or a password each time you power on your
phone.

O warNING!
Encryption is irreversible. The only way to revert to an unencrypted phone is to
perform a factory data reset, which erases all your data.

Encryption provides additional protection in case your phone is stolen, and may be
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required or recommended in some organizations. Consult your system administrator

before turning it on. In many cases the pattern, PIN or password you set for

encryption is controlled by the system administrator.

Before turning on encryption, prepare as follows:

e Seta screen lock pattern, PIN or password.

e Charge the battery.

e Keep the phone connected to the charger.

e Schedule an hour or more for the encryption process: you must not interrupt it
or you will lose some or all of your data.

When you're ready to turn on encryption:
1. Touch the Home key > @ > Settings > Security > Encrypt phone.
2. Read the information about encryption carefully.
The ENCRYPT PHONE button is dimmed if your battery is not charged or your
phone's not plugged in.
If you change your mind about encrypting your phone, touch the Back key.
O viarniNG!
If you interrupt the encryption process, you will lose data.
3. Touch ENCRYPT PHONE.
4. Draw your screen lock pattern or enter your PIN or password, and touch NEXT.
5. Touch ENCRYPT PHONE again.
The encryption process starts. Encryption can take an hour or more, during which
time your phone may restart several times.
When encryption is completed, you're prompted to draw the unlock pattern, or enter
your PIN or password.

Subsequently you must draw your unlock pattern, or enter your PIN or password
each time you power on your phone in order to decrypt it.
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Protecting your phone with screen pinning

You can use the screen pinning feature to keep an app in view, so others cannot
switch to other apps or access your personal information.

Turn on screen pinning
1. Touch the Home key > @ > Settings > Security > Screen pinning.
2. Touch the On/Off switch.

3. If you want to ask for the unlock pattern, PIN or password hefore unpinning the
screen, switch on Ask for unlock pattern / PIN / password before unpinning
when the screen lock has been set.

Notification icons

The status bar at the top of the home screen provides notification icons on the left.
Below are some of the icons you may see.

Notifications report the arrival of new messages, calendar events, and alarms, as
well as ongoing events, such as when you are playing music. You can open the
notification panel to view the details of notifications.

e To open the notification panel, swipe your finger down from the top of the
screen.
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e To close the notification panel, swipe your finger up on the screen or touch the
Back key.

Respond to or remove a notification

In the notification panel, you can respond to a notification or remove the notifications.
The notification panel also supports expandable notifications that let you perform
additional actions right from the notification itself.

e Torespond to a notification, just touch it.

e Slide down with one finger to expand certain notifications. You can also swipe
two fingers vertically or pinch-zoom to expand or collapse certain notifications.

* Toremove a notification, swipe it left or right.
e To remove all notifications, touch "= below all the notifications.
e To manage notifications you have received, touch and hold a notification to

identify the application that created it. You can then touch o and enable
Block all to hide future notifications from this app, or enable Treat as priority
to show them when Do not disturb mode is set to Priority only.

NOTE:

If you block notifications for an app, you may miss its important alerts and updates.
The notifications of some apps cannot be blocked.

Use quick settings

The Quick Settings make it convenient to view or change the most common settings
for your phone.

To access the Quick Settings, open the notification panel and drag the panel
downwards, or swipe down from the top of the screen with two fingers.

You can find the following Quick Settings:
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Brightness: Drag the brightness slider to adjust the screen brightness.

Wi-Fi: Touch to turn on or off Wi-Fi. To open Wi-Fi settings, touch the Wi-Fi
network name. See Connecting to Wi-Fi.

Bluetooth: Touch to turn on or off Bluetooth. To open Bluetooth settings, touch
the word “Bluetooth”. See Connecting to Bluetooth Devices.

Do not disturb / Total silence / Alarms only / Priority only: Touch to turn on
Do not disturb mode and select an option. Touch again to turn off Do not disturb

mode. See Using Do Not Disturb Mode.

Mobile data: Touch to view the mobile data usage, enable or disable data
access over the mobile network, and access more settings.

Airplane mode: Touch to turn on or off flight mode.

Auto-rotate/Portrait: Touch to turn on or off the auto-rotate screen feature.
Flashlight: Touch to turn on or off the flashlight feature.

Location: Touch to turn location services on or off. See Location.

Audio profiles: Touch to select sound general settings.

NOTE:

In the Quick Settings screen, touch 2 atthe top to get to the Settings menu;

touch the battery icon to open the battery settings screen; touch to manage
users or switch between them.

Rearranging the primary shortcuts

The home screen includes a customisable primary shortcuts area at the hottom
visible from all home screens. You can keep at most four items in the primary
shortcuts area. Drag shortcuts or folders in or out of the area to rearrange it.

Entering text

You can enter text using the onscreen keyboard. Some apps open it automatically.
In others, you open it by touching where you want to type. Touch the Back key to
hide the onscreen keyboard. You can also enter text by speaking with the Google
voice typing feature.

Enable or disable input methods

1. Touch the Home key > @ > Settings > Language & input > Current
Keyboard.

2. Touch CHOOSE KEYBOARDS at the bottom.

3. Slide the switches beside the input methods to enable or disable them.

NOTE:
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Some default input methods may not be disabled.

Change input methods

1. When you use the onscreen keyboard to enter text, the icon
the status bar.

Android Keyboard

The Android Keyboard provides a layout similar to a desktop computer keyboard.
When screen auto-rotation is enabled, turn the phone sideways and the keyboard
will change from portrait to landscape. The landscape keyboard is not supported
in all applications.

