2. Observe comect polarities ( + & - poles ).

3. Insert one 9V battery

4, Replace battery door and tighten screw to secure.

2. Remove sail and apen unlocked battery door lock. Connect battery plug from watereraft and

drop battery into compariment. Replace battery door and you are set to go.
3. When placing 9.6V baltery, it is suggested to place it at a leaning angle for best fit.

4, Itis suggested youwait for 20 - 25 minutes afler use before recharging
the battery pack, This will give battery pack Ume to coal off.
5. Recharging a warm battery pack will shorten its life.
6. Keep away from fire or high temperature.
7. Do not charge leaking or damaged batteries.
8. Unplug battery pack when not In use.
9. Do net dispose battery pack in fire as this may cause an explosion and serous injury.

27.f the watercraft capsizes, take out all the batteries and dry them out completely,
espedially at the terminals. When the watercraft is dried completely, insert the
batteries as before and check the operation of both motor and transmitter
control before: replacing into the water.
28. Adult supervision is recammended, keep out of reach of very yourig children.
29, Children should be aware of the dangers associaled with playing near water.
30. Never attempt any repair as this may invalidate your guarantee.

- After playing, bring the boat to a dry place,remove the battedizs from the boat and the
transmitter, drain all the water
out of the hull, and dry the boat well before putting it away.

5. Is the battery weak or aut of power?
