- Avoid using vehide on wet surfaces or rain.

- Avoid using vehidle on sandy or dusty areas.

- Avoid using vehide for long periods under direct sunlight. Sunlight or excessive heat may damage sensitive /
electronic instruments,

- Store vehicle transmitter in dry cool places away from heaters or warm areas.

- Collision with hard surface may damage vehide.

- Vehide will not perform on thick carpet or dusty floors.

- Avoid running two vehicles of the same frequency { Purchase two vehicles with different frequendies instead.)
