Battery requirements

Vehicle : Nicd rechargeable battery pack (9.6V ).
Transmitter : 1 x 9V (006P , 6F22) size Batteries
Battery installation
Transmitter

1. Remove battery cover located at the underside
2. Insert 1 X 9V battery following the + /- marking
3. Replace battery cover.

Simple Steps To Power Your Vehicle

- Pull pins out from battery holder

- Unscrew both screw from battery holder

- Lift up battery holder and plug battery connector
- When disconnecting DO NOT PULL ON WIRES.

Charging Battery
Insert charger plug into suitable household outiet
Connect battery pack to charger clip
Charging time - First charge 7 hours {not more than 8 hours)

- Recharge 4 hours.
REMARKS : New battery packs need charging and a pack will be fully charged after 7 hours.
Extended charging does not improve or increase running time.
4 hours is required for recharging the battery. After charging, please disconnect battery pack and
unplug charger. Running time is between 20 - 30 minutés, but can vary from 10 - 20 minutes,
depending on the size, weight, speed of the vehicle and terrain
The vehicle will quit suddenly when power is completely utilised. Wait a few minutes for pack to cool
Remove from vehicle and then re-charge

CAUTION!

- Leakage may occur if battery is not used for an extended
period of ime.

- Be careful when disconnecting unit. Do not pull on wires.

- Too much force when disconnecting wire may cause
short circuit

- Itis suggested you wait for 20 - 25 minutes after use
before recharging the battery pack. This will give battery
pack time to cool off.

- Recharging a warm battery pack will shorten its life.

- Keep away from fire or high temperature.

- Do not charge leaking or damaged batteries.

- Unplug battery pack when not in use

- Do not dispose battery pack in fire as this may cause an explosion and serious injury.

- Dispose NICd batteries properly. Do not disassemble.

- You must always remove battery pack from the vehicle prior to charging

- The battery charger is not for any other use except as instructed

- Itis suggested that adults periodically check wires and plugs.

- Non-rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged

- Rechargeable batteries are to be removed from the toy being charged,

- Only batteries of the same or equivalent type as recommended are fo be used.

- Batteries are to be inserted with the correct polarity.

- Exhausted batteries are to be removed from the toy

- The supply terminals are not to be short-circuited

- The batteries should be recharged by adults only.

- Transformers used with the toy are to be regularly examined for damage to the cord, Plug, enclosure and other
parts, and that , in the event of such damage, the toy must not be used with this transformer until the damage
has been repaired.

- Running your vehicle for long periods of time can generate high heat levels, which causes wear
and tear of the motor and battery. To keep heat levels down, when your vehicle's battery power
dies, let it coo! for at least 10 minutes before installing new battery.

- The RC Toy car (receiver+transmitter) may change its timming level when it is interfered by other radio source
Please turn off the transmitter when it is not in playing in order to avoid sudden movement

MAINTENANCE AND CARE
- Never drive the vehicle on a wet floor, on sand, or in mud, rain or snow. These can damage it.
- Do not expose the vehicle to extreme temperatures.
- Be sure to remove the batteries from the vehicle and transmitter when storing the product away.
- To protect the vehicle's wheel mechanism from lint, thread, hair, and dust particles.
You can use a small brush, tweezers or tie a small bit of cloth to the tip of a toothpick, etc.,
and wipe off
- Always keep vehicle clean, use a dampened cloth to wipe off, and then wipe all the water off with
adry cloth. Never use chemicals to clean the product
- Keep this instruction manual carefully for future use
- Avoid holding the wheels when rotating, this will cause the electronic components short-circut,
overheating and will cause malfunction
- Charger used with the toy are to be regularly examined for damage to the cord, plug,
enclosure and other parts, and that, in the event of such damage, the toy must not be used
with this charger until the damage has been repaired

ONE FREQUENCY 3 CHANNELS:

1. Itallows three different cars with the same frequency to play at the same time.

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HELPFUL HINTS:

- |f vehide does not respond to the transmitter, move closer to the vehicle and try again.

- If vehicle starts to lose power. It may experience loss of performance ability.
If this happens, simply replace the battery pack

- If the vehicle moves slowly, try changing the batteries and check the wheel mechanisms for
lint, thread, hair or dust.

- When the transmitter range decreases, replace the battery in the controller.

- I someone uses a CB nearby, it might interfere with control of the car. If this happens, move
the car and transmitter away from the CB.
