Charging Battery

Insart charger plug into suitable housahold cutiat

Cennact battery pack to chargar dip

Charging time- First charge 7 hours [not more than 8 hours)
- Recharge 4 hours.

REMARKS : Mew battery packs need charging and a pack will ba fully charged after 7 hours

Extanded charging does not improve o incraasa running tima.

4 hours is required for recharging the battery. After charcing, please disconnect battery pack and

unglug charger. Aunning tme is batwean 15 - 20 minutes, but can vary from 10 - 20 minutes,

depandng on the size, weight, speed of the vahide and terain.

The vahicle will quit suddanly when powar is complately utlised. Wait a few minutes for pack to cool.

Hemeove from vehicle and than re-charge:

- If the wehicle moves slowly, fry changing the batterizs and chack the wheal mechanisms for
lint, thraad, hair or dust.

= When the transmitter range decreases, replace the battery in the controller.

- If somecna uses a CB nearby, it might inferfere with conirol of the car. if this happens, move
the car and transmitter away from the CB.
