Battery reguirements
Recommended to use alkafine balteries for best performance.
Vehicle : 4 x 1.5V (AA) size balteries.

Transmitter : 1 x OV (006P , 6F22) size battery.

Battery installation
Transmitter

1. Remove battery cover located at the back.

2. Insert 1 X 9V battery following the + /- marking,
3. Reptace battery cover.

Vehicle
- Turn the toggle to refease battery door.

- insert 4 X 1.8V{AA) batterles into the battery cartridge following the + /- marking.

- Lock up 1o secure battery cariridge in position.
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MAINTENANCE AND CARE

- Never drive the vehicle on a wet floor, on sand, or In mud, rain or snow.
These can damage it.

- Do not expose the vehicle o extreme temperatures.

- Be sure to remove the batteries from the vehicle and transmitter when
storing the product away.

- To protect the vehicle's wheel mechanism from lint, thread, hair, and dust
particles.You ¢an use a small brush, twsezers or tie a small bit of cloth to
ihe tip of a toothpick, etc., and wipe off.

- Always keep vehicle clean, use a dampened cloth to wipe off, and then wipe
all the water off with a dry cloth. Never use chemicals to clean the product.

- Keep this instruction manual carefully for future use.

- Avoid holding the wheels when rotating, this wilf cause the electronic
components to shont - circuit, overheat and cause malfunction.

HELPFUL HINTS

- If vehicle does not respond to the transmitter, move closer to the vehicle
and try again.

- Ifvehicie starts to lose power. It may experience loss of performance.

If this happens, simply replace with new bafteries.

- If the vehicle moves slowly, try changing the batteries and check the wheel
mechanisms for lint, thread, hair or dust. Remember the 9V in the conlrolier
will last longer than the 4 X1,5V(AA).

- When the transmitter range decreases, replace the battery in the controller.

- If someone uses a CB nearby, it might interfere with contro! of the car, If this
happens, move the ear and transmitter away from the CB.

CAUTION
- Do not apply a big shock to vehicte and transmitter.
- Do not play in thunderstorms,
- Do not touch the wheels when the switch is turned ON because it is
extremely dangerous.
- Do not leave the vehicle or transmitter near sources of heat or under
direct sunlight for long periods of time, which may damage sensitive
electronic instruments.
- Do not operate the vehicle near small children, because it can be very dangerous.
- Do not mix ofd and new batteries together. Do ot mix battery type or brands.
- Always select a safe place to play. Never drive your vehicle in the sireet.
- Non - rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged
- Rechargeable batteries are to be removed from the toy being charged.
- Rechargeable batteries are only to be charged under adult supervision.
- Cnly batteries of the same or equivalent type as recommended are to be used.
- Batteries are to be inseried with the correct polarity.
- Exhausted batteries are to be removed from the toy.
- The supply terminals are not to be shon circuited.
