Transmitter

1. Remaove battery cover located at the back.
2. Insest 1 X 9V hattery following the + /- marking.
3. Replace batiery cover.
Vehicle

- Tum the toggle fo release batlery cariddge.

- Insert 4 X 1.5V(AA) batieries inlo the batlery cariridge following the + /- marking.

Tumn switch to "ON" position for power. You are set to run!

- Place loaded battery carlridge on the underside of vehicle following the + /- marking.

- Loek up lo sscure batiery cantridge in posifion.

NMAINTENANCE AND CARE

- Wever dhive the vehisle on a wet fioor, on sand, or in mud, rain or snow.
These can damage it.

- Do not expose the vehicle to extreme temperatures.

- Be sure to remove the betierles from the vehidle and transmitler when
storing the product away.

- To protect the vehice's whee! mechanism from fint, thread, hair, and dust
parlicles.You can use a small brush, iweezers or tie a small bit of ¢loth to
the tip of a toothpick, ets., and wipe off,

- Phways keep vehicle clean, use a dampened cloth to wipe off, and then wipe
all the water off with a dry cloth. Mever use chemicals o ¢lean fhe product.
