Charging the battery

This device has an internal, rechargeable battery.

1. Plug the charger cable into the speaker.

2. Connect the charger to a USB power source. The red indicator light will display during charging

If charging does not start, disconnect the charger plug it in again, and retry. Charging the battery fully may
take up to 2 hours.

3. When the battery is fully charged, the red indicator light will turn green. Disconnect the charger from the
USB power source and the speaker. The fully charged battery has power for up to 5-8 hours of talk-time or
up to 120 hours of standby time. However, the talk and standby times may vary when used with different
devices, settings, and environments.

For Aucxiliary input plug in the 2in1 USB charging & audio cable to the Micro USB charging
port in the back of the speaker and plug the 3.5mm audio cable tip into your music device.
A voice prompt will signal that the connection is successful.
