HOW TO USE
THE SELF-TIMER

This feature has two important uses.
Primarily it allows the person taking
the picture to appear in it himself. The
built in sell-timer can be engaged
either before or after the shutter is
cocked by moving the synchro pointer
or lever at the side of the shutter to the : y - .
letter “V." When the body release - ey
lever is pressed, there will be a delay of aboul six. seconds before the shutler trips.
TI“:EElf:l“ET can be moved from “V"™ at any time before or after the shutter has been
cocked.

Another important application of the sell-limer s in the use of slow shutter speeds
when no tripod is handy and Lthe camera cannot be satisfactorily hand held. Set the
shuller as desired, set the sell-timer lever at V" and press the body release. The
six seconds elapsing before the shuller trips can be used to brace the camern with
both hands against some nearby solid object.,

If the synchronizer lever has been accidentally set ot “V,” it can be moved to
either X" or “"M" at any time, either before or alter the shutter has been cocked.
The shutter can be sot and cocked in any soquence you choosa, It does not matter
whether you sel the synchro lever before or after cocking.

FLASH SYNCHRONIZATION

When the pointler is sel at “V,” flash synchronization produced is the same as
that for the “X" setting. See page 28.

CABLE RELEASE

An accessory cable releare can be used
at any speed. [t is particularly useful
to avoid camera movement when slow
apeeds are used. Any standard Euro-
pean or American made cable release
will fit. When using slow shutter
apeeds, be sure the camera is on a tripod
or any other steady support.

USING SLOW SPEEDS
The B (Bulb setting) is for long exposures. Cock the shutier, press the Ih-ud:.r relense
lever to the right and hold it there, The shutter will remain open until the Irelr:um
lever is freed. Use B and the slower speeds such as 1, 1/2, 1/4, 1/8, 115 and 1/30 only
when the camera is on a solid support such as a Graflex Speed Tripod. "The use of a
cable release will further eliminate the possibility of camera vibration. NOTE: Since
the use of a cable release will prevent the tripping of the double exposure interlock,
see next page for releasing the film to permit winding it forward to the next frame.

TIME EXPOSURES

For time exposures—exposures of several seconds or more—use the B setting
described above with a coble release as dirccted. A TBI cable reloase is a speeial
type of cable release which can be locked down to hold the shutter open for long
exposurcs, Your Graflex dealer ean supply this specinl release for you, TMPOR-
TANT: When a cable release has been used, the film transport will remain locked.

For special coffects, often deacribed in photographic
books and articles in photographic magazines it may
be desirable Lo make two or more exposures withoul
advancing the film. It is usually best to lock the cam-
era on a firm support so that the images will be prop-
erly located on the film. Use a cable release (rather
than the body release) to trip the shutter each time
after it has been cocked. Make as many exposures as
you wish Lo in this manner, After all exposures hawve
boen moade, unlock the lm winding mechanism by

following stops given in paragraph on FILM LOCK
RELEASE, below.

FILM LOCK RELEASE

MOTE: When the shutter is tripped with a cable release or directly with the shutler
release lever under the guard, the film winding mechanism which is a part of the
double exposure preventive device will still be locked. T'o unlock the film transport
mechanism: (1) Cock the shutter and hold lever down while (2) pulling right on
the body release lever. (3) Allow body release lever to return to normal and (4) re-
move pressure from the cocking lever. It will stay cocked and then the film can
then be wound forward with the film winding knob.

FLASH LAMP FAILURE

In the event that a flash lamp may fail Lo fire and Lthe seene Lo be photographed does
nol contain any brilliantly illuminated arcas such as lamp bulbs, candles, windows
with daylight visible, ete., it is generally safe to make another exposure on Lthe same
piece of film. Follow instructions above for intentional double exposure.
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SETTING
THE
DIAPHRAGM

The right combination
of shutter speed and
lens opening 18 most
important. You will find

excellent exposure in-

formation in the in-
struction sheet packed
with the film. Use it
carclully, since it is an
accurate, dependable
guide.
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The lens opening is controlled by the diaphragm
within the lens and is measured in “'[fatops.’” The
larger the fistop number, the smaller the dia-
phragm opening and the less light admitted to the
film, and vice versa. (The opening 8 lets in twice
as much light as 11; 5.6 twice as much as 8, and
g0 on.} T'o set, simply move the diaphragm lever
until the red line of its pointer lines up with the
index line opposite the ffstop number you select.

HOTE: Lens aperture, fliuphru[;nll opening, stop
opening, flatop, ffnumber and similar phrases are
often used synonymously (although inaceurately).

Any change in the diaphragm setting requires a
compensaling change in the shutter speed if identi-
enl oxposure is to be obtained. For example, /8
changed to ff11 requires the change in shutter
speed from 1/80th of a second to 1/30th, unless

different exposure is desired.

When photographing dark areas, subject matter in the shade or in dall light, use a
larger dinphragm oponing.

Be sure Lo consult the film
manufacturer’s instruction sheet before taking pictures under these conditions,

The film manufaclurers’ instruction sheel
may suggest the use of a Alter for correct
color balance. These are recommended for
best color roproduction, but acceptable re-
gults are often obtained without the use of
such filters,

Be sure to check shutter
speed and synchro seiling
lever before shooting.

