Pairing Your Headset with a Bluetooth Mobile Phone

1) Ensure the headset is off.

2) To activate the pairing mode, press and hold the headset's MFB for 8 seconds without
releasing your finger until its status indicator flashes blue and red alternately.

3) Activate your mobile phone's Bluetooth, search Bluetooth devices, select "MusicBAND 807"
and enter the passcode “0000". when the pairing is completed, the headset's status indicator
will flash blue rapidly 5 times and you can hear a long beep.

If the pairing cannot be completed within 3 minutes after the pairing mode has been activated,

the headset's status indicator will flash blue rapidly 5 times and you can hear 3 short beeps.

Then the headset turns off. Repeat steps 1 to 3 to pair both devices again.
