Recharging the batteries

This is useful for 
recording during interviews or when 
making an open-air recording so that you 
will not miss an opportunity to start 
recording.

• microSD card: A microSD (FAT16) card 
smaller than 2 GB and a microSDHC 
(FAT32) card from 4 GB to 32 GB are 
supported.

A memory card of 64 MB or less is not 
supported.

In this manual, M2™ and microSD cards 
are generally referred to as a “memory 
card.”
The M2™/microSD card slot is referred to 
as the “memory card slot.”
Due to the file system specifications of the 
IC recorder, you can record and play back 
an LPCM file smaller than 2 GB, and an 
MP3/LPEC/WMA/AAC-LC file smaller 
than 1 GB using a memory card.

You can record up to 4,074 files on an M2™ 
media.

P Note
Operations of all types of compatible memory 
cards are not guaranteed.

To insert a memory card
Before recording, be sure to copy all the 
data stored on the memory card to your 
computer and format the memory card on 
the IC recorder (page 108) so it contains no 
data.

1 Open the cover of the memory card slot 
in the stop mode.

2 Insert an M2™ or microSD card, in the 
direction shown in the illustration on 
page 47, securely to the end of the slot 
until it clicks into place. Then close the 
cover.

To remove a memory card
Push the memory card into the slot. When it 
pops out, remove it from the memory card 
slot.

Structure of folders and files
5 folders are created in a memory card in 
addition to those in the built-in memory.
The structure of folders and files is 
somewhat different from that of the built-in 
memory (page 112).

P Notes
• Do not insert or remove a memory card 

during recording/playback/formatting. 
Doing so may cause a malfunction of the IC 
recorder.

• Do not remove a memory card while the “액
세스 중...” animation appears in the display 
window. Doing so may damage the data.

• If a memory card is not recognized, remove 
it and then insert it into the IC recorder 
again.

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• Close the cover of the memory card slot 
firmly. Also, do not insert any liquid, metal, 
flammable or any object other than a 
memory card into the slot.

• The VOR function (page 45) may not work, 
depending on the kind of telephone or the 
line condition.

• We assume no responsibility whatsoever for 
any inconvenience, even if you cannot 
record a conversation using the IC recorder.

Recording from other 
equipment

You can make music files without using the 
computer by recording sound from other 
equipment connected to the IC recorder.

z Tips
• Before you start recording, we recommend 

you make a trial recording first.
• If the input level is not strong enough, 

connect the headphone jack (minijack, 
stereo) of other equipment to the 
m (microphone) jack of the IC recorder and 
adjust the volume level on the piece of 
equipment connected to the IC recorder.

• Depending on the piece of equipment 
connected to the IC recorder, the 
synchronized recording function may not 
operate properly due to a difference in the 
audio input level.

Monitoring the recording

If you connect the supplied stereo 
headphones (for ICD-SX713 only) or stereo 
headphones for noise canceling (for 
ICD-SX813 only) to the i (headphone) 
jack, you can monitor the recording. You 
can adjust the monitoring volume by 
pressing VOLUME –/+, but the recording 
level is fixed.

P Note
When the cord of the headphones touches the 
IC recorder while you are monitoring the 
recording, the IC recorder may record a 
rustling noise. The rustling noise can be 
reduced by holding the cord away from the IC 
recorder.

Changing the Playback Settings

Convenient playback 
methods

Listening with better sound 
quality
• To listen with the headphones:

Connect the supplied stereo headphones 
(for ICD-SX713 only) or the supplied 
stereo headphones for noise canceling 
(for ICD-SX813 only) to the 
i (headphone) jack. The built-in speaker 
will be automatically disconnected.

• To listen from an external speaker:
Connect an active or passive speaker (not 
supplied) to the i (headphone) jack.

Quickly locating the point you 
wish to start playback (Easy 
search)
When “간편 검색” is set to “켬” (page 100) 
in the menu, you can quickly locate the 
point at which you wish to start playback by 
pressing > or . on the control button 
repeatedly during playback.
You can go back approx. 3 seconds by 
pressing . on the control button once, or 
advance approx. 10 seconds by pressing 
> on the control button once. This 

function is useful for locating a desired 
point in a long recording.

