Razor recommends that children under the age of 7 not be permitted to use
the MX125. This recommendation is based not just on age or weight or height
— it reflects consideration of expected maturity and skills as well as physical
size. The recommended rider age of 7 years or older for MX125 is only an
estimate and can be affected by the rider’s size, weight or skills — not every
child 7 years old will be suited to the MX125.

The recommended minimum rider age is 7 and older. Any rider unable
to fit comfortably on the electric product should not attempt to ride it.

A parent’s decision to allow his or her child to ride this product
should be based on the child’s maturity, skill and ability to follow
rules. Razor emphasizes that adults are strongly advised not to
disregard Razor’s recommendations or permit younger children to
ride the MX125.

Keep this product away from small children and remember that it is
intended for use only by persons who are, at a minimum, completely
comfortable and competent while operating the product.

Persons with any mental or physical conditions that may make them
susceptible to injury, impair their physical dexterity or mental capabilities
to recognize, understand, and follow safety instructions and to be able

to understand the hazards inherent in product use, should not use or be
permitted to use products inappropriate for their abilities.

Before use, check to confirm that any and all chain guards or other covers
and guards are in place and in serviceable condition. Check that the

brake is functioning properly, and that tires are inflated properly and have
sufficient tread remaining. The product should be maintained and repaired
in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications, using only the
manufacturer’s authorized replacement parts, and should not be modified
from the manufacturer’s original design and configuration.

ACCEPTABLE RIDING PRACTICES AND CONDITIONS

Always check and obey any local laws or regulations, which may
affect the locations where the electric product may be used. Keep
safely away from cars and motor vehicle traffic at all times, and only
use where allowed and with caution.

Do not activate the speed control on the hand grip unless you are on the
product and in a safe, outdoor environment suitable for riding.

The normal powered top speed of the MX125 will be approximately 8 mph
(13 km/h), which can be affected by conditions, such as rider weight, inclines,
tire inflation and battery charge level. Avoid excessive speeds that can be
associated with downhill rides.

Maintain a hold on the handlebars at all times. Do not touch the brakes or
motor on your product when in use or immediately after riding as these parts
can become very hot.

Ride defensively. Watch out for potential obstacles that could catch your
wheel or force you to swerve suddenly or lose control. Be careful to avoid
pedestrians, skaters, skateboards, scooters, bikes, children or animals who
may enter your path, and respect the rights and property of others.

The electric product is intended for use on flat, dry surfaces, such as
pavement or level ground, without loose debris, such as sand, leaves, rocks
or gravel. Wet, slick, bumpy, uneven or rough surfaces may impair traction
and contribute to possible accidents. Do not ride your electric product in mud,
ice, puddles or water. Watch out for potential obstacles that could catch your
wheel or force you to swerve suddenly or lose control. Avoid sharp bumps,
drainage grates, and sudden surface changes.

Do not attempt or do stunts or tricks on your electric product. The MX125 is
not made to withstand abuse from misuse, such as jumping, curb grinding
or any other type of stunts. Racing, stunt riding, or other maneuvers also
enhance risk of loss of control, or may cause uncontrolled rider actions or
reactions.

Never allow more than one person at a time to ride the electric product.
Do not ride at night or when visibility is limited.
Never use near steps or swimming pools.

Do not allow hands, feet, hair, body parts, clothing, or similar articles to
come in contact with moving parts, wheels, drivetrain, or chain while the
motor is running.

Never use headphones, a cell phone or text when riding.

Never hitch a ride with a vehicle.

BEFORE YOU BEGIN

A Inflating the Tires
Tires are inflated when shipped, but they invariably lose some pressure between the point of manufacturing and your
purchase. Inflate the tires to the correct PSI before first time use.

Lower air pressure can result in a shorter ride time.
Periodically check front tire. Reinflate when needed.

1 Using a bicycle style pump
equipped for a Schrader-type valve,
inflate both tires to the PSI indicated
on the sidewall of the tire.

A waArNING:

Do not use the electric product for
the first time until you have inflated
the tires to the correct PSI. Failure
to do so may damage your motor
bike and void your warranty.

