Use TalkBack to read your screen out loud — your navigation,
your selections, even your books.

To turn on TalkBack, tap Apps () > @ Settings > Accessibility
> TalkBack, then tap the switch to turn it on.
Note: you might need to download text-to-speech software
(data charges may apply).
To use TalkBack:
* Menus and screens: tap an item in a menu or screen. Your
phone speaks the name.
* Dialler and text entry: start typing. Your phone speaks each
number or letter.

* Notifications: drag the status bar down. Your phone speaks
all of the notifications.

* Books and more: open a book, file, message and more.
Your phone reads the text out loud (app-dependent).

 Browsers: enable webpages in your browser to be read out
loud. Move between pages, paragraphs, lines, words or
characters.

Tip: navigate through your apps and menus to hear how voice
readouts work on your phone.

Tip: if Explore by touch is on, swipe down then right to open
the global context menu, then use the menu to pause TalkBack.

To turn off TalkBack, tap Apps () > (G} Settings > Accessibility
> TalkBack, then tap the switch to turn it off.

Explore by touch

Use Explore by touch to expand TalkBack and have your
touches read out loud as you move your finger around the
screen.

To turn on Explore by touch when TalkBack is active, tap

Apps () > {3 Settings > Accessibility > TalkBack > SETTINGS
- Explore by touch.

Tip: when you turn on TalkBack for the first time, your phone
asks if you want to Enable Explore by touch? Tap OK to turn it
on.

Explore by touch changes your phone's touch gestures so the
location of your touches can be read out loud.

* Tap something on the screen to hear a description or text
readout.
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* Double tap anywhere on the screen to open or activate the
last touched item.

* Swipe using two fingers to scroll through lists or between
screens.

Shortcut gestures let you navigate your phone with simple
swipe gestures (for example, swipe up then leftin a single
motion to go to the Home screen). To see or change these
shortcuts, tap Apps () > {3 Settings > Accessibility

- TalkBack > SETTINGS > Manage gestures.

Note: the way these gestures are interpreted is specific to
TalkBack. Other accessibility services may use the same
gestures for different actions.

To learn more about navigating your phone with Explore by
touch, tap Apps (&) > (& Settings > Accessibility > TalkBack
> SETTINGS - Launch “Explore by touch” tutorial.

To turn off Explore by touch when TalkBack is active, tap
Apps () > @ Settings > Accessibility > TalkBack

> SETTINGS, and untick Explore by touch.

Braille

Combine your Braille display with TalkBack for braille and
speech feedback.

1 Download the BrailleBack app from Google Play (tap
Apps () > & Play Store), and install it on your phone.

Get a closer look.

* Pinch to zoom: pinch to zoom on maps, webpages and
photos. To zoomin, tap the screen with two fingers and then
drag them apart.

Screen magnification: triple tap the screen for full screen
magnification, or triple tap and hold to temporarily magnify.

- High contrast text.

Browser: choose text scaling and other accessibility settings
for your browser. Tap Apps () > G Chrome > Menu E

- Settings > Accessibility.

Tip: use Force enable zoom to allow zooming on all
webpages.

Display brightness

Your phone automatically adjusts the screen brightness when
you're in bright or dark places. But you can set your own
brightness level instead:

swipe down the status bar with two fingers and slide the bar to
adjust.

Note: setting brightness to a high level decreases your phone's
battery life.

Touchscreen & keys

To hear or feel when you tap the screen, tap Apps
> {0} Settings > Sound & notification > Other sounds:

« Dial pad: to hear a tone when you dial a number, select
Dial pad tones.

* Screen lock: to hear a click when you lock or unlock the
screen, select Screen lock sound.

* Touchscreen: to hear a click when you tap something on
the screen, select Touch sounds.

* Keys: to feel a vibration when you tap the keyboard, select
Vibrate on touch.

Messages

To make text entry even easier, use features such as
auto-capitalisation, auto-correction and more. Tap Apps
> {G} Settings > Language & input, then tap a keyboard type.
Of course, if you don't want to type at all, use your voice.
Tap & on the touchscreen keyboard.
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TTY

You can use your phone in TTY mode with standard teletype
machines. Tap ¢ Phone > Menu § » Settings - Calls > TTY
mode and select the mode you need:
* TTY Full: type and read text on your TTY device.
* TTY HCO: Hearing-Carry-Over — type text on your TTY
device and listen to voice replies on your phone's speaker.
* TTY VCO: Voice-Carry-Over — speak into your phone and
read text replies on your TTY device.
Note: you'll need a cable/adapter to connect your TTY device
to the headset jack on your phone.

Phone & tablet

Your Android™ phone and tablet can work together to help
you get the most out of both:

* Phone hotspot: if you have a Wi-Fi tablet, turn your phone
into a Wi-Fi hotspot to let your tablet access the Internet
anywhere — see "Wi-Fi hotspot".

