Given that studies show that using a phone while
driving a vehicle constitutes a real risk, even when the
hands-free kit is used (car kit, headset, etc.), drivers are
requested to refrain from using their phone when the
vehicle is not parked.

When driving, do not use your phone and headset to
listen to music or to the radio. Using a headset can be
dangerous and is forbidden in some areas.

When switched on, your phone emits electromagnetic
