Checking the Network Connection

If you experience network problems, check the network connection to determine the

cause of the problem.

To check the network connection:

The unit will automatically check the network connection. Once the check is
completed, the results display. A green check mark on these items indicate that
there is no problem with your network settings. If a problem is indicated, check
your router settings and manual for a solution.

A red cross mark indicates a problem with the network settings. It can either be
the IP address or the DNS server address. If the problem persists, check with
your Internet service provider.

* Share a folder on your computer — view and play back digital media content
stored on your computer by sharing one or more folders containing the media.

Accessing Media Content

Once the media player has an active network connection, you can access media
content from a Network Attached Storage (NAS) device or shared computer located
on the same network as your media player. You can also access content from USB
storage connected to the media player. The benefits and applications of each
content source type are described below.

To access media content from a network share, media server, USB storage, or

online account:

1. Navigate to the Home screen, and select the menu for media content you wish to
access. It can be Music, Videos, or Photos. Press OK.

2. Press OK to select a new content source or press [[lj or A/® to select Select
Content Source [, then press OK.

3. Press A/ V¥ to select the network resource where the media content you want to
access is located, then press OK.

My Media Library

The benefit of selecting this option is that it shows all the aggregated content on
your network attached and USB storage together in one view. However, it does take
longer to scan all the storage content compared to selecting a more specific option
for content retrieval.

To add additional source content to My Media Library, please do one of the

* Attach USB storage to one of the USB ports on the media player and it is
automatically added to media library.

This menu displays network attached UPnP media servers connected to your
network and usage is optimized with DLNA compliant devices such as WD My Book
Live personal cloud storage and WD TV Live Hub media centers.

The benefit of using a media server is that it aggregates the content together from
the device that is hosting it. The media server hosts a list of supported file formats
with metadata information that allows a client device like the media player to easily
browse and play back the content.

However, using a media server can restrict supported file types and you may not be
able to see all the files stored in the media server. When using a Network Share,
every file is presented to the media player and it does the content filtering based on
what it can support.

Follow the steps below under “Accessing a Shared Folder,” selecting the name of
your media server and referencing your media server documentation for password
setup and administration if necessary.

Windows Shares

Windows Shares uses Samba (also known as SMB/CIFS), a more commmon protocol
among devices such as PC, NAS, and Mac (before Lion). If you want to simply
discover and/or share a folder on the network to be accessed by the media player,
Samba is a common method, especially for Windows.

Windows Shares display shared computers and network attached storage devices
(such as WD’s My Book Live personal cloud storage NAS drive) connected to your
network via the Samba protocol.

Mac Shares
Mac Shares uses AFP (Apple File Protocol), a more common protocol among Mac

devices. If you want to simply discover and/or share a folder on the network to be
accessed by the media player, AFP is a common method for Mac.

To access a shared folder under Network Share:

When accessing a network resource, you need to enter in the user name and
password for the device or account using the on-screen keyboard. In some cases, a
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default anonymous login displays if no password is set for the device. When this
happens, accept the default login, select , then press OK.

Transferring Files

If the media player has an active network connection, any USB drive connected to it
can serve as a network drive. This allows you to transfer files between your media
player and your computer. This feature is applicable to a PC running Windows XP or
later operating systems, as well to a Macintosh® computer running Mac OS X
Leopard® or later operating systems.

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Media Library Compilation

Media Library Compilation refers to the process of scanning and consolidating the
media contents of the media player, network attached storage, or an attached USB
device into one comprehensive database so that you can easily browse and locate
media files based on certain metadata information (e.g., video files are categorized
based on title or release date).

Media Library Compilation Exemptions

The following conditions will prevent the media library compilation process.

* The network share has read-only protection.
* The USB device has read-only protection.

* There is not enough storage space in network attached storage or an attached
USB device.

= A drive is locked.

To turn off Media Library Compilation (default is On):
1. Navigate to Home | Setup | System.