2. Touch Gesture Typing and then touch Enable gesture typing if this feature is
turned off.

Google Voice typing uses the Google voice recognition service to convert speech to
text.

Opening and switching apps

Switch between recently opened apps

series of tabs. Slide up and down to see all the tabs.

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NOTE:

You carﬁwipe a tab sideways or touch X on the tab to remove it from the screen.
Touch "= to remove all tabs.

Uninstalling an app
1. Touch the Home key > @ open the application list screen.

2. Touch and hold an application icon and drag the icon to (] (Uninstall) at the
top of the screen.

3. Touch OK to uninstall the app.

Some pre-installed apps cannot be uninstalled.

To enable or disable data access:

2. Touch the CELLULAR > Cellular data switch to enable or disable mobile data
use.

To get data services when roaming:

1. Touch the Home key > D Settings > More > Cellular networks.
2. Touch the Data roaming switch if it is turned off.

NOTE:
Data roaming may incur significant roaming charges.

Select preferred network type

1. Touch the Home key > ::: I Settings > More > Cellular networks >
Preferred network type.

2. Touch the type of network you prefer to connect to.

Set access point names

To connect to the Internet you can use the default Access Point Names (APN). And
if you want to add a new APN, please contact the service provider to get the
necessary information.
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1. Touch the Home key > ::: I Settings > More > Cellular networks > Access
Point Names.

Using the microSD card as portable or internal storage

You can use your microSD card as portable storage when there's already content
such as your media and other files so that you don't lose them.

If your microSD card is new or doesn't have content you want to keep, you can also
set it up as an extension of the internal phone storage, and this requires formatting
that prevents the microSD card from working with other devices.

Set up the microSD card as portable storage
When you install a microSD card that has not been used on your phone before, the
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phone will mount the card as portable storage by default.

You can also open the notification panel and touch the microSD card name, select
Use as portable storage and then touch NEXT > DONE.

To remove the microSD card from your phone:

If you need to remove the microSD card used as portable storage while the phone is
on, you must unmount it first.

ID or the information about the caller that you've entered in the Contacts app. You
can answer or reject the call, or reject it with a text message.

Forward incoming calls

Call forwarding feature allows you to forward your incoming calls to another phone
number.

Call forwarding.

2. Touch an available option (Always forward, When busy, When unanswered,
or When unreachable) to enable it.

Set caller ID and call waiting

receives your outgoing call. Or check Call waiting to get notified of incoming
calls during a call.

Call barring feature allows you to forbid certain types of calls from your phone.

Set speed dials

You can touch and hold the 1 ~ 9 keys from the dialer to call the corresponding
speed dial number.

The number key 1 is reserved to speed dial your voicemail.

Use the stopwatch and countdown

Touch the Home key > ::: 2N Settings > Bluetooth. You can turn Bluetooth on
or off and configure your Bluetooth connections. See Connecting to Bluetooth
Devices.

Seizures/blackouts

Your phone can produce a bright or flashing light. A small percentage of people may
be susceptible to blackouts or seizures (even if they have never had one before)
when exposed to flashing lights or light patterns such as when playing games or
watching videos. If you have experienced seizures or blackouts or have a family
history of such occurrences, please consult a physician. To reduce the risk of
blackouts or seizures, you can use your phone in a well-lit room and take frequent
breaks.

Volume

Prolonged mobile phone use with a very high volume may
damage your hearing.

Radio frequency interference

General statement on interference

Care must be taken when using your phone in close proximity to personal medical
devices, such as pacemakers and hearing aids.

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Pacemakers

Pacemaker manufacturers recommend that a minimum separation of 15 cm be
maintained between a mobile phone and a pacemaker to avoid potential interference
with the pacemaker. To achieve this, use the phone on the opposite ear to your
pacemaker and do not carry it in a breast pocket.

Hearing aids

People with hearing aids or other cochlear implants may experience interfering
noises when using wireless devices or when one is nearby.

The level of interference depends on the type of the hearing device and the distance
from the interference source. Increasing the separation between them may
reduce the interference. You may also consult your hearing aid manufacturer to
discuss alternatives.

Medical equipment

Switch off your wireless device when you are requested to do so in hospitals,
clinics or health care facilities. These requests are designed to prevent possible
interference with sensitive medical equipment.

Aircraft

Switch off your wireless device whenever you are instructed to do so by airport or
airline staff.

Consult the airline staff about the use of wireless devices on board the aircraft and
enable flight mode of your phone when boarding an aircraft.
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Interference in vehicles

Please note that because of possible interference to electronic equipment,
some vehicle manufacturers forbid the use of mobile phones in their vehicles
unless a hands-free kit with an external antenna is included in the installation.

Explosive environments

Petrol stations and explosive atmosphere

In locations with potentially explosive atmosphere, obey all posted signs to turn off
wireless devices such as your phone or other radio equipment.

Areas with potentially explosive atmosphere include fueling areas, below decks on
boats, fuel or chemical transfer or storage facilities, and areas where the air contains
chemicals or particles, such as grain, dust, or metal powders.

Blasting caps and areas

Power off your mobile phone or wireless device when in a blasting area or in areas
where signs are posted to power off “two-way radios” or “electronic devices” to avoid
interfering with blasting operations.