When you choose a shutter speed, vou will be guided by the action, if any, that
the film must record. The following sugpgestions are given to help you to obtain good
reaults. The shutter apeeds suggested will stop the action indicated.

LITTLE OR NO ACTIONMN
Portraits, Groups and Children Playing Quietly.

A shutter apeed of 1/60 will be quite satisfactory and will enable you to use a
[airly small diaphragm in order to obtain gencrous degth of field. If a slower
shutter apeed must be used in order Lo oblain inereased depth of field, be sure
to place the camera on a tripod or other firm support.

ACTIONM, EXCEPT SPORTS
Groups and Individuals Moving about Unhurriedly.

A shuller speed of 1/125 should stop this motion adequately. This may possibly
reduine o lﬂ?ﬂ' dinphragm opening and, Ltherefore, the subjecta will have to be
grouped within a more limited or confined depih of field area.

ACTION—FAST

Sports and Children at Play

These types of pictures generally require a shutter speed of 1/300, in order to
atop the action. Even so, it may be advisable to shoot when movement of the
subject reaches n paak of action, such as the top of a jump in n basketball game,
The use of electronic flash at this speed will also help you to “freeze™ action.

FITTING TO CAMERA

Graflash units connect divectly to the Graphic 35 cam-
ern without cords or special mounts. Insgert the fool
of the flash unit into t.h_l:l CATNETR ﬂ:hm’.l (located on the
top of the camera) moving the unit forward as far as
it will go freely.

Obtain two ]:renﬂght batteries identified for photo-
graphic uso, n the slotted serow altuching the
outer case cover with a coin or finger tips. Remove
the plate exposing the interior. Install the batteries
olserving the arrows conveniently imprinted into the
inner portion of Che case. Always insert the batteries
s0 that the contact or top end is inserted in the direc-
tion of the arrow which will be behind it. Replace
cover and Hghten down.

GRAFLASH BC UNITS

Loosen the large serew on Lhe side plate wilth a
amall coin or finger Lips.

Apply pressure
to Lhe top at the same time pulling forward slightly (see illustration). This will allow

IMSERTING AND REMOVING LAMPS—

The M2 lamp has a pinles base and does nol have
to be turned or aligned in any special way, Merely
press the base of the lamp into the reflector socket
until it locks in place. To eject, simply pugh the ejector
button on the back of the reflector.

CHECKING

It is good practice to check Lhe equipment From time
to tima for batlery strenglh H!‘Iﬂ continuity of the
circuit. For this obtain from your photo dealer a
suilable test lamp. Fit the lnmp into the Graflash
reflector sockel as deseribed abowve, With the camera
unloaded or with the lens covered trip once or twice
at a slow shutter specd. Each time that the shutter
is tripped the lamp should glow momentarily. Bat-

constant  resulis, We rocommend replocement of

The best piclures are thaas
which tell a singls simple story.

Check the bockground to
make sure thal there s no
distrncting material such as
a hranch or a telephone pole
which appears to grow out
of the head or shoulders of
your subject. Horizontal lines
such as the elapboards or
ghingles on o house can be
distracting. When pholo-
graphing pets or children the
camoera should be held at or
below their lovel.

Getl your subject Lo relax.
Try Lo have him doing some-
thing, besides looking at you.
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QOUT OF DOOR PORTRAITS - Side lighting and back lighting of the
subject will be found helplul in the making of morae inleresting pie-
turos, Opon shade will be most helpfal in the moking of Aner por-
teaite, but be gure thal your subjects face will reccive light re-
flected from surrounding areas so that there will
be no dark areas. Since exposure will have Lo be
increased conaiderably even in the apen shade

SHARP PICTURES ARE OF UTMOST IMPORTANCE —Be sure Lhat Lhe
subject is properly focused. Hold the camera motionless when mak-
ing the exposure, Even though the design of Graphic 35 i almost
positive assurance agninst camera movement when making the
oxpoaure, be sure that the body release lever is
pulled or squeezed slowly to the right when
making the exposure. Jubbing at it will cause
camers movemant. Hold your breath for the
inatant the exposure is made and you will be
rewarded with clearer sharper pictures,

FILTERS are alwaye helpful in the making of betler piclures. The film
manufacturcrs instruction shest will give you information concern-
ing the type of Glter recommaended for a given film under various
conditions, Your Graflox Dienlor can supply you with suitable Glters.

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CARE OF THE CAMERA

You have purchased a fine camera, carefully designed, produced, and
tested. It should give vou long and most satisfactory service. Protect it
from dust and dirt and avoid rough handling. It is a good idea to keep
the camera in the carrying case with the cover fully closed when the
camera is not in use or when it is carried in dusty areas.

Do not attempt to make any repairg to the shutter. Never attempt to
oil a camera shutter. The shutter has many small parts, and if it should
need attention, be sure to turn it over to a competent camera mechanic.
Your Graflex Dealer can be of service in this respect. Remember that
on general principles it is a good idea to have the shutter checked over
every fow years to keep it in tip-top shape.

The surface of the lens has received a special hard coating which will
refluce internal reflections and help make clearer, brighter color trans-
parencies and black and white negatives. The lens can be cleaned by
using a camel’s hair brush or lens tissue, moistened with a drop or two
of lens cleaner. Do not apply the lens cleaner to the surface of the lens
itself, When cleaning the lens, wipe it with smooth, easy motions but
do not scrub it.