Searching forward/backward 
during playback (Cue/Review)
• To search forward (Cue):

Press and hold > on the control button 
during playback and release it at the point 
you wish to resume playback.

• To search backward (Review):
Press and hold . on the control button 
during playback and release it at the point 
you wish to resume playback.

The IC recorder searches at slow speed with 
playback sound. This is useful to check one 
word forward or back. Then, if you press 
and hold the button, the IC recorder starts to 
search at higher speed.

z When files are played back to the 
end of the last file

• When you play back or fast play back to the 
end of the last file, “FILE END” lights up for 
approx. 5 seconds.

• When “FILE END” and the operation 
indicator go off, the IC recorder will stop at 
the beginning of the last file.
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• If you press and hold . on the control 
button while “FILE END” is lit, the files are 
played back rapidly, and normal playback 
will start at the point you release the button.

• If the last file is long and you wish to start 
playback at a later part of the file, press and 
hold > on the control button to go to the 
end of the file, and then press . on the 
control button while “FILE END” is lit to go 
back to the desired point.

• For files other than the last one, go to the 
beginning of the next file and play backward 
to the desired point.

Selecting a recording date 
from the calendar and 
playing back

You can play back a file recorded using the 
IC recorder by searching for it from the 
calendar.

1 Select the (Display) tab t “달력” in 
the menu, and then press N/ENT.

The calendar appears after the “액세스 

중...” animation, and the current date 
will be selected.

2 Press . or > on the control button 
to select a date, and then press N/ENT.

The underline is displayed at the date 
where a recorded file exists.

You can move to the previous week or 
the following week of the date by 
pressing v or V on the control button.

Reducing noise in the 
playback sound and making 
the human voice clearer – 
the noise cut function

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Using the Noise Canceling Function

(for ICD-SX813 only)

About noise canceling
The internal microphone embedded in the 
stereo headphones for noise canceling picks 
up ambient noise. The IC recorder 
generates an antiphase sound wave against 
this ambient noise to reduce it. The noise 
canceling function can reduce unwanted 
ambient noise, especially in a vehicle such 
as an airplane, train, bus, etc., allowing you 
to enjoy music at a low volume.

P Notes
• If the supplied stereo headphones for noise 

canceling are not used properly, the effect of 
the noise canceling function may be 
degraded. To make the most of the function, 
use the correct size earbuds to fit your ears 
and insert the stereo headphones for noise 
canceling into your ears snugly.

• Rubbing noises may occur while wearing 
stereo headphones for noise canceling. It is 
not a malfunction.

• The noise canceling function mainly reduces 
ambient noise in the low frequency bands 
and has less effect on ambient noise in the 
higher frequency bands, such as speaking 
voices and ringing tones. It has no effect on 
certain sounds.

• Do not cover the microphone part of the 
stereo headphones for noise canceling with 
your hands, etc., otherwise the noise 
canceling function may not work.

• You may hear a slight noise when the noise 
canceling function is active. This is 
operational noise of the noise canceling 
function and not a malfunction.

• You may feel the noise canceling function 
does not work or noise is louder in a quiet 
environment or certain noises may not be 
canceled as effectively as others. In this case, 
release the noise canceling function.

• Mobile phones may affect noise. In that case, 
keep the IC recorder away from mobile 
phones.

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Troubleshooting

Troubleshooting

Before taking the IC recorder for repair, check the following sections. Should any problem 
persist after you have made these checks, consult your nearest Sony dealer.
Please note that recorded files may be deleted during service or repair work.

Symptom Remedy

Noise is heard. • An object, such as your finger, etc., accidentally rubbed or 
scratched the IC recorder during recording so that noise was 
recorded.

• The IC recorder was placed near an AC power source, a 
fluorescent lamp or a mobile phone during recording or playback.