Elbow pads, kneepads, pants and long sleeves
are recommended. Always wear closed toe shoes (lace-up with
rubber soles) and keep shoelaces tied and out of the way of the
wheels, motor and drive system.

4 Starting the Electric Product

Turn power switch to “ON.”

Place both hands on the handlebars. Slowly push forward with one foot and

apply the throttle.

Note: Keep both feet on the foot pegs when unit is in motion.

4 Stopping the Electric Product

Release the throttle and apply the brake.

Note: When coming to a complete stop, place both feet on the ground to

balance the unit.

To use the brake, squeeze the lever to increase the pressure on the brake. The brake lever is fitted with a cable
adjuster to compensate for cable stretch and/or to fine-tune the lever movement to engage the brake. If brake is not
engaging properly, follow instructions for adjusting the brake outlined below.

4 Adjusting the Brake

Tool Required: 10 mm Wrench

1 To adjust the tension, thread
the brake lever adjuster in or out
1/4 to 1/2 turn until the desired
brake adjustment is attained. Most
adjustments are complete at this
step. If brake still needs further
adjustment, proceed to step 2.

2 If the brake has too much slack,
use a 10 mm wrench to loosen the
brake anchor cable for additional
adjustment and retighten.

A warNING:

The brake is capable of causing

the electric product to skid the tire,
throwing an unsuspecting rider.
Practice in an open area free from
obstacles until you are familiar with
the brake function. Avoid skidding to
a stop as this can cause you to lose
control or damage the rear tire.

Note: The brake lever contains a
safety switch to cut power to the
motor when the brake is applied. In
an emergency, applying the brake
will always stop the product from
moving. Do not disable or replace
this lever with anything other than a
genuine Razor replacement part.

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REPAIR AND MAINTENANCE

A Chain and Rear Wheel Replacement

Tools Required: Phillips Screwdriver, 10 mm Wrench, 8 mm Wrench, and 4 mm Allen Wrench

1 Using a Phillips screwdriver
loosen the screws on chain guard
and remove the chain guard.

4 With two (2) 15 mm wrenches,
loosen the locknuts. Push the chain
tensioner down to loosen the chain
and remove wheel.

7 Using a Phillips screwdriver, screw
chain guard back in place.

10 Tighten the cable guide bracket
bolt. Tighten the locknuts on the rear
axle. Test the brake to verify proper
function before riding. Readjust as
needed.

2 With a 10 mm wrench, loosen
the brake cable anchor bolt and
disconnect the cable.

5 Install the chain onto the rear
wheel sprocket. Slip wheel axle
into the frame slots. Push the
chain tensioner down to create
slack in chain. Hand tighten rear

8 Install the cable guide bracket to
the frame and brake plate using bolt,
washers, and nut. Do not tighten.

3 With a Phillips screwdriver and
8 mm wrench remove the cable
guide bracket from the frame and
brake plate. Keep the spacer and
washers together.

6 Verify chain is properly installed
on each sprocket and tensioner is
correctly positioned at the bottom of
the chain.

9 Thread the brake cable through
the brake adjuster barrel, through
the large spring, and into the small
hole in the side of the anchor bolt.
Position the cable to the original
location (as indicated by the slight
cable kink) and tighten securely.

Make sure the charger connector is tightly
plugged into the charging port, and that the charger is plugged
into the wall.

Make sure power flow to the wall outlet is on.
Check all wires and connectors to make sure they are tight.

The fuse will burn out and automatically shut off the power if the
motor is overloaded.

Electric product was running but
suddenly stopped

Overload

Turn unit off then back on to reset the on/off/reset button.

Even with proper care, a rechargeable battery does not last
forever. Average battery life is 1 to 2 years depending on product
use and conditions. Replace only with a Razor replacement
battery.

Electric product runs sluggishly

Riding conditions are too stressful

Use only on salid, flat, clean and dry surfaces, such as pavement
or level ground.

The tires are inflated when shipped, but they invariably will
lose some pressure between the point of manufacturing and
your purchase.

Make sure you do not overload the electric product by allowing
more than one rider at one time, exceeding the maximum weight
limit, going up too steep a hill or towing objects behind the
product.