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Memory card

Your photos, videos and other files are automatically stored in
your phone's internal memory.

Mount or unmount memory card

To mount a memory card, simply put it into your phone (see
"Put in the cards & power on").

To unmount your memory card (so you can take it out of your
phone), tap Apps () > @ Settings > Storage > Unmount

SD card.

Caution: do not remove a memory card while your phone is
using it or writing files to it.

Erase memory card content

To delete all the information (music, photos and files) from your
memory card, tap Apps > @ Settings > Storage > Erase SD
card.

Virtual Private Networks (VPN)

A VPN lets you access files on a secured network (such as an
office network with a firewall). Contact the network
administrator to ask for VPN settings and any additional apps or
other requirements.

To enter VPN settings, tap Apps () > @ Settings > More

> VPN. Tap 4 to add a new VPN. Choose the type of VPN and
enter settings from the network administrator. The network is
stored in the VPN list so you can select it whenever you need to
connect.

Mobile network

You should not need to change any network settings. Contact
your service provider for help.

To see network settings options, tap Apps (i) > @ Settings
> More > Mobile networks.

To switch networks, tap Apps () > @ Settings > More
> Mobile networks > Network operators and tap a network.

Note: your phone supports most networks. Contact your
service provider for help.

Aeroplane mode

Use aeroplane mode to turn off all your wireless connections —
useful when flying. Swipe down the status bar with two fingers,
then tap Aeroplane mode.

Note: when you select aeroplane mode, all wireless services
are disabled. You can then turn Wi-Fi and/or Bluetooth™
power back on if permitted by your airline. Other wireless
voice and data services (such as calls and text messages)
remain off in aeroplane mode. Emergency calls to your
region's emergency number can still be made.

Make sure your information is protected in case your phone is
lost or stolen.

The easiest way to protect your phone is to use Screen lock.
You can choose to swipe to unlock (less secure) or enter a
pattern, PIN or passcode to unlock your phone.

Screen lock

To keep your phone secure, you can make the touchscreen
lock when it goes to sleep.
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Find it: Apps () > @ Settings > Security > Screen lock, then
select the lock type:

* None: turn off the screen lock.

* Swipe: tap (&) and drag up.

* Pattern: draw a pattern to unlock.

* PIN: enter four to sixteen digits to unlock.

* Password: enter four to sixteen letters, digits or symbols to
unlock.

To change when your touchscreen goes to sleep, tap Apps
> @ Settings - Display - Sleep.

Note: you can make emergency calls on a locked phone (see
"Emergency calls"). A locked phone still rings, and you do not
need to enter a PIN or password to answer a call.

Can't unlock?

Pattern, PIN or password: if you forget your pattern, PIN or
password, you can enter your Google account email and
password to unlock the phone.

If you don't have a Google account on your phone, contact
your service provider to have your device factory reset.

Warning: a factory reset will delete all data on your phone.

Screen pinning

Need to keep an important screen handy, such as a boarding
pass or shopping voucher? Pin the screen for easy access.

To set up screen pinning, tap Apps () > @ Settings > Security
> Screen pinning.
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To pin a screen, open the app you want to pin, tap Overview [J
and scroll up. Tap ().

To unpin the screen, tap Back q and Overview [J at the same
time.

SIM card lock

Caution: if you enter an incorrect SIM PIN three times, your
phone locks your SIM card and asks for your PIN unlock code.
Contact your service provider for your PIN unlock code.

You shouldn't need to use this feature, but to set a SIM card
PIN that you must enter when you turn on your phone, tap
Apps > @ Settings > Security > Set up SIM card lock

> Lock SIM card.

To set your SIM PIN, enter a 4-digit code. To change your code,
choose Change SIM PIN.

Encrypt your phone

Caution: if you forget your encryption code, you cannot
recover the data stored on your phone or memory card.
Encrypting your files can take an hour or more. Leave your
phone plugged in and be careful not to interrupt the process.

Encryption protects the accounts, settings, apps and files on
your phone, so that people cannot access them if your phone is
stolen.

You shouldn't need to use this feature, but to encrypt your
phone and require a PIN or password whenever you turn on
your phone, tap Apps > @ Settings > Security > Encrypt
phone.

Back up & restore

Find it: Apps () > @ Settings > Backup & reset, then tap the
switch to turnit on

Your Google account data is backed up online. If you reset or
replace your phone, just log in to your Google account to
restore the contacts, events and other details you synced with
the account.

To choose what syncs with the account, tap Apps
> @ Settings > Accounts > Google, tap your Google account
and tick what you want to sync.

Note: text messages, call logs and items stored on your phone

will not be restored. To restore your Google Play Store apps,
see "Take care of your apps".

Reset

To reset your phone to factory settings and erase all the data on
your phone, tap Apps () > {3 Settings > Backup & reset

> Factory data reset > RESET PHONE.

Warning: all downloaded apps and user data on your phone
will be deleted.