2. Select Media Library, and then press OK.

3. Select OFF, then press OK.

Note: Clear Media Library clears then rebuilds the media library.
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Supported Categories for Media Library Compilation

Once the media library compilation process is completed, all available media files are
organized under their respective media type directory. By default, media contents
are displayed as thumbnails (music album/movie poster art, image thumbnail). The
content categories are listed in the following table.

Director Displays a list of videos by director.
Favorites Displays a list of favorited videos.

Movie Displays a list of movies.

New ltems Displays a list of video folders/files that are newer.

Playlist Displays a list of video playlists.

Queue Displays a list of videos from your queue.

TV Show Displays a list of TV shows.

Untagged Displays a list of untagged videos.

Photo All Displays a list of all image files arranged in alphabetical order.
Date Content is organized by date modified including year and month.
Favorites Displays a list of favorited image files.
Folders Contents are displayed in image file folders.

New ltems Displays a list of image folders/files that are newer.

Queue Displays a list of image files from your queue.
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Locating Your Contents on the Drive

There are two ways of locating a particular media file depending on whether or not
the media library compilation function is enabled.

Manual Search

You can manually search for a media file by navigating to the specific media section
and browsing through the available file folders. This method is recommended if there
are only a limited number of files to search through. Otherwise, it is better to enable
the media library compilation and use the built-in Search function.

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Pandora (US only)

Conditions for Using Pandora

The following conditions must be satisfied before you can use the Pandora service.

You will need this
code to sign in to Pandora from your media player.

* At present, Pandora is only available for users located in the United States. You
must have a US-based network connection.

Pandora Stations

A Pandora station is a personalized stream of music, based on one or more artist
names or song titles of your choice. Once you’ve signed in to Pandora from your
media player, you can easily access your stations from the Music menu bar.

Pandora stations reminders

You can have up to 100 stations at any one time, plus one QuickMix. Once you

reach this maximum number of stations you have to delete a station before you

can add another one.

Pandora does not allow immediate or "on demand" playback of a specific song.

A F{ar&dora station cannot play more than four songs by an artist in a three-hour

period.

After eight hours of play, Pandora prompts you to see if you're still listening.

Streaming stops until you respond.

The music selection streamed into your Pandora station contains a mix of songs

or artists that were compiled based on:

* the initial station “seed’ used in creating that station. Go to the next section
for instructions on how to create a new Pandora station.

* the track feedback (thumbs up / thumbs down) you provide. Go to page 130
for more information.

* the number of skips assigned to a track. Go to page 130 for more
information.

You cannot reverse or immediately replay the songs played on your Pandora
station.
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To create a Pandora station:
1. Navigate to Create Station or press Options to select Create station. Press
OK.

QuickMix
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QuickMix is a feature that allows you to listen to more than one of your stations at
once. QuickMix will play only one song based on particular musical characteristics at
a time (unlike regular Pandora stations, which play four related songs in a row), so
the mood changes more often.

Providing Song Feedback

You can influence the music selection that is streamed into your Pandora station by
providing track feedback for the song currently playing. You can give a song a
“thumbs up” or a “thumbs down” vote.

Thumbs up

If you like the currently playing song, give it a thumbs up vote. This positive feedback
means:

* The very next set of songs for this station will be generated using the song you’ve
given a “thumbs up” vote to as a musical starting point.

* Future sets of songs are likely to have similar musical traits. Multiple “thumbs up"
votes on this station for other similar songs will have a cumulative effect.

* This song will play somewhat more often than other songs on this station's
potential playlist, and will play about as often as other songs that have received a
"thumbs up" on this station.

Thumbs down

If you don't want to hear a song on a particular station, give it a thumbs down vote.
This negative feedback means:

* The song will stop playing, if there are any of the remaining "six skips per hour"
available on that particular station (this limit is per station, on a rolling per-hour
basis).

* The song will be permanently removed from that particular station's playlist.
* A new set of songs with a different musical emphasis will begin to play.

* If you've given at least two “thumbs down” vote to a specific artist on that
particular station, songs from that artist will no longer be included in that station’s
playlist.