• The plug of the connected microphone is dirty. Clean the plug.
• The plug of the connected headphones is dirty. Clean the plug.
• Noise may be heard during recording pause of an MP3 file, VOR 

recording, or synchronized recording.
• Noise canceling function is set in a quiet place (for ICD-SX813 

only). Noise tends to be more noticeable in a quiet place or 
depending on the noise type. Release noise canceling function 
(page 73). Furthermore, the supplied stereo headphones for noise 
canceling are designed for fairly high sensitivity to maximize the 
effectiveness of noise canceling in noisy places, such as outside or 
in a train. For this, you may hear white noise in a quiet place even 
if you release noise canceling.
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You cannot charge the 
batteries by connecting the 
IC recorder to your 
computer.

• When you connect the IC recorder to a computer which is not 
running, the batteries will not be charged.

• Even if the computer is on, and the computer is in a mode of 
reduced operation (standby or sleep), you cannot charge the 
batteries.

• “USB 충전” is set to “끔” in the menu. To charge the batteries 
using your computer, set it to “켬” (page 107).

• Disconnect the IC recorder from your computer and reconnect it.
• Operation is not guaranteed if you use any system requirements 

other than those described on page 131.

The charging indicator is not 
displayed or disappears in 
the middle of charging.

• Rechargeable batteries have not been inserted, or batteries other 
than rechargeable batteries (alkaline batteries, manganese 
batteries, etc.) have been inserted.

• Rechargeable batteries have been inserted with incorrect polarity.
• Rechargeable batteries other than NH-AAA have been inserted.
• The rechargeable batteries have deteriorated. Replace the old 

rechargeable batteries with new ones.
• The USB connecting cable is not connected properly.
• “USB 충전” is set to “끔” in the menu. To charge the batteries 

using your computer, set it to “켬” (page 107).
• While playing back files using the built-in speaker, you cannot 

charge the batteries.

The IC recorder cannot be 
turned off.

• Slide the POWER/HOLD switch in the direction of “POWER” for 
more than 2 seconds when the IC recorder is stopped (page 15).

The IC recorder cannot be 
turned on.

• The power to the IC recorder is off. Slide the POWER/HOLD 
switch in the direction of “POWER” for more than 1 second 
(page 15).

• The batteries have been inserted with incorrect polarity (page 12).

Symptom Remedy
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The IC recorder is powered 
off automatically.

• When the IC recorder is in the stop mode and you leave the IC 
recorder without attempting an operation for a certain length of 
time, the auto power off function will take effect. (The length of 
time before auto power off is set to “10분” when you purchase the 
IC recorder.) You can select the length of time before auto power 
off takes effect in the menu (page 107).

The IC recorder does not 
operate correctly.

• Take out the batteries and insert them again.

It takes a long time for the IC 
recorder to start.

• If the IC recorder is required to process a large amount of data, it 
may take longer for the IC recorder to start. This is not a 
malfunction of the IC recorder. Wait until the start-up display 
disappears.

The IC recorder does not 
operate.

• You may have formatted the memory of the IC recorder using the 
computer. Use the IC recorder formatting function to format the 
memory (page 108).

The IC recorder does not 
operate, even if you press 
any button.

• The batteries are weak (page 14).
• The power to the IC recorder is off. Slide the POWER/HOLD 

switch in the direction of “POWER” for more than 1 second 
(page 15).

• The HOLD function is activated. Slide the POWER/HOLD switch 
in the center direction (page 11).

No sound comes from the 
speaker.

• The volume is turned down completely (page 26).
• Headphones are plugged in (page 58).

Sound comes from the 
speaker even when the 
headphones are plugged in.

• If you plug in the headphones not securely during playback, the 
sound may come from the speaker. Unplug the headphones, and 
then insert them securely.

The operation indicator does 
not light.

• “LED” is set to “끔.” Display the menu and set “LED” to “켬” 
(page 104).

Symptom Remedy
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The “메모리가 초과되었습
니다.” animation is 
displayed and you cannot 
start recording.

• The memory is full. Erase some of the files (page 31) or erase all 
the files after you store them on the other memory media or on 
your computer.

The “파일이 초과되었습니
다.” animation is displayed 
and you cannot operate the 
IC recorder.

• 199 files have been recorded in the selected folder ( ) or 4,074 
files (when there are 21 folders) in total have been recorded. 
Therefore you cannot record another file, or move a file. Erase 
some of the files (page 31) or erase all the files after you store 
them on the other memory media or on your computer.