To provide song feedback:

* While a song is playing, press <€/ to select & or ¥, then press OK.
A prompt to confirm your vote appears.

Putting a Song to Sleep

When you want to stop listening to song, but not permanently remove it from a
station’s playlist, you put it to “sleep.” This prevents the song from playing on any of
your stations for 30 days.

To put a song to sleep:

* While a song is playing, press €/ P to select #&%, then press OK.
A prompt to confirm the “sleep” action appears.
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Bookmarking a Song or Artist

You have the option to bookmark a song or an artist for later reference. You can later
refer to this bookmark if you want buy the track when you’ve sign in to Pandora from
your computer or mobile computing device, or if you want to share your musical
preferences with other Pandora users.

To bookmark a song or artist:
1. While a song is playing, press </ P to select I, then press OK.

2. Press A/ 'V to select whether to bookmark the song title or the song artist, then
press OK.

The new bookmark is added to your listener profile page. Sign in to Pandora
from your computer or mobile computing device to view this profile page.

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Media Library

Media Library scans and consolidates the media contents of the internal hard drive,
USB drive, and network drives into a database through which you can easily locate
media files. This feature is set to on by default.

The following conditions will prevent the Media Library from processing your media.

* The USB device has read-only protection.

* There is not enough hard drive space on the USB device. Your media player
needs some space to cache information, so that searches and scans are faster.

A note about metadata

Metadata is information about the data in a file that describes how, when, and by
whom a particular set of data (video, music, photographic, or any other type of data)
was collected, and how the data is formatted.

Not all files have metadata loaded. To add and edit metadata so that Media Library
can aggregate the files properly, you can use one of several tools including:

Examining Your Files

Medialnfo (free software) can provide technical and tag information about your video
or audio files.

Medialnfo provides the following kinds of information:

* General —title, author, director, album, track number, date, and duration
* Video—codec, aspect, fps, and bitrate

* Audio—codec, sample rate, channels, language, and bitrate

* Text—language of the subtitles

* Chapters—number and a list of chapters

Medialnfo supports the following formats:

* Video—MKYV, OGM, AV, DivX, WMV, QuickTime, Real, MPEG-1, MPEG-2,
MPEG-4, DVD (VOB) (Codecs: DivX, XviD, MSMPEG4, ASP, H.264, AVC)

* Audio—OGG, MP3, WAV, RA, Dolby Digital Plus, AAC, M4A, AU, AIFF

* Subtitles—SRT, SSA, ASS, and SAMI

With Medialnfo, you can:

* Read many video and audio file formats

» Use several methods of viewing information, such as text, sheet, tree, and
HTML

* Customise views
* Export information as text, such as CSV and HTML

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System Maintenance

The system software of your media player can be upgraded to the latest release,
which can improve support for media file playback and includes bug fixes and
product enhancements. To ensure that you receive the latest update, we
recommend registering your product at http.//register.wd.com.

This chapter describes how to upgrade the system firmware and perform simple
troubleshooting. If you encounter an error message, refer to the “Common Error
Messages” on page 208 for possible corrective action.

Solutions to more serious problems may require contacting your dealer or an
authorized service center for assistance. For more information, refer to “WD Service
and Support” on page 2.

System Firmware Upgrade

Firmware is an important set of instructions that tells your media player how to
operate, what the interactive screens look like, and how to do what you tell it to do.
Upgrading the firmware is important because WD is always developing newer, faster,
and more efficient ways of doing things that your media player needs to know.

Important: Make sure the media player's AC power adapter remains
connected during the firmware update. A power disruption during the
update process can corrupt the system firmware. Also, make sure that you
do not unplug the USB storage device if doing a manual update.

Automatic

The New Firmware menu appears in the media player’s Home screen when updated
firmware becomes available, providing the option to automatically upgrade the
firmware.

Note: You must have Auto Detect New Firmware set to On to automatically upgrade firmware. See
“Auto Detect New Firmware” on page 200.