You cannot record a file. • The remaining memory capacity is insufficient.
• You cannot record a file when you select a folder in the playback-

only area (the (Music) tab and the (Podcast) tab).

The playback volume is low. • The volume is turned down completely. Press VOLUME –/+ to 
adjust the volume (page 26).

• The recording scene is set to  (음성 메모). Select a recording 
scene depending on the current situation (page 34).

• “녹음 레벨” is set to “낮음 ” or “낮음(음악) .” Set it to 
“높음 ,” “중간 ,” or “높음(음악) ” (page 95).

• When you set “녹음 레벨” is set to “수동 ,” adjust the 
recording level manually using . or > on the control button 
(page 39).

• If it is difficult to hear small sound of a recorded file, set “V-UP” 
to “최대” or “중간” (page 61). Playback sound may become more 
audible.

The input sound is distorted. • The sound source has parts that are too loud. Set “LIMITER” to 
“켬” in the menu (page 96).

Symptom Remedy
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You cannot add a recording 
or an overwrite recording.

• “추가/덮어씀” is set to “끔” in the menu. Set “추가/덮어씀” to 
“추가” or “덮어씀” (page 96).

• The remaining memory capacity is insufficient. The overwritten 
part will be deleted after the overwriting part finishes recording. 
Therefore, you can only overwrite within the remaining recording 
time.

• You cannot add or overwrite a recording to a file which was not 
recorded using the IC recorder.

• You cannot add or overwrite a recording to a file in a folder in the 
playback-only area (the (Music) tab and the (Podcast) tab).

Recording is interrupted. • The VOR function is activated. Set “VOR” to “끔” in the menu 
(page 45).

The VOR function does not 
work.

• During manual recording and synchronized recording, the VOR 
function does not work.

When recording from other 
equipment, the input level is 
too strong or not strong 
enough.

• Connect the headphone jack of other equipment to the 
m (microphone) jack of the IC recorder and adjust the volume 
level on the piece of equipment connected to the IC recorder.

Symptom Remedy
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Noise canceling function is 
not effective (for 
ICD-SX813 only).

• The noise canceling function is disabled. Set “켬/끔” of “노이즈 
캔슬” to “켬” (page 73). When the noise canceling function is 
active, “ ” appears in the display window.

• You are using headphones other than the supplied ones. Use the 
supplied stereo headphones for noise canceling.

• The supplied stereo headphones for noise canceling are not being 
used properly. Change the size of the earbuds or adjust the earbud 
position to fit your ears snugly and comfortably (page 72). If you 
change the size of earbuds, turn to install them firmly on the 
headphones to prevent from detaching and remaining in your ears 
(page 9).

• The microphone sensitivity is not properly adjusted. The IC 
recorder is adjusted at the factory to maximize the effect of the 
noise canceling function. However, you may attain more 
effectiveness by heightening or lowering the sensitivity of the 
microphone embedded in the supplied stereo headphones for noise 
canceling. Readjust the noise canceling effect (page 75).

• The IC recorder is used in a quiet place. Noise tends to be more 
noticeable in a quiet place or depending on the noise type.

• The selected digital filter is not suitable for reducing ambient 
noise at the location. Set “환경 선택” to the most suitable setting 
for the location (page 74).

Noise is generated when 
connecting or disconnecting 
the stereo headphones (for 
ICD-SX813 only).

• Make sure to remove the stereo headphones for noise canceling 
from your ears before you connect or disconnect the stereo 
headphones from the headphone jack of the IC recorder. If the 
stereo headphones are connected or disconnected from the IC 
recorder during play back, or while the noise canceling function is 
active, noise may be generated. This is not a malfunction.

Playback sound becomes 
loud unexpectedly.

• “V-UP” is set to “최대” or “중간.” Set it to “끔” (page 61).

Symptom Remedy
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Playback speed is too fast or 
too slow.

• The playback speed is adjusted in DPC. Slide the DPC(SPEED)/
KEY CTRL switch to “OFF” or press . or > on the control 
button to adjust the speed in DPC again (page 63).

You cannot divide a file. • You need a certain amount of free space in the memory to divide a 
file.

• 199 files have been recorded in the selected folder ( ). Erase 
some of the files (page 31) or erase all the files after you store 
them on the other memory media or on your computer.

• Because of the system limitations, you may not be able to divide a 
file at the very beginning or at the very end of the file.

• You cannot divide files other than those recorded using the IC 
recorder (e.g., a file transferred from a computer).

The memory card is not 
recognized.

• Since the memory card may contain image data or other files, the 
memory required for creating initial folders is insufficient. Use 
Windows 탐색기, Macintosh desktop, or other tools to erase 
unwanted files or initialize the memory card on the IC recorder.

• Switch the memory media of the IC recorder to “메모리 카드” 
(page 49).

Symptom Remedy
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Troubleshooting
The remaining time 
displayed in the display 
window is shorter than that 
displayed in the supplied 
Sound Organizer software.

• The IC recorder requires a certain amount of memory for system 
operation. That amount is subtracted from the remaining time, 
which is the reason for the difference.

The battery life is short. • The battery life on page 136 is based on playback with the volume 
level set to 20. The battery life may shorten depending on the 
operation of the IC recorder.

There is no battery power 
remaining after you have left 
the batteries inserted for long 
time without using the IC 
recorder.

• Even if you do not use the IC recorder, the batteries are consumed 
slightly. If you do not intend to use the IC recorder for an 
extended period of time, it is recommended that you turn the 
power off (page 15) or remove the batteries. Moreover, if you set

“ ” or “ ” is 
flashing instead of the 
battery indicator.

• The environmental temperature is out of the range for charging. 
Charge the batteries in an environment with a temperature of 5 °C 
- 35 °C.

Symptom Remedy
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The battery life of the 
rechargeable batteries is 
short.

• You are using the rechargeable batteries in an environment with a 
temperature of under 5 °C. Charge the batteries in an environment 
with a temperature of 5 °C - 35 °C.

• The IC recorder has not been used for a certain time. Charge and 
discharge the rechargeable batteries using the IC recorder several 
times.

• Replace the old rechargeable batteries with new ones.
• The battery indicator is displayed only for a short time, however, 

the rechargeable batteries are not charged completely. It takes 
about 4 hours to fully charge exhausted batteries.

Menu does not reflect the 
change in settings.

• If the batteries are removed just after the menu setting is changed, 
or the menu setting is changed using “IC 레코더 설정” of the 
Sound Organizer software with the exhausted batteries inserted, 
the menu setting may not function.

A character in a folder or file 
name is displayed in 
unreadable characters.

• The IC recorder cannot support or display some special characters 
and symbols that are entered on a computer using Windows 탐색
기 or the Macintosh desktop.

The “액세스 중...” 
animation display does not 
disappear.

• If the IC recorder is required to process excessive amount of data, 
the animation may be displayed for an extended period of time. 
This is not a malfunction of the IC recorder. Wait until the 
message disappears.

It takes a long time to copy a 
file.

• If the file size of a file is large, it takes a considerable time to 
finish copying. Wait until the copying is finished.

The transferred files are not 
displayed.

• The IC recorder can recognize up to 8 levels of folders transferred 
to the IC recorder.

• If files are incompatible, other than an LPCM(.wav)/MP3(.mp3)/
LPEC(.msv)/WMA(.wma)/AAC-LC(.m4a) file that the IC 
recorder supports, they may not be displayed. See page 132.

Symptom Remedy
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Troubleshooting
The IC recorder is not 
recognized by your 
computer.
A folder/file cannot be 
transferred from your 
computer.

• Disconnect the IC recorder from your computer and reconnect it.
• Do not use a USB hub or USB extension cable other than the 

supplied USB connecting cable. Connect the IC recorder to your 
computer using the supplied USB connecting cable.

• Operation is not guaranteed if you use any system requirements 
other than those described on page 131.

• Depending on the USB port position, the IC recorder may not be 
recognized. If this happens, try another port.

The file transferred from 
your computer cannot be 
played back.

• The file format may differ from those that can be played back 
using the IC recorder (LPCM(.wav)/MP3(.mp3)/LPEC(.msv)/
WMA(.wma)/AAC-LC(.m4a)). Check the file name (page 132).

The computer cannot start. • If you reboot the computer with the IC recorder connected to the 
computer, the computer may freeze or may not start properly. 
Disconnect the IC recorder from the computer and reboot the 
computer again.

Symptom Remedy
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Sound Organizer
Refer to the help files of the Sound Organizer software, too.

Symptom Cause/Remedy

The Sound Organizer 
software cannot be installed.

• The free disk or memory space on the computer is too small. 
Check the hard disk and memory space.

• You are trying to install the software into the operating system 
that the Sound Organizer software does not support. Install the 
software into the supported operating system (page 121).

• In Windows XP, you have logged on using a user name belonging 
to a user account with limitations. Or in Windows Vista or 
Windows 7, you have logged on using a guest account. Make sure 
to log on using a user name with computer administrator 
privileges.

The IC recorder cannot be 
properly connected.

• Check that the installation of the software has been successful. 
Also check the connection as follows:
– When using an external USB hub, connect the IC recorder 

directly to the computer.
– Disconnect and then connect the cable with the IC recorder.
– Connect the IC recorder to another USB port.

• Your computer may be in the system standby/hibernate mode. Do 
not let your computer enter into the system standby/hibernate 
mode while being connected to the IC recorder.

• Save a backup copy of all of the data stored on the built-in 
memory or the memory card, and then format the built-in memory 
or the memory card using the formatting function in the menu 
(page 108).
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Troubleshooting
Playback sound from the 
computer is low./No sound is 
emitted from the computer.

• No sound board is installed.
• No speaker is built-in or connected to the computer.
• The volume of the sound is turned down.
• Turn up the volume on the computer. (Refer to the instruction 

manual of the computer.)
• The volume of WAV files can be changed and saved using the 

“Increase Volume” feature of the Microsoft Sound Recorder.

Stored files cannot be played 
back or edited.

• You cannot play back files whose file format the Sound Organizer 
software does not support. Depending on the file format, you 
cannot use part of editorial features of the software. Refer to the 
help files of the Sound Organizer software.

The counter or slider moves 
incorrectly, or noise is heard.

• This happens when you play back files that you divided, 
combined, overwrote, or added a recording. Store a file on your 
computer first*, and then add it to the IC recorder. (*Select the 
saving file format that suits the IC recorder you use.)

Operation is slow when there 
are many files.

• When the total number of files increases, the operation becomes 
slower, regardless of the length of the recording time.

Display does not work 
during saving, adding, or 
deleting of files.

• It takes a longer time to copy or delete long files. Wait until the 
copying is finished. After completing operations, the display 
works normally.

The software ‘hangs’ when 
the Sound Organizer 
software starts up.

System Limitations

There are some system limitations of the IC recorder. Troubles as mentioned below are not 
malfunctions of the IC recorder.

Symptom Cause/Remedy

You cannot record files up to 
the maximum recording 
time.

• If you record files in a mixture of the recording modes, the 
recordable time varies from the maximum recording time of the 
highest recording mode to those of the lowest recording mode.

• The sum of the number on the counter (elapsed recording time) 
and the remaining recording time may be less than the IC 
recorder’s maximum recording time.

You cannot display or play 
back music files in order.

• If you have transferred music files using your computer, those 
files may not be transferred in order of transfer because of system 
limitations. If you transfer music files from your computer to the 
IC recorder one by one, you can display and play back the music 
files in transferred order.

A file is divided  
automatically.

• The file being recorded has reached the maximum size limit 
(2 GB for an LPCM file, and 1 GB for an MP3 file). Therefore it 
is automatically divided.

You cannot enter lower-case 
characters.

• Depending on the combination of the characters used for the 
folder name that was made on your computer, those characters 
may change to all capitals.

“s” is displayed in place of 
a folder name, title, artist 
name, or file name.

• A character which cannot be displayed on the IC recorder has 
been used. Using your computer, replace it with one which can be 
displayed on the IC recorder.

When you set A-B repeat 
playback, the set positions 
move a little.

• Depending on the files, the set positions may move.
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The remaining recording 
time becomes shorter when 
you divide a file.

• You need a certain amount of free space for a file management 
area to divide a file, therefore the remaining recording time will be 
shortened.
